and the outside world. How-
ever there was also the more or
less outspoken  suggestion—
meant to frighten the partner—
of Stalin’s interview with refer-
ence to the atomic bomb. Such
declarations of Soviet love of
peace are as old as the facts
which deny it. For there are
indications that the Soviets are
already in the middle of war,
and that the whole world is in
a state of general strife. And
the reason why there are people
who did not realise that up to
now is that this is an entirely
new type of war, entirely differ-
ent from any kind of war known
in the history of mankind. , A
type of war invented by Lenin,
and exercised by Stalin.

In this war two different me-
thods stand against each other:
the “hot” war against the “cold”
one, open battle against con-
tinuous attacks aimed at the
nerves of the antagonist, phy-
sical war against psychological
contest. If both types are used
simultaneously, the result is the
so-called ‘“total war,” a fight
not for life, but for ‘death and
the complete destruction of one
partner.

The war of the two worlds—
the Western and the Eastern—
lasts for some years already, and

to

ful strife that brought them a
mew Soviet Empire instituted
unon the basis of the old Rus-
sian Empire. Elbe and Yellow
Sea are its boundaries, its popu-
lation amounts to 600 million—
j.e., almost one-third of the
population of the world. How-
ever, the power of the Soviets
reaches much further: there is
probably no country in the world
where there are no “Fifth Co-
lumns” ready for action any min-
ute they might be called to
arms, an army of the Kremlin—
according to the words of Torres
and Togliagti. It was only in
the summer of this year that
we witnessed a manoeuvre of
this army, when two million
young people met in Berlin to
manifest their belief in Moscow.
THE SOVIET EMPIRE

The heart of the Soviet Em-
pire is Moscow, its central part
is Russia in the form of the
Russian Federal Soviet Social
Republic, which is encircled and
thus separated from the outside
world by a number of allied
States: the Baltic, Byelo-Russian,
Ukranian, Caucasian and Turki-
stan republics, which have been
assigned the role of an inner
defensive bulwark against any
possible attacks waged by the
enemies of the Kremlin, A
second or outer bulwark is con-
stituted “by the satellites from
Finland via the Central Euro-
pean States to China and Korea.
A third disconnected protective
ring is made up by the “Fifth
Columns” spr over the whole
world.

If we want to anlyse this
structure and translate it into
figures, we realise that the Cen-
tral part—Russia without the
non-Russian territories Idel-Ural,

The inner bulwark,

are kilometres, populated by

The outer bulwark

square kilometres, with a popu-
lation of 90 million. Thus Rus-
sia proper, with her 85 million
population under her sway, 206
million in the subjected countries
of Europe, plus the innumerable
masses of China in Asia,

The non-Russian countries of
the U.S.S.R., especially the allied
republics, are artificially tied to
the central part—Russia—and it
is only terror that keeps these
bonds from yielding. There are,
however, strong movements to-
wards shaking off the fetters
once and for all. Duxing the
years of the vrevolution from
1917-1918, those nations liber-
ated themselves from Moscow,
established their own national
States, and proclaimed their in-
dependence in 1918. This eman-
cipation was nothing but a
natural consequence of their tra-
ditions and political attitude. By
means of terror, however, they
were forced to renew their union
with Russia who, in the mean-
time, had turned Soviet.

The Ukraine, engaged in con-
stituting her own body politic,
which was a process opposed to
the aims of the young Soviet
Russian State, refused to accept
Soviet control, and consequently
was swept by warfare from 1918
to 1920. The same phenomenon
could be observed in the Cauca-
sus and Turkistan; Georgia
fought the longest, i.e., until
March, 1921, After their re-
conquest, Ukraine, in 1921, and
Georgia, in 1924, attempted to
rise again.

The construction of the Soviet
Empire at the expense of the
neighboring nations was carried
through according to the me-
thods initiated by Lenin—trea-
chery and violence. In theory,
the Soviets recognise the right
of the nations to self-govern-
ment, which includes their right
to separate from Russia; the
Ukraine and Georgia were even
recognised by Russia as inde-
pendent States. The Soviet
army, however, disregarding this
recognition, overrun these terri-
tories in order to ‘protect the
proletariat from oppression ex-
acted upon it by the Bourgeo-
isie.” This nretext appears un-
reasonable if it is considered that
both the Ukraine and Georgia
had socialist governments, Thus
it all boils down to the simple
fact that neithér the protection
of the oppressed proletariate nor
any other high ideals were the
background for the Soviet occu-
pation, but the abundant material
resources both countries had to
offer as well as their strategic
value. Food supplies, coal and
iron are from the Ukraine, naph-
tha from the Caucasus, and cot-
ton from Turkistan are only
some examples of their economic
importance,

