On the shores of the Baltic Sea,
in the North-Western part of Europe,
there is a #mall country, called Lith-
uania. Its land is grown over with
green woods and copses, studded with
rocky and sandy hills, intersected
with winding rivers and brooks, and
adorned by lakes, blue like the eyes
of girls living on their shores.

Since prehistoric times there lived
the Lithuanian people who belong to
the Indo-European g ‘of . pations,
with their own Iungu(ge, their own
national culture, matpysl gnd gpirit-
ual, that wonderfully reflects the,
decply antique world jwhick ekisted
not only some cent..u:ies oge, but
even before thousands and thousands
of years. As a politicg) add vatippal-
ly united body Lithuania became
known to the world o‘]ly\in the 13-th
century, the cause of thix being its
remoteness from the ‘qltural ceuters
of the Medieaval Europe¢. But soon
it appeared as a .~trorig state, serving
a3 a barrier to break ghe /Tartar in-
vasion into Europe, in the area of
the Black Sea. In the year 1362 the
Lithuanian Grand Duke Algirdas,
after smashing the might of Tartars
near Blue Waters on the river!
Dnieper, took Kiev and the lands of
Podole, thus spreading his influence
in those regions still wider.

Lithuania’s highest bloom was
reached in the 14-th and 15-th cen-
turies, when it was ruled by talent-
ed and able sovereigns.

, In the west, Lithuania resisted the
expansion of the Teutonic Order whe
wished to go eastwards. The battle
of Tannenberg (1410) put an end
to the imperialistic plans of the Ger-
mans for some 500 years.

In each of the Baltic republics
of Lithuania, Latvia, and Estonia
almost identical income tax laws
have been enacted.

1. To encourage individual peas-
ants to join collective farms, and
