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DECLARATION
INDEPENDENCE

For many Americans the Fourth of July — Independence Day
— is synonymous with fireworks ,family picnics ,a day in the coun
try, the begimning of another summer. But the meaning and im- !
portunce of the day should not be forgotten in the gaiety of the
summer holiday. It 15 the anmversary of the very solemn signing
of the Declaration of Independence, 181 years ago.

On the first day of July, 1776, the British fleet carrying Gene-
ral Howe's army siled into New York harbor, Ninety miles away
in Philadelpliia, o yeung Continental Congress had gathered in
the State House 1o debate a Virginia resolution declaring  that
‘these United Colonies are, and of a right ought to be, free and
independent states,  If this resolution were passed, it would comn-
stitute the act amd fact of independence. The Declaration of In-
dependence. adopted three days later, would be the explanation of
this act to the world.

Ry the cnd of the day, the delegates urging independence for
thuteen colonies, led by fiery Join Adams of Massachusetts, pre-
valled  On July 2. & messenger from George Washington arrived
with the ominous news of the Biitish attack on New York City.
Douvhtful men and colonies fell into line. The vote of the 13 united
colonies for the resolution was unanimous.

"The second day of July, 1776,"" wrote John Adams, later to
be the second President of the United States. ‘will be the most

memorable — 1n the history of America. I believe that it will be
celebrated by sacceeding generations as the great anniversary
festival.™
