In the unlikely circumstance
that some stranger has saunter-
ed into the church this mor-
ning and wondered at this fes-
tive Mass, let him be assured
that we are gathered at a truly
festal occasion, namely, the
Golden Jubilee of Priesthood
of Monsignor Louis Mendelis,
and his simultaneous incorpor-
ation into the Redemptorist
Order as an Oblate.

If March 17th is a “great
day for the Irish” then Jan-
uvary 15th should be a great
day for the Lithuanians, be-
cause on this day just fifty
years ago, one of their lights
and leaders, Msgr. Mendelis
was ordained in the Pope's
own cathedral of St. John
Lateran in Rome. Fifty years
of priesthood is a long span,
so we can hope only to point
out some of the skyscrapers
on the skyline of the holy
city of that priestly life.

Monsignor is now in his eight-
ieth year, still intellectually
sharp and physically trim. Here
are, as it were, only a few
colored slides that project his
unusual and dramatic past.

At ten he was a tow-headed
lad milking cows on a farm
in the fertile prairies of Li-
thuania. At fifteen he was
driving mules in a Pennsylva-
nia coal mine. He started with
one mule, at 15 cents an hour;

But now at twenty-
two God called him, and Louis
Mendelis decided to turn from
a successful career to a sub-
lime vocation; to be no longer
a salesman but a soulsman, no
longer to sell insurance but to
preach that honesty is the best

The old pastor, aged,
infirm and almost blind, had
been unable to do what he
wanted to do for plant and
people. Father Mendelis saw
that now everything depended
on him — the new pastor in
everything but name.

Within a year (with his bu-
siness training to guide him)
Father Mendelis had regis-
tered no fewer than 1500 Li-
thuanian families and persua-
ded them to contribute enough
money to help him repair the
peeling plaster and mend the
leaking roof.

That was his first enthusias-
tic, energetic year at St. Al-
phonsus. But it is so easy to
begin and then begone; so easy
to work for a while and then
grow weary; so easy to start
eagerly like a roaring fire
and then fall away to the
black ashes of boredom or
routine — but this was not
the case with young Fr. Men-
delis! He was no flashy pas-
sing comet. He was the steady,
constant star,

(By the way if this sounds
like high parise, it is meant
to be. Today, unlike Mark An-
thony and Caesar, we have
not come to bury Monsignor
Mendelis, but to praise him.
Not flatter, but praise. Flat-
tery is praise not founded
on fact.

Services Will Continue

The Christmas Seal funding
of the Wyoming Valley Lung
and Health Association is still
short of its goal of $46,857,
according to a report by At-
tomey Jerome L. Cohen, who
chaired the fund raising ef-
fort for the Association. Re-
ceipts were reported at $42,146.

According to Mr. Cohen, the
Association despite the short
fall in funds will move ahead
with its budget and program
plans with the hope that the
funds will come in. He said,

Additionally, special
services to respiratory pa-
tients who are experiencing
breathing emergencies will be
supplemented in the new
budget.

He pointed out that the As-
sociation’s efforts to teach
the Heimlich Maneuver as a
means of saving choking vic-
tims are being well received
by clubs and service organiza-
tions who have booked speak-
ers and Association films in
the coming months.

Mr. Cohen asked that those

Then they changed the lan-
guage, from the reverent mys-
terious murmur of Latin to
echoing of English, ping-
ponging back and forth. Then
they changed the fumiture,
so that majestic marble altars
are forsaken for plain tables,
while the priest faces not
the Tabemacle, but the cong-
regation. Then they changed
the personnel, so that whereas
the sanctuary had been the pri-
vate preserve of the clergy,
now the laity enter and read
the lessons, and even distribute
Holy Communion.

Then they changed the mu-
sic, so that at least in some
churches a fifty thousand
dollar organ sleeps in a dusty
choir-loft while a fifty dol-
lar guitar plunks at the altar-
rail. Ir classrooms, thousands
of nuns have blown the chalk-
dust from their finger tips
and moved out into the world
of apartments and lost them-
selves in secular society. Hund-
reds upon hundreds of priests
have taken off the vest-
ments and laid down the chal-
ice for the last time, and
moved into the business world,
some of them to become in-
surance agents — the very thing
that our Jubilarian gave up.

