Some pleasing and satisfactory remarks were made by several
delegates at the conclusion of the Convention upon their departure
to their homes and from others at a later date, which was nice to
hear, that they enjoyed their stay and stated that they looked for-
ward to receiving an invitation to attend again in the future.

At the Convention, there was no one more surprised than me
when I was asked to accept the nomination for the office of Secret-
ary. I had no intention of seeking or accepting any office. I repeat,
I was surprised and I take this, my first opportunity, to thank you,
the Board of Directors and the Delegates, for the honor and
privilege of joining you as a member of the Board. Thank you!

During the Convention, the following disbursements were
approved and made:

1. $3,000.00 — to the Lithuanian National Foundation, Inc.

2. $100.00 — the Lithuanian Federation Congress for a full
page ad (Lithuanian American Congress, Inc.) 10th Lithuanian Con-
gress.

3. $500.00 — toward the cost for restoration of the Statue of
Liberty.

4. $500.00 — toward the establishment of the Endowed Chair
of Lithuanian Studies at the University of Illinois.

This office report would be similar to many written reports
previously submitted to the Board of Directors. They all hinted
that they were happy with the Office Personnel and the perform-
ance of their duties. Miss Alena Miskinis and Mrs. Elaine Eckert
have continned in a similar manner during the past period since
the Convention. All business dealings were properly disposed of
and the very important task of preparing the many mandated vearly
state reports were prepared, executed by the required officers, and
mailed in due time before the deadline date. A great deal of unneces-
sary work was created when the Internal Revenue office sent out
financial statements to be completed by the Lodge Secretaries.
Once again, it became the duty of the office to clear up this mess.,
In addition, I personally thank both Miss Alena Miskinis and Mrs.
Elaine Eckert for the co-operation which enabled me to submit
this complimentary report.

" The most serious problem remaintng as we all know, is the

inability to halt the erosion of our membership in the Society and

to find a solution to the problem. I still believe “a person to person”
contact for new applicants is one steprin a positive direction. Another
step is the assignment of new and younger assistants to the present
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Lodge Secretaries to do their leg work. This was also proposed by
otir past Vice-President Joseph Laucka. He placed more emphasis
in looking into the areas such as churches, etc. where more Lithua-
nians are located.

Mr. Craig J. Erelbrit, a licensed Life Insurance Broker/Agent
and owner of Kay Insurance Agency of Elizabeth, New Jersey called
me and sent a letter inquiring as to how he could represent our
Alliance in trying to acquire new members. He would be interested
in adding it to his Brokerage on a personal part-time basis. In his
letter, he also stated he is located in a vicinity where many of his
clients and friends are of 'Lithuanian origin or descent.

Another is Mr. Bronius V. Krokys, originally from Rochester,
New York presently living in Philadelphia, Pa. with his family. He
referred to Mr. Joseph Laucka’s complaint at the Convention in
Rochester in reference to the continual loss of membership in our
Alliance. He now has the time to help try to solicit new applicants
for membership. We mailed him some applications and I agreed
to meet with him in the near future.

The local Northeast Fraternal group is also concerned with
the drop in new applicants for membership in eur Fraternals. They
invited Kirk Van Orsdel, Inc. of Des Moines, Iowa, which is a
corporation built on dealing with these problems, to see what they
could accomplish for us. They have the distinction of helping many
Insurance groups and the National Rifle Association grow to over
3 1/2 million members. After several meetings and upon completing
their studies, thev notified us they are not interested as it appears
that our line of business does not meet their requirements. It is

interesting to add that in their publication they state:

“The first step in our membership and insurance marketing
process begins with basic research to get direct feedback on how
well the association is meeting the needs of its members. Identifi-
cation ‘of these needs taken leads to the development of specialized
products which will satisfy expectations.”

