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- The author of the life of

St. Casimir, Professor
Zenonas Ivinskis, as a
distinguished historian
and loyal patriot, had
chaired the Department of
History and Philosophy in
the Universities of Vil-
nius and Kaunas during
the span of Lithuania's
independence. He recog-
nized 1387 as the year of
the unfolding of Chris-
tianity in Lithuania with
love as the bond of unity
among Christians.

- Those who had the privil-

ege of attneding Lithuaian ™
schools also adhere to the
date of 1387. When the
Lithuanian Grand Duke,
Jogaila, was crowned King
of Poland in 1386 as Lad-
islaus 11, Lithuanian.
Highlanders (Aukstaiciai)
were baptized the follow-
ing year, and the Diocese
of Vilnius was founded.
Lithuania was received as
the youngest daughter of
the Church in Europe and
the nation definitely
turned toward the West.

Although Mindaugas,
crowned King of the newly
united Lithuanian Kingdom
was baptized in 1250 or
1251 along with the Low-
landers (Zemaiciai) the
manner of spreading the
faith repulsed the masses.
It is surmised that Rev.
Kristijonas of Livonia
prepared Mindaugas for
baptism and in a few
years was made the ifrst
Bishop of Lithuania. Pope
Innocent 1V had written:
"A great number of pagans
were baptized at the time.
However, the un-christian
methods of the Livonian
Order by forcing conver-
sions alienated the free-
dom-loving people.

THE UNFOLDING OF CHRISTIANITY IN LITHUANIA
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Formally crowned in Naug-
ardukas in the name of the
Pope by Heinrich Heiden-
rich, Mindaugas was the
acknowledged King of Lith-
uania with the right of
succession. However, his
independence was greatly
hindered by the political
aspirations of the Livon-
ian Order. It was only
with the aid of the POPe
that King Mindaugas was
able to seperate the Lith-
uanian Diocese from Riga's
Archdiocese. (Lith.

Encyclopedia, Vol. 18,

Bishop Kristijonas left
Lithuania in ‘1259 and
returned to Germany. Thep,
in 1261, King Mindaugas
severed tiewith the Liv-
onian Order.
professed friendship in
the religious realm proved

to be political foes in-
tent on teritorial expan-
sion. After 2 years
through the intrigue and
ambition of his enemies,
King Mindaugas was assass-
inated in 1236.

It is regrettable that the
destructive methods of the
Livonian’ Order kept Chris-
tianity from taking root
in the hearts and minds of
the Lithuanian people and
at the same time it great-
1y reduced their numbers.
it.was not untill410, 23
years after their accep-
tance of Christianity from
the Poles, that the Lith-
uanian Grand Duke Vytautas
and his allfes won a deci-

sive victory at Tannenberg.

His triumph paved the way
for the final disband-
ing of the warring Livon-
ian Order.
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There is no doubt in the
minds of many that the
history of the Lithuan-
ian State would have taken
a different course had not
their crowned ruler been
assassinated. The succ-
essors of King Mindaugas,
publicly supporting Chris-
tianity, would have been
empowered to protect the
nation's crown. Lithuania
would have remained a
crowned dynasty equal to
her neighbors, Poland and
Germany.

Be as .it may, we cannot
erase the fact from hist-
ory that through the
more humane methods of
the Poles, the Catholic
faith was firmly planted

- and nurtured in Lithuania

but at the same time many

Lithuanians were polonized.

Unaquainted with the Lith-
uanian language the Polish
priests and bishops taught
and preached in Polish.
However, when Lithuanian
clergymen were available,
the Founding Church insis-
ted on using the Polish

In 1569 the
Polish-Lithuanian Common-
wealth was formed to fur-
ther entrench Polish in-
fluence in Lithuania.

In the early unfolding of
christianity in Lithuania,
the powerful and mighty
and those in_authority
deviated from the message
brought by the Gospel.
their methods threatened
not only a nation's iden-
tity and existence, but
also disregarded the true
spirit of .Christ.

Polonized Lithuanian
aristocrats, after their
acceptance of the Catholic
faith, studied in Switz-
erland and returned to
Lithuania with the teach-
ings of John Calvin
(1509-1564), a follower

of Ulrich Zwingli who dis-
avowed everything not
directly based on the
Bible. Siluva in Lith-
uania, the "Village of

the Pines" became a
stronghold of Calvinism.

Work for work's sake was
«eaxtolled. as - a virtug. ... .
Innocent sports and danc-

ing were repressed as
sinful. Obedience was
stressed even to wicked
rulers, to resist them
was to resist God. Ready
to pour His vengeance on
a people trembling with
fear and apprehension,
God was presented as a
tyrant.

For almost a century
Calvinists were numerous

in the lowlands (Zemaityje).

Their seminary in Siluva
educated ministers for all
parts of Lithuania. Cath-
olics has lost their
rights and privileges and
were punished for the
least expression of love
for the Mother of God. In
1608, a vision of the
Blessed Virgin Mary with
the Christ Child in Her
arms appeared in Siluva.
It was seen as a sign of
her love for Lithuanian
Catholics. Lithuania, of
all the European nations
was the first to be
blessed with the appari-
tion of the Blessed

Virgin Mary. .

