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CONGRESS BATTLE FOR C.C.C. CONTROL
SEEN; CAMPS TO CONTINUE TILL JULY

WASHINGTON—The interest of the entire nation

is focused on the opening of Congress here.

It is_not

unlikely that much of that interest will be directed to-
wards the problem of the Civilian Conservation Corps
which will almost certainly be one of the flrst matters the new

session will discuss.

The permanent establishment of the CCC has been genemlly
expected. The reforestation project has won for itself the distinc-

tion of being the least criticized
prams. However, President Roo-
sevelt will not ask the House ‘to
establish the CCC permanently
at this session, but will ask the
Congress to extend the life of
the corps from March 31, and to
provide funds to support it un-
til June 30 of next year. The
question of permanent establish-

ment of the camps will not be

taken up until then.

The delay is surprising, since
the President has repeatedly
stated he wants the CCC as a
permanent part of the national

. government. The annual report

on Emergency Conservation
Work by Robert Fechner, Di-
rector, bluntly pointed out the
necessity of the maintenance of
such an organization “so long as
there are young men out of em-
ployment and there is work to
be done”.

At a recent press conference
the President said that he was

- waiting to confer with the three
~ committees which have
studying the possibility of coor-

been

dinating many of the numerous
government bureaus to get the

- CCC for their own juicy plum.

The Department of Labor and
the Department of War are
among those which would like to
take the CCC under its wing.
But at the same time it seems
that there is a .distinct possi-
bility that the CCC might be a
part of a newly-formed Depart-
ment of Conservation, represent-
ed in the Cabinet.

Another solution of the prob-
lem suggested is the mainten-
ance of the present form of the
CCC with a clearer delineation
of the various functions of the
three departments involved in it
at present, and a greater cen-
tralization of authority in the
office of the Director.

It, is understood that there
will be no hitch in Congress
when the question of continuing
the CCC is brought up, Funds
which are needed to carry on
work from March 31 to June 30
will be appropriated with no
opposition expected. ‘

BRITISH CHILDREN LAUGH AT WOUNDED MEN
EN CONDEMN WAR AND CALL 1T “HORRIBLE”

MANCHESTER, England—
Something went wrong in a sur-
vey of children’s reactions to
war, conducted in a Thames-side
munitions manufacturing town,
with pretty gruesome, and con-
tradictory results.

The children laughed aft blmd-
ed,» wounded men limping back
from the Battle of the Somme,
while on the other hand, they
cheered airmen, generals and
battleships and soldiers going
over the top when they were

‘shown official films of the
World War in a test here re-
cently.

But when asked about it they

gave very different replies.

“What do you think of war?”
brought one favorable and one
indifferent reply, and 381 con-
demnations of modern fighting
methods. “What do you think
ought to be done?” brought 123
who suggested disarmament; 122
who backed the League of Na-
tions; 85 'who wanted arbitra-
tion; 64 who suggested ‘“keep-
ing the peace” and three who
urged war as the best way out.

Three hundred and nine child-
ren said they would serve Eng-
land if Britain went to war with
another country; only 32 would
not serve, 10 of them on the
grounds of conscience. Two hun-
dred sixty six said they would
serve unconditionally.

Exhausted, but not asleep, four hundred delegates to the cor
vention have started the homeward trek following the concll‘ o
of the organization that claims a “monopoly” on the organization n

of liberal and radical students in the United States. . ‘

Coming toward the close of the next to last session, a resolut |

calling on students to fast for
24 hours and to turn over the
money they would have spent on
food to the peace movement,
was passed by the delegates
without dissent. Although no de-
finite time for the hunger strike
was set, it was felt possible that
the fast would coincide with the
fourth annual Student Strike
Against- War, set for this com-
ing April, when the student
union expects close to a mil-
lion to join the peace demonstra-
tion. Half a million students
struck last year.