he precarious position of the
Soviets at their inner defensive
bulwark became visible during
the Second World War. Already
at the very beginning of the
conflict between the U.S.8.R.
and Germany, the subjected
nations did not display interest
in fighting for the Soviets, and
were inclined to greet the Ger-
man army as their liberators.
This is why about four million
officers and soldiers of the Red
Army deserted to the Germans
during the first seven months.
From those prisoners of war
who did not die behind barbed
wire, the national legions who
fought against the Soviets were
formed later on. For the same

‘reason the Ukrainian Division

was called into existence shortly
before the collapse of Germany.
The Division was co-ordinated
to the German army, and took
active part in the fight against
Russian Bolshevism in order to
defend their own country. The
Ukrainian Partisan A r mey
(U.P.A.), which was established
as a reaction upon Hitler's po-
licy in the Ukraine, today con-
tinues the strife against Russian
oppression.

All these facts bear witness
to the strong forces that are
active against Soviet subjection.
In the countries that belong to
the inner bulwark, there is an
extremely intense  opposition
against the Communist system
which—having been introduced
by the Red Army—is alien to
the non-Russian peoples of the
U.S.S.R. This ~ opposition is
based upon social motives as
well as on national ones, to
which belongs also the antago-

nism against Russian domina-
tion. It would not be hard to
spot and get hold of the fol-

lowers of Rykow and Trotzki.
The only way to defeat national
resistance, however, would be to
deport a whole people, as was
the case with some Caucasian
peoples and the Tartars from the
Crimea. But it is physically
impossible to deport the entire
Ukrainian population, It is sig-
nificant that the percenfage of
non-Russians in the Soviet con-
centration camps is by far great-
er than that of the Russians,
which amounts from 5 to 8 per
cent. of the inmates.

The best example for the sig-
nificance of the national trait
which dominates the struggle
against Bolshevism is the Yugo-
slavia of today, where Marshal
Tito broke away from Moscow,
not for ideological or program-
matic reasons, but from motives
of a purely national and poli-
tical character. His step caused
the first breach in the outer de-
fensive bulwark of the Soviet
Empire. Its perjpheral position
made it possible to Yugoslavia
to emancipate from Russian sub-
jection. And more or less all
the subjected nations that be-

long to the inner or outer bul-| Ty

wark occupy a similar peripheral
position, so that the possibility
exists of their taking an analo-
gous action. Strong attempts
towards separation from Russia
can be observed. Rebellion
amongst Bulgarian peasants and
trials of Polish and Czechoslo-
vakian generals are consequences
of those attempts. And even
Mao-Tse-Tung does not seem to
be an altogether reliable ally,
according to some articles that
were published in the Chinese
press commemorating the anni-
versary of the Communist revolu-
tion in China. Maybe this was
the reason why Stalin loaded
the entire burden of the Korean
war upon the Chinese, and even
refused to render a more sub-
stantial  material  assistance.
Stalin quietly looks on as the
enemy thunders blow after blow
upon his ally—a new version of
the tragedy at the Vistula.
With reference to the facts
mentioned above, it can be stated
that the national problem is an
important factor in the fight
against the Soviets, in which the
attempts of the subjected
nations—of the members of the
U.S.S,R. as well as of the satel-
lites — can be compared to a
leavening agent. The catalyst
accelerating the process—if we
want to retain the picture taken
from chemistry—is the tradition-
al Russian imperialism, which
found its modern and more per-
fect expression in Bolshevism,
and which, during its historieal
development that lasted over five
hundred years, had been able to
infiltrate into all spheres of hu-
man life, from religion to eco-
nomics. The present economical
policy which the Soviets assumed
towards the members of the
U.S.S.R. and the, satellites alike.
is of a clearly colonial type.
That is why tl{e value of the
Ukraine as a component of the
economical coriplex of the
U.S.S.R. goes down steadily, and
that is also why the standard
of life in Czechoslavakia falls
every day. There is no beating
around the bush; Moscow con-
siders itself the centre, and is
interested only in her own pro-
fit at the expense, and through
relentless exploitation of the sub-

jected nations. Consequently—
if there exists an idea strong
enough to counterbalance the

idea of a world-wide Communist
revolution, based upon terror and
subjection; if there is such an
idea, it can only be that of
national freedom for all peoples,
of veciprocal co-operation on the
basis of equal rights granted to
all and mutual respect. All this
is denied by the Soviets,
missed most by
nations.