And the point of all this?
The point is that amid all these
shattering changes in the world
at large, and amid all the dra-
matic upheavals in the Church,
this man, our Jubilarian, has not
changed. What happened round
about did not shake him. He
kept marching down the straight
line of his priesthood, undis-
turbed and undismayed by what
might be breaking up on every
side. He proved he was a man
of his word, the word he
gave to God fifty years ago
this very day.

That is why to me he is a
symbol of the old-line, old-
time priest. He never had an
“identity crisis”. If he had,
he would have just looked at
his Ordination papers. That
would tell him what he was —
and always would be. He never
sat on a TV panel discussing
social issues. He sat in the
confessional forgiving  sins.
He did not march in every de-
monstration that came along.
He marchaed in May and Cor-
pus Christi processions and to
the sickbeds of shut-ins. He
never mouthed the current ec-
clesiastical jargon about rele-
vance and commitment and
dialogue and involvement and
encounter. He said his beads,
he read his breviary, he ce-
lebrated his Mass, he worked
for the spiritual welfare of
his people.

He was not a satelite priest,
far-out, holding new strange
doctrines. He did not follow
the theologians; he followed
the Pope. He never wondered
“Am 1 doing my thing?” He
wanted to do God's thing. He
never asked, “Am 1 fulfil-
ling myself?” He knew the
accent should not be on self
but on others. And because
he did his work these fifty
years within the homely, holy
circle of ordinary priestly
practice, think what will lie on
the golden paten of the Mass
as he offers it up in a few
moments!

All the times he pushed and
pulled the confessional slides
like the rhythmic heartbeat of
the compassionate Christ! All
the times he stood in the pulpit
to preach and for him
to preach meant to teach —
which is the best kind of
preaching! All the times he
pressed his cool annointing
thumb on the forehead of
the dying, and guided them
toward eternity! All the times
he stood in the early dawn
and lifted his chalice like a
toast of gratitude to God —
more than twenty thousand
times!

And today he stands on the
lofty peak of his jubilee
looking down at the distant
foothills of all those fifty
years. And do you know, “there
is gold in those hills”’! When
he was ordained, gold was
worth (as it was sold so long)
$32.00 an ounce. Today it is
worth five times that much.
And is not a Golden Jubilee
worth more too?

Look! If vocations are scar-
cer, as they seem to be; if
departures from the priest-
hood are more numerous, as
they certainly are; does not
o golden jubilee of priesthood
become a rarer thing, and since
it is rarer, therefore, all the
more precious, all the more
to be esteemed and honored
and saluted?

Our special way of saluting
this golden occasion today is
to incorporate the Jubilarian
as an Oblate into the Redemp-
torist Order. Do you ask for
his credentials? It is not only
because he studied his theology
under a Redemptorist profes-
sor, the famous Father Da-

-

mien. Not only because he
chose to OFFER HIS SE-—

COND Holy Mass after Or-

dination at the Redemptorist
Shrine of Our Mother of Per-
petual Help in Rome. Not only
because through all his priestly
days he has been a warm, close,
devoted and helpful
to the Redemptorists of Bal-
timore.

More than all this! For
almost a half century Msgr.
Mendelis has been the pastor
of old. St. Alphonsus, which
for so long was the flag-
ship of all Redemptorist par-
ishes, and as such he is the
spiritual descendant of our
American Redemptorist Saint,
Bishop John Neumann, who
was pastor of this very par-
ish when he was named bi-
shop! .. These are the chief
reasons why we warmly wel-
come Msgr. Mendelis into our
Redemptorist family!

So, in conclusion, on this
joyful day our golden con-
gratulations go out to Monsig-
nor Mendelis and to his devoted
and cherished sister, Felice,
his dear stand-by through the
years.

Adomas Varnas observed his
99th birthday in his'Marquette
Park, Chicago home.

HEALTH FOR ALL

FLU FAMILIES

This winter another major
flu  virus surfaced in this
country. The virus called A/
USSR was on its way around
the globe.

Flu viruses are divided into
three different families: A,
B and C. Within each family
there are many viral strains.
And family A includes virus-
es that cause the most severe
outbreaks.

A/USSR got its name be-
cause officials believed it
cropped up first in Siberia

this winter. But delayed reports
from China showed the virus
had surfaced there last spring.
By January, it had already ap-
peared in Russia, Hong Kong,
Finland, Czechoslovakia,

wan, Singapore, Eastern Euro-
PE, the Philippines, England.
And then, the United 'States.