RéPORT ON- THE LITHUANIAN CATHOLIC ALLIANCE
FOUNDATION WAS PRESENTED AS FOLLOWS:

During the 1984-1985 fiscal year, the Lithuanian Catholic Al-
liance Foundation met primarily through phone conversations. The
main decision during the last year was to continue to ofter scholar-
ships to the Lithuanian American Heritage Camps sponsored by
the Sisters of Jesus Crucified in Pennsylvania and by Camp Dainava
in Michigan. An advertisement was placed in the Observer because
the deadline for making the May issue of Garsas had passed. As a
result of the advertisement was received one request for scholar-
ships from Maryté Astreite-Currier. Mrs. Currier was a member
of the Alliance (policy cashed in) and her mother is a-member.
Mrs. Currier’s mother’s policy was paid up on Sept. 1, 1977.. Ursule
Astrauskas, policy No. 241. Mrs. Currier is sending 3 children to
Camp Dainava from San Francisco; CA. Because of the distance
and the number of children; the foundation will cover the Camp
tuition for all three. children, a total of $345.00. Mrs. Currier has
already sent a thank-you note, a copy of which is enclosed.

' © No additional requests for scholarships have been received by
the Foundation. Therefore, a decision was made to allocate a general
stipend of $250.00 to Camp Ausra and a smaller stipend of $100.00

to Camp Dainava. The total sum of donations for the 1984-1985,
year is $695.00. '

Prior to"the disbursements of donations, the Treasurer re-
ported that the Foundation’s financial holdings as of July 18, 1985
were as follows: St. Anthony Federal Savings & Loan — $6,168.27,
Mutual Federal Savings & Loan — 1,029.29. Total $7,197.56.

After disbursements, the balance will be $6,502.56.

The foundation continues to seek advice regarding the most
effective way to distribute the funds as well as to raise additional
funds it is agreed that the purpose should be to promote activities
focusing on the Lithuanian American experience.

PAST VICE-PRESIDENT JOSEPH LAUCKA’S REPORT
as Delegate of the Alllance to the Lithuanian American Congress
held in Chicago, lilinols. -

This letter is my report to the Board of Directors:

At the request of the Executive Committee, I had the privilege
to represent the Lithuanian Catholic Alliance at the 1984 Lithuanian
American Congress held in Chicago on October 27-28.

The Congress was sponsored by the Lithuanian American
Council, a coalition of many Lithuanian American ideological, frat-
ernal and National organizations. The aim of the Council is to
defend Lithuania’s right to regain its freedom and independence.
Since 1943, the Congresses are called by the Council every four
or five vears to review the Lithuanian American activities dedicated
to patriotic groups, to strenghten the Council’s efforts in its under-
takings, to remind the Lithuanian people in Soviet occupied country
that their sacrifices and determination are not forgotten.

The resolutions of the Congress have been published in various
newspapers. A special publication about this event should reach
the public very soon.

Our Alliance at this Congress was represented by four dele-
gates: Mrs. Albina Poska, Dr. Vladas Simaitis, Vyto Yucius and
vours truly. All of us took an active part at the meetings. Mrs.
Poska extended the greetings on behalf of our Alliance and re-
minded the audience about our Centennial; Dr. Simaitis was one
of three chairmen of the Congress; Vyto Yucius presented a report
of the trustees of the Lithuanian American Council; I was one of
three main speakers of the Congress.

In my presentation of the paper on the origin, significance and
accomplishments of the Lithuanian American Council T stressed
the important role played by our Alliance in the Council activities
since 1940. 1 also mentioned extensively the great contribution
made by the late Leonardas Simutis, our President who was at the
head of the Council for 25 years.

I would like to add that the Lithuanian American Council has
decided to commemorate the tenth anniversary of the death of
Simutis at its annual meeting this fall; November 2. I accepted
their invitation to deliver an address in memory of Mr. Simutis at
that gathering in Chicago.

In connection with the approaching Centennial, T would like
to suggest to the Board to initiate effective steps to mark this Jubilee
also by publishing the history of our Alliance in English. Perhaps
our Cultural Fund could be involved in this project. The selection
of the candidates for authorship should be made by a special com-
mittee. ‘