Martin Luther, a German Pugxs
tinian monk and a conteporary
of 2wingli, also believing that
the Word of God be understood,

translated the Bible into the .
vernacular. Through his™teach-

ing the first Lithuanian Bible
was made available. Then, when
albert Brandenburg founded the
University of Konigsberg, East
Prussia became the source of
Lithuania's cultural revival.

Fortunately in the history of
Lithuania's Catholicism there
were nurbers of individuals who
recognized the truth that ALL
NATIONS were called to glorify

God and that none were excluded.

A giant among them was Bishop
Matthew Valancius (1801-1875).
To forestall the polonization
of the masses he wrote and pub-
lished books in Lithuanian, en-
couraged pastors to begin paro-
chial schools for Lithuanians,
and influenced seminarians to
retain their Lithuanian roots.

When the Polish-Lithuanian -—
Commorwealth was destroyed in
1795 and Lithuania was known
as the Northwest Province of
Russia, the Czars through their
ministers hoped to succeed in
making Orthodox Russians of
Lithuanians. To frustrate
their efforts Bishop Matthew
Valancius organized passive re-
sistance. A religious and cul-
tural struggle was begun throu-
gh book-smuggling, schools at
the spinning wheel where a
mother taught her children as
she worked, and the appearance
of Secret-School Teachers.

Deprived of a local press, for-
ced to use Cyrillic characters,
threatened with exile, inpris-
onments and hangings, the deter-
mination and courage of Lith-
uanians to retain their Cath-
olic faithwas a credit to a

long-suffering psqne.
With the advent of pol tical
independence in 1918 the threat
of russification and Orthodoxy
was removed but the blight of
polonization remained which was
contrary to the universal mark
of the true Church.

When Rev. George Matulaﬂ:is,
the renewer of the Marians, was
consecrated Bishop of Vilnius
December 1, 1918, he had to
deal with the national tens-
ions of the times. Because of
his determination to be "all
things to all men" he encount-
ered attacks in the press, un-
due interference, and provo-
cations of every type. Oppo-
sition led to percecution, to
threats of arrests and even
warnings of planned assassin-
“ation. There were attempts
made for his ramval through
diplomatic thannels.

After seven years of living
martyrdom Bishop George Mat-
ulaitis was relieved of his du-
ties in Vilnius. Consecrated
Titular Archbishop of Adulia he
was appointed Apostolic Visi-
tator for Lithuania. Here he
established an Ecclesiastic
Province with its own Hierarchy
in Lithuania and the Metropoli-
tan See in Kaunas. On January
21st, 1927, a Concordat with

the Holy See renewed Lithuania's

relations with the Vatican.

Rev. Angelo Giuseppi Roncali,
later Pope John XX111, "the
Pope of the People ", saw the
need for understanding among
men of different cultures and
races. It was time for the
Church to re-discover the de-
mands of oneness in Christ,
placing NONE OVER OTHERS,
accepting all nations in equal-
ity and freedom.

While striving to move nations

toward the istian ideal of
love for Godt and neighbor,

growing dissdtisfaction with
the pvevajhng social .
structures of | the time goaded
mn and women to devise new
means for authéntic liberation,
equality, and freedom among
peoples.For almst a century
the spread of the theories of
Karl Marx pramoting Communism
had pointed to a way to attain
these cherished goals. As a
result many nations were
confronted with a serious
threat to their faith in god
and in His Church on earth.
According to Marx, they would
no longer be needed when social

conditions irrproveq.

During World War 11 on June
15, 1940, the Comunist Red

~ Amy invaded Lithuania and the

following month on August 2nd
incorporated Lithuania as the
14th Soviet Satelite. A
cautious dismantling of the
Church as incompatible with
soviet ideology was begun.
Denouncing the Concordat
between Lithuania and the

. Vatican, the Soviets expelled

the Papal Nuncius and started
persecution of the clergy and
the closing of churches.

The tug of war between the
Soviets and the Nazis for the
possession of Lithuania
continued for 3 years
Executions and imprisonments
for non-cooperation were
NUMErous . thousands were
shipped to labor camps and
untold nurbers perished “in
concentration camps.

For the peace-loving people of
Lithuania, victims of agressive
nations , - the words of the
Psalmist were a real

: nd
given us tears to drink 1 good
measure, you have left us to

be fought  over by our
neighbors, and our-enamies mock

us." (Ps. 80 5-6)

With the asc'mdéncy of the Com-
munists in Lithuania,
Christianity and religious
worship i no longer free. The
people of Lithuania, slaught -
ered and hounded to  accept
Christianity in the past, are
now ridiculed and pressured to
renounce their faith. the
question ins: will victims
of aggression find liberation,
equality and freedom through
the Gospeliof Christ, or will
godless Communism find a
response in the hearts of men?
Will L1thpama attain  her
freedom through the efforts of
Christians, both in the Church
and in the free nations,-or
willtheir indifference abandon
the cause of Christian
civilization on the shores of
this Baltic nation?

As free Lithuanians scattered
througlout the world prepare to
celebrate the 600th anniversary
of the unfoldmg of
Christianity in their midst
(1387-1987), all Christians of
the world are invited to help
commemorate this great event
through prayer and cooperation.