The union’s characteristic con-
demnation of collective security
and the league of Nations was
goftened after a floor fight that
rocked one session of the con-
vention which was otherwise un-
marked by any serious program-
matic differences.

National officers, with the ex-

ception of George Clifton Ed-

wards, Jr., of Southern Method-
ist University, chairman, were
unanimously re-elected and will
serve another year. Edwards is
graduating and leaving the stu-
dent field. The union’s officers
for the coming year are:

Joseph P. Lash of New York
City, national secretary; James
A. Wechsler of New York City
(former editor of the Columbia
Spectator), director of publica-
tions and editor of the Student
Advocate, the union’s official
magazine; Molly Yard of Chica-
go, formerly national treasurer,
now organizational secretary
(the office of treasurer was
abolished); and Celeste Strack
of Los Angeles, Cal.,, national
high school secretary.

The resolution for the “hunger
strike” was introduced from the
floor by an unidentified dele-
gate. The proposal was first
brought up several months ago
at the World Youth Congress by
Lash, who represented the Ame-
rican Student Union there. He
suggested a world-wide fast on
Armistice Day, November 1, but
nothing came of it.

Hundreds of student delegates
will join the youth march on
Washington on February 19 to
press for the enactment of the
American Youth Act, Lash prom-
ised in his report to the conven-
tion. He reported on the union’s
activities for the past year at
one of the opening sessions.

A hundred chapters of the

union had delegates at the con-

vention, the first since it was
founded last Chirstmas at Co-
lumbus, Ohio.

Rembrandt Van Rijn

k By AL .KAIRIUKﬁTIS
HE Spanish soldiers of Christ failing to convince the Holland-,
ers of their error in not accepting Catholicism gave it up
as a bad job in 1609. But only temporarily. The reaction
following the long seige boomed trade and soon a wealthy class of
money-grabbers and cheese-mongers began to look around for ways
to liquidate their excess earnings. And how better than to glorify
themselves through individual and group portraits! Thus the
stage was set for Rembrandt .-and ‘the lésser Dutch aftists.

If Rembrandt had been content to paint likenesses, prudent-
ly investing his money, of which he had plenty of at one time, he
might have died a‘ wealthy man, much honored by his contem-
poraries. But:the quest for truth, his unrelenting contentions with

the evils of materialism, his failure to temper his art to petty -

bourgeois’ minds brought on his head the vituperation -of the out-
raged burghers. Rembrandt’s life is the growth o6f the human
spirit towards complete freedom. In the end he obtained that
freedom, but at the price of poverty, ostracism and enormous ‘self-
discipline. His art is a record of the fundamental experiences
of mankind. :

Born (to parents in comfortable circumstances at Leyden in
1606, he was from ‘the beginning spiritually removed from his four

brothers, . good cobblers and millers all. Fortunately he was not re-

quired to learn a trade, so, at the age of fourteen, he was enrolled
in the University of Leyden, his father obtaining certain tax ex-
emptions thereby. But Rembrandt was more interested in mak-
ing sketches than in conjugating Datin verbs. When confronted
by the evidence, the parents reluctantly agreed to withdraw him
from the university and apprentice him to a painter. His talent
impressing the teacher (who was probably the worst painter alive
at ‘the time) he was given a free hand and in three years had
made remarkable progress. His apprenticeship over, he went to
Amsgterdam to study with Lastman. But six months were enough.
‘Rembrandt was unwilling to tolerate his conceit and vacuity. But
he did learn from Lastman a novel method of illuminating pic-
tures by startling oppositions of lights and darks and which Rem-
brandt was to make so preeminently his own.

Returning to L.eyden he made innumerable paintings of him-
self undergoing all the tortured agony of the soul but succeeded
only in depicting a healthy young man acting before a mirror, He
painted 'his sister. He painted his father in military «costumes

who, however, persisted ‘in appearmg self-conscious ‘and ‘wondering

what it. was all about. But it is in the portraits of his mother,
stern and old before her time, that a glimpse is revealed of his
future genius.