THE POLICY OF THE

BIG POWERS

For a long time the West has
not been able to understand the
nature of Bolshevism, its plans
and political trends. It supposed
that Bolshevism is a phenomenon
typical to Russia, a product of
the social structure and the his-
torical tradition of the Russian
people.  On the basis of this
conjecture an author wrote in
the Socialistic Ne\vspnper (“So-
cialistitschny Wjestnik"”) on the
“elementary bolshevism” of the
Russian masses. Hence also
Clemenceau’s concept of the
“Cordon sanitaire,” by which he
wanted to isolate Bolshevie Rus-
sin, However,. up to the end of
the Second World War, few in-
ternational politicians realised
which immense danger lay in
the Moscowian-Bolshevist  im-
perialism, whose aim from the
very beginning was to gain con-
trol over the world. And Rus-
sia did not play around with
day-dreams, but for centuries
consciously pursued this aim in
the management of her political
affairs. This is why Russia dur-
ing the last 200 years has been
engaged in 93 aggressive wars,
which altogether took 128 years.

and
the subjected

s it does not seem astonish-
ing when Russian expansionism
—based upon the theory of Rus-
sia as the redeemer of the world
and spread bv-: the ideologists
both of the Tsarist and the Com-
munist regimes—today assumes
world-wide significance

The opposition of the Western
world against the Russian im-
perialism of pre-Bolshevic times
was rather ineffective. The West-
ern politicians believed that a
“democratic” Russia would aban-
don the idea of further expan-
sian, and therefore favored the
revolution. During the First
World War they were ready to
leave Russia the Dardanelles,
and promised her the Ukrainian
territory that had belonged to
Austro - Hungaria. However,
when Communism began to get
to the top in Russia, they re-
turned their favor to the defend-
ers of the old system. Instead
of supporting the subjected
nations in their fight for free-
dom, they réndered assistance
to reactionary generals like
Denikin, Kolchak and Wrangel
who — besides fighting against
the Soviets—struck the Ukraine
and the peoples of the Caucasus
who tried to break away from
Russia. And it was to a great
extent due to the assistance from
the West that the Tsarist gen-
erals were able to weaken the
resistance of various nations to
Moscow before they themselves
fell under the strokes of the Red
Army.

In vain the representatives of
the subjected peoples appealed
to the Conference in Versailles
and asked for justice. The high
principles proclaimed by Presi-
dent Wilson were shattered then
and there by the big powers in
gilent agreement, On the ruins
the power of the Soviets thrived.

During the times that lay be-
tween the two world wars, the
West did not show the sEghtest
interest in what happened on
the territories occupi by the
Soviets, and was only too ready
to believe in the existence of
one homogenous “Soviet-nution.”
The close observer, however, al-
ready then was able to notice in
the U.S.S.R. symptoms of a phe-

“Titoism,” i.e., the rebellion of
the national Communist elements
among the peoples subjected by
Moscow against Bolshevist im-
perialism. The commissary Skry-
pnyk, and the writer Khvylovyj,
could be mentioned as examples
for the corresponding opposition
on Ukrainian soil. Both had to
commit suicide to escape their
“liquidation”—Stalin’s method of

| punishing unfriendly criticism of
| the policy of the Kremlin. A

similar case is that of Commis-
sary Faisul Khodajew in Turki-
stan, who was shot in 1938, and
that of Erdely in Georgia. 1t is
no secret that each of the
nations subjected by the U.S.S.R.
had and still has, a Tito of its
own, and it is due in the first
place to the geographical situa-
tion, which does not permit dir-
ect action against the occupying
Red Army that the nations sub-
jected by the U.S.S.R. did not
emancipate  themselves from
Moscow as yet.