First reports of 6utbreaks
in China and Russia correspon-
ded with the pattern in the
U.S. The outbreaks affected
mostly children and young
adults, including those in spe-
cial training schools and the
military. Most people over 30
were spared. However, as epi-
demics continue, the virus can
attack persons of all ages, es-
pecially the elderly, and the
severity of the effects can-
not be predicted.

One reason for the high
attack rate among young people
was that they had no im-
munity — or protection
against this particular virus. Pe-
ople over 30 had more protect-
ion because A/USSR is closely
related to another virus from
Flu Family A which circul-
ated around the globe between
1946-50. If people become
infected with a flu virus,
their bodies develop substances
called antibodies, which help
them fend off another as-
sault by that specific virus
or another closely related one.
The trouble is there are so
many viruses, and they shift
dramatically and suddenly.

CHILDREN WHO CARE

L ung associations across the
country get letters. Like this
one:

“Dear Lung Association,

I would be very thankful
if you could send me bo-
oklets and any kind of in-
formation on smoking. I am an
eleven year old girl who has

many loved ones who smoke.
I would really like them to
stop, especially my father,
who is the most important one.

I think smoking is the worst
habit in the world. It is ter-
rible. It would make me very,
very happy if they could stop.
Ir is very important to me.
I am doing everything I can.
I hope the booklets will help.
Every little bit counts. I need
all the help I can get. Thank
you very much”.

Such letters are heartwarm-
ing and heartbreaking. Too
many parents who smoke do not
appreciate the distress they
cause their families, particul-
arly their children, and the
very real harm they inflict
on themselves.

Quitting is not easy for
everyone, but the deep con-
cem of children is difficult,
to resist for long. This January,
when the U.S. Secretary of
Health, Education and Wel-
fare announced a greatly in-
creased antismoking campaign
by the government, he explain-
ed how he quit smoking: “Two
and one-half years ago my
son Joe, who was then 11 years
old, told me the best birthday
present I could give him would
be to stop smoking. I set about
then to give up cigarettes. And
the best present I could give
Joe turhed out to' be one of
the hardest things I have ever
tried to do. Eventually I quit,
on October 21, 1975”.

To reach children in their
earliest school years, the Amer-
ican Lung Association recently
joined forces with the govern-
ment to design a health cur-
riculum for youngsters in kin-
dergarten through third grade.
One aspect of the project will
be stressing the disastrous ef-
fects of smoking and teach-
ing young children to respect
their own bodies.

The 20th issue of the Li-
thuanian “Chronicle” is 32
typewritten pages long and is
dated August 25, 1977. It con-
tains materials on the trail of
Lapienis, Matulionis and Prans-
kanaité last July; appeals and
protest letters by Lithuanian
religious and nationalist acti-
vists; and a survey of con-
frontations between the be-
lievers and the authorities.

Viadas Laplenis in KGB Prison

Excerpts from letters writ-
ten by Vladas Lapienis from
a KGB solitary confinement
cell. He speaks of his “deep
faith” and “trust in God”. He
advises his wife not to look
for a defense attorey,
because “how can he defend
me, a Catholic, while he's an
atheist”. Also, in a “case like
mine”’, no defense attorney
could do “anything”.

Interrogation of Ona
Pranskdnaité

Ona Pransknaité refused to
give any depositions to the
examining magistrates who
threatened to put her into a
psychiatric hospital. She ad-
mitted her “‘guilt in having
believed in the Constitution,
the Helsinki Agreements and
the article by C. Krivaitis, Ad-
ministrator of the Vilnius
Archdiocese, about the fre-
edom of Lithuanian Catholics,
but the KGB dispelled all her
illusions””. In her words, she
“found where hell and the
devils are — in Vilnius KGB
headquarters’.

The Trial

On July 20-25, 1977, the LSSR
Supreme Court tried the case
of Vladas Lapienis, Jonas K.
Matulionis and Ona Pranskiinai-
t¢. The KGB tried to keep
the number of spectators at
a minimum. The “Chronicle”
is “not familiar with many
of the aspects of the trial”.

Mrs. Ruzgiené, Mr. Aleksis
and Mrs Lapieniené were cal-
led in, as witness. “Mrs. Ruz-
giené admitted that Lapienis
provided her with a typewriter
and that she typed five co-
pies of The Gulag Archipe-
lago which she gave to La-
pienis’’.