During the Second World War
the Western politicians, together
with President Roosevelt, fatally
misiudged their Eastern partner.
Their mistake was that they be-
lieved in a co-operation between
the two systems; Capitalism and
Communigm—and in the concep-
tion of good mneighborly condi-

tions with Bolshevic Russia.
Thev refused to be aware of
Stalin’s plans to subject the

world to Moscow by way of hav-
ing Communism infiltrated into
the countries of the Western
hemisphere, The{ even rendered
assistance to Stalin by rejecting
the plans of a military invasion
in the Balkan, by which the
Red Army would have been cut
off from the West. Instead of
being cut off, it was given access
to Adriatic Sea. They retreated
from Prague and permitted .
Stalin to play the role of a
“liberator of his Slav brothers,”
a role the Tsars had played once
not without advantage for them-
selves. They allowed half of
Europe to be cut off from the
West and hidden behind an
“Iron Curtain.” They pretended
to know nothing of the suffer-
ings of the peoples under Soviet
occupation.

Anq today, when Russian im-
perialism in its most dangerous
form—DBolshevism — hasg gained
victory after victory, new mis-
takes are being made! Among
these we count the statement
made in May, 1951, by an official
speaker of the U.S. State De-
artment, according to whom it
as never been and will never be
the intention of the United
States to  disintegrate  the
U.S.S.R. And there is also the
resolution proposed by Senator
MacMahon, in March, 1951, in
which the Russian people is as-
sured of the American friend-
ship.

All these—as we consider them
~—inopportune steps of the West-
ern politicians only affirm the
Soviets in their belﬂef that their
attacks against the Western
world are not subjected to con-
sequences, and in this way the
West seems to render moral sup-
port to Russian imperialism. At
the same time the *“Voice of
America” is suggesting to the
subjected nations of the U.S.S.R.
in their own languages the ne-
cessity of their being in accord
with their oppressors. The let-
ter of the U.P.A. member, Mr.
Poltawa to the directors of the
“Voice of America” bears wit-
ness to the extremely unfavor-
able effects this kind of propa-
ganda produces amongst the
nations fighting for their free-
dom, and at the same time gives
a judgment of the policy of the
Western world towards the So-
viets.

However, fortunately, there is
still another side to this policy.
President Truman filled the
hearts of the subjected people
with . hope, when in 1947, he
pleaded their cause by proclaim-
ing his doctrine of the. necessity
to stop Bolshevist expansion.
This doctrine was translated into
practice when the United States
rendered assistance to Greece
during her fight against the Com-
munist invasion, made it possible
for Berlin to resist the Soviet
blockade, and took upon them-
selves the defence of Korea. In
his address of June 27, 1951,
Smte. Secretary, D. Acheson,
very justly pointed out that Rus-
sian imperialism is the basis of

nomenon that later on was called Soviet politics, thus laying open
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the roots of the evil. Some
politicians in Great Britain and
Senators and Congressmen in the
United States assumed a very
correct attitude towards the sub-
jected nations by pointing out
their fight for freedom to the
world. Of greatest interest,
however, is the resolution passed
by Mr. Kersten at the Commis-
sion of Foreign Affairs
of the American Congress in
April, 1951, where he gave for-
mal expression to the concep-
tion that one hundred million
citizens of the U.S.S.R. who be-
long to the subjected nations are
the natural allies of the United
States. They should be ren-
dered moral support as well as
material assistance to strengthen
them in their struggle for free-
dom. And if-——according to Mr.
Kersten—there would be war,
then the outcome of this war
would to a great extent depend
upon the attitude the subjected
nations would assume.

These last facts show that the
Western political world slowly
develops a better understanding
.and more correct judgment of
the situation concerning Russia
and her policy. In order that
the West could see its task
properly, it should realise—to-
gether with the American, Pro-
fessor Burnham, and the British
general Fuller—that the present
psychological war that keeps the
world in unrest and agitation is
nothing but an etape of the total
war. In this etape, moral factors
are of very great significance.
Two worlds stand against each
.other: that of freedom and jus-
tice, against that of terror and
.compulsion; could the problem
of the subjected nations not be
an extremely effective weapon for
the West? For here—and not
in problems of a purely social-
istic character—Ilies the weakest
point of the Soviet system. The
struggle for freedom of the sub-
jugated nations is the strongest

“ reaction on Bolshevist tyranny,

the most vigorous activity be-
hind the Iron Curtain. And with-
.out the assistance of the sub-
«dued nations, in the first place
of those who are members of
the U.S.S.R. and who—as by
mere location, they are nearer
“to the heart of the Soviet State
—are ex;:erts of the system and
its weaknesses, no power on
«earth will be able to defeat Bol-
shevism,