Aleksis, formerly colonel in
independent Lithuania, said
that “when he read the first
issues of the Chronicle, he
thought it was an unneces-
sary irritation of the govern-
ment, but now he believes that
Lapienis is worthy of praise
if he contributed to the Chron-
icle in following his cons-
cience”’.

“The judge told Lapienis’
wife that her husband had
slandered the Soviet Union
by asserting that religious
books, prayerbooks and type-
writers are seized from the
faithful. Mrs. Lapienis
boldly stated that this was the
case: ‘You seized books and
a typewriter during the search...
You were rude during the
search’. The court prevented
Mrs. Lapienis from testi-
fying further”.

The court auditorium was
closed when Lapienis delivered
his final statement.

The Final Statement of
Viadas Laplenis (Excerpts)
“l hate injustice, lies, per-

fidy and deceit, as well as
compulsion. Therefore, when
I see these lies, I cannot pass
by them silently. Yet some gov-
emment officials denounce
this struggle against evils, the
criticism as anti-Soviet agit-
ation and propaganda, an at-
tempt to undermine the Soviet
power, and the like. Are in-
justice, lies, perfidy, deceit,
and other evils the founda-
tion and the strength of the
Soviet system, since a struggle
against these evils is called
an attempt to undermine or to
weaken the soviet power,
while those who combat these
evils are charged with having
committed a crime, according
to Articles 68 and 1991 of
the LSSR Penal Code?

“You speak of the victory
of socialism in the entire
world, and you are afraid of
an old man in his eighties,
who points out how some gov-
ernment officials misuse
their  professional position.
Isn’t that odd?

“Article 124 of the USSR
Constitution, where all citizens
are granted the right to anti-
religious propaganda, but not
to the religious one, compells
(the citizens) to defend their
ideas in writing...

“As regards the ‘illegality’
and ‘anti-Sovietism' of the
Chronicle of the Catholic
Church in Lithuania, this ac-
cusation must be denied. If
the atheist attacks the religious
citizenry and the wilful act-
ions of some govemment of-
ficials are considered legal,
then the defense of the in-
terests of the religious com-
munity against these attacks...
cannot be considered illegal.
Even the articles 14 and 15
of the LSSR Penal Code do
not tonsider such defense a
crime, as they speak of... le-
gitimate self-defense...

“We, Catholics of Lithua-
nia are determined to fight
for our faith, a genuine
equality, and for our right
that would be guaranteed not
only verbally and on paper,
but in our daily lives...

“We don’t want the continu-
ation of errors committed
during the Stalin cult period.
That would merely deepen the
general crisis of socialism
which would finally end in a
catastrophy”.

The verdict was announced
on July 25, 1977. V. Lapienis
received three years of severe
regime camp and two years
of exile; J. K. Matulionis —
two years’ suspended sentence;
O. Pranskiinaitt — two years
of general regime camp.

From a Diary of a
Participant at the Trial
For the first two days
of the trial, there were only
a couple of “sympathetic”

people in the courtroom and
a group of KGB men. The
date of the trial was purpose-
fully set at a time when the
majority of the people were
on vacation. The defendants

Vilnius were also the subject
of an article in Literatora ir
Menas (Vilnius, Febr. 11,
1978).

The article attacks Western
news agencies and, especially,
Lithuanian periodicals in the
United States and Canada for
“gross exaggeration” of the
Vilnius riots. According to the
weekly, the events in Vilnius
were nothing but a “passion-
ate outburst” of some “soc-
cer fans” who acted in an
“uncultured” manner and dis-
turbed the public order. The
article admits that the “unruly
fans” disturbed the traffic
and were “excessively noisy”.
They were handled by the “pe-
ople’s militia” and by the
DRUZHINNIKI (civilian vigil-
ante squads assisting the mi-
litia. Ed.). Those who “re-
fused to obey” and “insulted”
the “servants of public order”
were taken to the militia sta-
tions and fined or briefly
imprisoned.

The author of the article
has interviewed three youth-
ful participants in the “dis-
turbance of public order”.
They are Jonas Jurgelevidius,
construction worker; Sergei
Barabtsov, a student; and
Ariné Taunyté, furniture de-
signer, “the only” female to
be fined ten rubles. The pur-