THE POLICY OF THE
RUSSIAN EMIGRANTS

The Russian emigrants, who
are either unable or—blindfolded
‘by their particularism—unwilling
to understand and judge the
situation in Soviet Russia, estab-
“lish their programs without con-
sideration of their practicability.
Absorbed in contemplating their
personal social and political po-
sitions which brought about their
conflict with Bolshevism and
their final emigration from
home, they have nothing to con-
nect them. This sets them apart
from the emigrants of the sub-
jected nations who are united by
the ideal of their fight for na-
tional freedom. The Russian
emigration is scattered into
twenty different political groups
and unable to create a single
jolitical centre. Not before Aug-
ust, 1951, five so-called “demo-
-cratie” groups met at a conven-
tion in Stuttgart and there—by
means of combined efforts—call-
.ed into existence something like
a political centre that was gi-
“ven the name of “Council for the
Liberation of the Peoples of Rus-
sia” (SONR). That such an
.action could be taken at all is
due to some American friends
of the above groups who, in July,
1951, had united themselves into
the “American Committee for
the Liberation of the Peoples of
Russia.”” The SONR. is, in spite
of its name, a purely Russjan
organisation, in structure as well
-as when its political position is
concerned.  And the fact that
nobody else than the “Council
for the Liberation of the Peoples
.of Russia” (SONR) intends to

represent all nations of the
U.S.S.R., shows how far its
members have deviated from
reality.

The basic conception of the
SONR. includes the confusing
word, “Peoples of Russia.” This
is meant to refer to the sub-
jected peoples who, however, do
not in anv way fit into that pat-
tern, since they are individual
ynations that have their own ter-

ritories, where the majority of
the population consists of mem-
bers of the respective people, and
where there are few Russians,
These nations have their own
Janguages and their cultural
achievements typical only for
them, and both—language and
culture — are always different
from the language and culture
of the Russian people. They
have their own historical tradi-
tions, in which the last centuries
of life,in community with the
Russian people by far do not
play the greatest or deciding
part. They have their economic
interests and their political aspi-
rations which, of course, are con-
trary to the interests and aspira-
tions of Russia, This is why
these peoples—at the times of
the Tsar—carried the name “in-
orodey” (aliens), and a poliecy
of discrimination for being for-
eigners was applied to them as
well as a policy of assimilation.
Under Soviet rule, these peoples
formed various political bodies
and bore the character of autono-
mous republics allied to Russia.
And the Bolshevie conception of
a “Soviet people” meets the
truth still less than the slogan
of the “World Proletariat,” and
has only value as a means of
propaganda planned to be spread
throughout the world., This is
also true for the conception of
the “Peoples of Russia” invented
by the Russian emigrants and
spread out to lead the world inte
blunder.

The Russian emigrants who
venture to speak on behalf of
the subjected nations of the
U.S.S.R,, fail to be aware of the

fact that these peoples have
their national representatives
abroad, each of which—along

with the representatives of the
other subjected countries—have
taken up activities. It should
not be overlooked that these
national representatives have the
formal as well as the moral right
to represent their peoples politi-
callv before the free world, as
they aye composed in most cases
of parties or organisations which
are deeply rooted in the social
life and the traditions of the re-
specuive veople. Often they are
On the other hand it enables the
Russian emigrants to assume the
pose of “protectors and benefac-
tors” of the subjected nations by
offerine them self-determination
mee the Soviets are defeated—a
wse that pleases those who do
not look deeper for its roots, It
has, however, not the faintest
justification in all those cases,
where the nations concerned al-
readv on their own account ex-
pressed their determination to be
independent. Not only  Poland
and the Baltic States, but also
the Ukraine, Byelorussia, Geor-
gia, Armenia, Azerbaidzhan, the
Cossacks and Turkistan and still
other peoples—during the revo-
lution of 1917-1918 — instituted
their own States that often were
recognised by Russia herself and
other States, Most of them exist
still todav as republics attached
to the U.S.S.R., and the Ukraine
and Byelorussia are even mem-
bers of the United Nations, Does
it not look nonsensical when re-
newed actions towards self-gov-
ernment are demanded of those
peoples?  Could—with the same
right—the same demand not be
made to the Russians?  Who
gave them justifieation or auth-
ority to impose such duty to
nations who are subject to the
International Law? In this way
the Russians want to deny the
existence of. National Republics
in U.S.S.R., an existence which
these peoples achieved at the
sacrifice of their blood, which
they built up during thirty years
of hard effort, and which took up
tuch of their strength and tal-
ent, It is true that these States
are today “Soviet,” but the
peoples concerned are not going
to resign of their States that
cost them so much, as well as
the Ukrainians and Byelorussians
are not going to resign of their
place with the United Nations.
When the Russians today propa-
gate a plebiscite, it is perhaps
their wish to restore pre-revolu-
tionary national conditions, which
is as absurd as it would be to
restore the social conditions of
those times. All these facts give
insight in the irrational policy
of the Russian emigrants.

If those politicians had more
understanding for the actual
situation, they would realise that
there is no common denominator
for their own intentions, and

those of the free representatives
of the subjected peoples. How-
ever, they do not treat the ques-
tion sincerely, and are not look-
ing for its real solution. Indeed
they picked out those who were
morally weak and politically un-
stable, and allured them by way
of promises to start a counter-
action which would offset the
position of the respective Nation-
al Representation.  Thus they
attempted to detach a group of
33 men with General Bickers-
khow at the head from the North
Caucasian  Committee, 26 of
whom, however, soon rejoined
the Committee. They got hold
of sume Turkistans and had
them play the role of allies.
Among the Ukrainians they
came upon some persons little
known in the Ukrainian society,
whom they enticed to call into
existence a so-called “Council of
the Ukrainian Liberation Move-
ment.” In order that the “Coun-
cil” be clothed with some auth-
ority, it was one of the first
duties to set up six different
“Ukrainian parties” at the spur
of the moment, The Ukrainian
political world protested against
that manoeuvre; they tracked
down the self-devised creators
of the “Council,” and referred
to the “Council” itself as a
trick to falsify the Ukrainian
national conceptions.

This attitude of the Russian
politicians is not only immoral,
but also dangerous. The mere
existence of the SONR. effects
confusion among the Russian
emigrants, the majority of whom
assume a hostile attitude towards
the SONR. Its imperialistic
tendencies provoke the fear, not
only of the representatives of
the peoples of the U.S.S.R., but
also that of the free agents of
the satellite peoples. All these
people should form part of the
world-wide anti-Bolshevist front.
Among them the nations of the
U.S.S.S.R. are the most qualified
for this struggle by their ex-
perience and personal concern
in the cause. This is why the
Russian emigrants—by means of
their policyv—handicap all at-
tempts towards arraying the
anti-Bolshevik forces in one com-
mon front. It is also by this
means that they try doubtful
elements to infiltrate all spheres
of international life. As long
as the SONR. does not change
its attitude and take back claims
to leadership, the responsible
representatives of the subjected
nations will not be in a position
to acknowledge it and enter into
co-operation with this organisa-
tion,

The policy of the Russian emi-
grants endangers also any future
connections between the Russian
people and its neighbors. It is
of course impossible to hold the
entire Russian people respon-
sible for the activities of their
leaders. On the contrary, there
are indications that the masses
of the Russian people—in the
course of thirty vears — grew
used to the existence of national
republics within the U.S.S.R.,
and learned to respect the rights
and concerns of the subjected
vations. This cannot be said of
their leaders, neither in the
U.S.S.R. nor in the emigration,

Upon Stalin's order the masse:
are kept in the belief of their
high standing that renders them
superior to other peoples; this
is considered necessary that they
mav be manoeuvred according
to Stalin’s wishes. The Russian
emigrants, on the other hand,
still cannot forget their old feel-
ing of superiority, and not look
upon everybody with contempt.
And as long as these theovies
will be in full sway, neighborly
conditions between_ the Russian
neople and the peoples of the
subjected nations will be detri-
mental rather than favorable,

CONSTRUCTIVE POLICY

The | subjected nations are
aware of the fact that Soviet
expansion, by which the social,
political and national conditions
of the svstem are to be carried
into ull}countries throughout the
world, hang as a threat over
the free world. They, therefore,
consider each free nation as their
ally in their struggle against
Bolshevism. Even the political
mistakes of the big powers in
the past, and the support ren-
dered to the Soviets by some
private persons did not succeed
to shake their confidence in the
Western nations. However, in
order that the co-operation be-

tween the Western nations and
the subjected people be effective,
it is necessary that the Western
nations respect the aspirations
of the subjected nations. These
aspirations consist in the restora-
tion of their independent States
on their ethnographic territories,
and for those peoples who had
not yet their independence to
acquire the right to self-deter-
mination.

In other words: the convey-
ance of the principles of the
Atlantic Charta upon all peoples
who claim their independence.
However, the freedom-loving
world should not stop at mere
declarations. The  subjected
nations need concrete assistance:
on their native territories where
there is open struggle against
Bolshevism, as well as in the
free countries where armed re-
sistance is  being prepared
against a possible invasion from
the East. At present a Euro-
.ean army is organised by Gen-
eral Eisenhower, in which the
forces who signed the Atlantic
Treaty are united. It is essen-
tial that this army include also
national units of the subjected
peoples who fight Bolshevism in

at least in the future—be given
the possibility to join the greater
national State federations.

1t cannot be denied that the
nations behind the “Iron Cur-
tain” should not be just super-
numerary actors in international
life, but should play an active
part in it. And also the fact
that they are kept in complete
isolation by the Soviet system
does not change this truth. The
free world cannot possibly ex-
clude them from the whole sys-
tem of problems with which
mankind is dealing today. How
can the present and future
standing of the subjected nations
be determined if they are not
offered an opportunity to speak
on behalf of their cause? At
present this cause is “defended”
at the international forum by
Moscow, or in any case by fol-
lowers of the Cominform. This
holds for the satellite nations as
well as for the Ukraine and
Byelorussia who are represented
in the United Nations by Com-
munists. It need not be men-
tioned that these Communist
representatives do mnot express
the will or defend the cause of
the nations whose agents they

their own countries, and whose

are. Thus the true and only re-

representatives are—in greater
or smaller communities—at this
side’ of the “Iron Curtain.”
I'hese national formations will
give the European army the
moral foundation without which
't will be easy for the enemy to
blame it for imperialistic, ego-
istic and class causes, thus
strengthening the Soviet posi-
tions. The example of Hitler's
army that brought the subjected
nations new terror instead of
freedom, should be a warning to
ther armies that plan to go to
the East.

The peoples subjected by Rus-
sia are aware of the fact, that
in our times of mutual influence
and dependence of all countries

upon each other mutual co-
operation @mongst the free
nations is most necessary. This

is of especiallv great significance
to the peoples of Europe who
should strive for union, not only
in the intellectual sphere, but
also in the political, economic
and military spheres. The coun-
tries pertaining to the East of
Europe are of - vital importance
to the West and vice versa, “he-
cause they complete each other
a5 to production, markets and
experience and economic as well
as technical achievements. Eur-
ope is not capable of living as
long as the East is still separ-
ated from the West., Prepara-
tions are already being made for
a_ re-grganisation of o Europe.
The representatives of the peo-
p}cs of the East should be gi-
ven an opportunity to take part
in these activities and, therefore,
should be admitted to such orga-
nisations and institutions as the
“European Movement” and the
“Committee for a United Eur-
ope”; unfortunately, there are
by far not all nations represent-
ed in these organisations—in the
first place the peoples of the
U.S.S.R. are missing. But also
the peoples of Asia who belong
to the U.S.S.R. and fight for
their freedom as well should—

presentation of the subjected
nations are their national centres
established by the political emi-
grants, These centres are to be

sentations of the subjected peo-
ples, and they should be treated
as partners in international ne-
gotiations. There will be formal
considerations opposing this pro-
cedure, But sometimes it is
necessary to disregard, even to
counteract, formalities. It seems
that we are not far from such
a situation. Freedom is indi-
visible! This should be kept in
mind, not only by the small or
subjected nations, but also by
the free and Great Powers. A
Soviet victory would mean so-
cial, political and national slavery
to all nations alike. Today no-
body doubts any more that the
Soviets wvossess, not only the
secret of atomic energy, but also
the atomic bomb. In the course
of time the technical resources
of the two antagonist worlds be-
in to outweigh each other. But
esides the technical means,
there are still moral values and
the uniting power of a great
idea. According to some auth-
ors, the power of national idea
can be compared to that of
atomic energy. Actually, there
are evolutions of the national
conception all over the world—
today they belong to the most
important factors of internation-
al life. The Bolsheviks—masters
in utilising this political tool
for their aims—were successful
by using it especially in Asia.

Consequently the 'Western
powers should support the sub-
iccted peoples in their fight for
freedom, not only for principal
reasons, but also because of their
own interest, in order to fight
the Soviets w'th their. own wea-
pons.
