VEDUSIUJU ISTIKIMYBE

Sustoti ties Seimos problema, tiesa, viena i aktualiausiyjy, gali at-
rodyti bereikalinga pastanga. Kam gi stengtis knisti dirva, kurig tiek mo-
ralisty, pedagogy, ekonomisty taip ripsetingai yra iSieSkoje? Gal dél pa-
prasto analizavimo noro, norint aiskiau pamatyti padétj, kurioje mes gal
bit esame? O gal paskatinti rimto ir lojalaus sgZinés balso dél prarasty
svarbiy dalyky?

Moterys. i§ tikryjy, turéty pirmosios atkreipti démesj j blogj, kuris
silpnina miisy epochg, t. y. j iStikimybés pajautimo praradima. Argi jos
néra daznai pirmosios to aukos ir ar ne jos pirmosios paskatintos apsiginti,
jos, kuriy gyvenimo pagrindas yra duoti, i8laikyti ir puoseléti gyvybe? Ar
ne jy uzdavinys pagal Apvaizdos joms skirtg pasaukima uZtikrinti pasto-
vumo, testinumo ir itikimybés vertybes? IStikimybé jsitikinimams, pa-
prociams ar tam paslaptingam pasauliui, kur mezgasi sielos ir Sirdies ry-
Siai ir kuris joms yra gal ypatingai artimas. Sioje dvikovoje, kurioje §ian-
dien kaunasi netvarkos jégos, ieSkandios sau pastiprinimo tradicijy panie-
kinime, ir civilizacijos vertybés, kurias mes stengiamés iflaikyti, katalikés
moterys turi dalyvauti. :

Bandymas apZvelgti skaitlingas Sio istikimybés pajautimo praradimo
priezastis perZengty miisy nusistatytos srities ribas. Mes apribosime siu-
7etg ir i ji pirmiausia paZvelgsime i§ negatyvios Seiminiy trikumy pusés;
po to panagrinésime jj i§ pozityviosios pusés, jj pastatydami prie§ vieng i§
triju Evangelijos pamokymy, kuris atrodo atsako j § baime sukeliantj klau-
sima: “Kaip iSsaugoti, palaikyti, iSvystyti, privesti prie pilno Zydéjimo
meile, iSaukstintg ligi Sakramento vertés Seimos gyvenimo apimtyje, kur
Dievas yra tikrai VieSpats?” Mes stengsimés rasti atsakyma paklusnumo
grifimo | sielas Zenkle.

* * *

Istikimybé glaudZiai susijusi su Sventumo sgvoka. Etimologija mums
tai primena ZodZiu “fides” — tikéjimas. Tai ir yra vedyby 3ventoji savy-
bé, juy sakramentaliné verté, kuriag niekina modernieji vedusieji. Pastum-
tas j kraStutinumus, §is niekinimas juos veda prie laisvosios meilés, kur
anot Thibon “kiinas traukia paskui save siela”.

Neteisingas laisvés supratimas Siandien stumia moterj j apgailétina
susiriipinimg emancipacijg, kuriag ekonominés salygos, deja, palaiko. Ji
eina net ligi nepripaZinimo sakramentalinio ry$io, nesiriipindama papildyti
vyro vaidmens, bet norédama jj imituoti arba pasinaudoti profesija, ja pa-
daranéia nepriklausoma. Tai vadinamoji “laisva” profesija, tadiau tik-
rumoje ji reiskia islaisvinima nuo moteriskojo a8, nuo visy naturaliyjy kil-
numo savybiy, susijusiy su moters prigimtim, kuri taiau nenori atsisakyti
nuo to, kg ji gali gauti i§ savo vyriskojo partnerio. Religiniu aktu save
paaukoti tarpusaviam iStikimumui, kurj jaunieji vesdami prizada vienas
kitam, modernifkai moteriai atrodo atsisakyti savo teisiy, neapgalvotai
pritarti vergavimui. Ir jei sutartis yra padaryta, niekas jos nesulaiko tra-
giSkame net naturaliosios teisés principy nepaZinime ja sulauZyti ir nueiti
prie kity, lygiai tiek pat laikiny, meiliy.



Daugelyje sluoksniy, kurie save laiko kriks¢ioniskais, vedyby neisar-
domumas yra abejojamas. Jis yra net atmestas, ir Seima nebekuriama ant
istikimybés, pacia auks¢iausia Sio ZodZio prasme, pagrindo, bet ant siauro
“pastovumo” pagrindo, kuris tikrai negali patenkinti miisy katalikiskyjy
saziniy. Atmetimas to, kas sudaro kiekvieno krik3¢ionisko susijungimo
baze, atrodo, turéty moteriskoje puséje sukelti energingesne reakcija. Argi
moteris i$ tikryjy net natiiraliai néra daugiau pastovi ir ar ji nedaugiau uz
vyra troksta vienybés?

Vedusieji, neistikimi savo viens kitam duotiems paZadams, ar bus
iStikimesni pareigoms, kurias jie turi atlikti savo vaikams? Jie per daug
daznai ieSko lengvos iSeities, uzkraudami savo nasta kitiems. Argi nereik-
ty pabrézti Seimai pavojaus, kurj gali sukelti Siuo atZvilgiu vienpusiskas
apastalavimo metody subendrinimas?  PavyzdZiui, kokia nors jaunimo
jstaiga, norinti organizuoti vaiky laisvalaikius ir ieSkanti sistematiskai vi-
sus priskirti ivairioms parapijinéms grupéms, daugumai tévy, atrodo, ga-
léty biiti proga neistikimybei. Jei i§ tikro daugelis i§ jy dél realiy jvairiy
priezasCiy vieni negali atlikti pareigos aukléti savo vaikus religiniai ir
dvasiniai — mes pabréZiame aukléti, o ne mokyti — jie turi vaikams ies-
koti grupés vadovo geros jtakos, pasaulietiSkos ar religinés, ir sveikos ap-
linkos. Taciau, jei jie turi materialiniy ir moraliniy galimumy patys at-
likti §j uzdavinj, jie bty neistikimi savo pareigai, jei ja uzkrauty kitiems.

Ka pasakyti apie vienatve, kurioje gyvena seni tévai, nepriZiiirimi ar
net visai apleisti?! Jei jy materialiné pusé yra uztikrinta kokios nors ofi-
cialios jstaigos, tai vis délto jie neturi Seimos aplinkos Svelnumo. Ar tai
vél néra neidtikimybés forma? Valstybés jstaigos, atrodo, yra tam, kad ja
skatinty! Socialinés organizacijos savo gailestinga pagalba gundo egoista
ir neriipestingg Zmogy ir skatina bendrai naudotis tuo, kas turéty buti re-
zervuota isimtiniems atvejams.

Ar esama iStikimais patiems sau? Deja, nedaugiau, o gal net maZiau!
Nes biiti sau pa¢iam iStikimam reikia aiSkiai matyti paciame savyje.
dabartinio gyvenimo iSdarkyme viskas drumséia vidinj Zvilgsnj. Vedusieji
atsisako skverbtis j $ig intymiajg jy Sirdies zong ir jvertinti, kaip istikimai
iSsaugotas idealas, kurj jie sau pasirinko, kaip vyras ir Zmona, kaip Seimos
tévas ir motina, kaip Seima. Pirmojo nusivylimo, pirmojo susidiirimo pa-
sékoje 8is idealas biina gédingai uzmirstas. Jie neZino, kad per istikimybe
pirmajam idealiam vaizdui ir pareigoms, pajaustoms patj pirmgjj vedyby
ryta, Dievo akivaizdoje, jie yra savo ir savy vaiky laimés kiiréjai. Taciau
§i iStikimybé, stengiantis uZtarnautai kurti jiems patikétg laime, uz kurig
jie turés atsakyti savo gyvenimo vakare, reikalauja disciplinos, kurios jie
nebenori prisiimti.

Ar esama istikimais savo asmenybés iSsaugojimui? Ar tvirtai prie-
Sinamasi kvailybés véjui, kurj tironiskos mados atpuéia ligi pat misy?
Vargdas jaunimas, auka tévy bailumo, kurie niekad nedrjsta pasakyti savo
nuomonés ir po pretekstu, kad gerbia kity skonj ir iniciatyvy, leidZia jam
uZmegzti draugystes neaiZkioje aplinkoje, maitintis nesveika lektiira, pa-
vojingais spektakliais ir susmukti ties kiekvienu jgeidziu.
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Biti istikimam intymumui su paéiu savimi, — tai dar viena nebeeg-
zistuojanti iStikimybés forma, nes Zmogus iesko pabégimo nuo saves. gi
bAgimo dvasia neiSvengiamai nesa su savim Seimos disociacija, ja privers-
dama tenkintis savotiska padétimi. I§ vienos pusés perdétas individualiz-
mas, o i$ kitos pusés baimé save matyti prieSais save patj! Kiekvienas ie$-
ko melagingy issiblaskymy Saltinio, paniekindamas natiiralius Seiminio in-
tymumo dZiaugsmus. Tai yra indiferentiSkumo karalysté, uZgesinanti kil-
niadirdisky meiliy liepsng, suvedanti viens kito nepaZistanCius Zmones ir
i§ Seimiskos aplinkos atimanti atmosferg, kuri sudaro jos Zavesj ir duoda
jai aukléjancig verte.

Ir dar viena neistikimybés forma, — tai nepastovumas, ieskojimas
pakeitimu, kuris trukdo Zmogui jsitvirtinti ir jj ver¢ia ieskoti vis naujy na-
my. Seimos namai su savo prisiminimais jau nebesulaiko jo Sirdies. Jie,
tiesa, reikalauja auky, ta¢iau jie slepia tiek groZio ir iSsaugo tiek Zavumo,
kad atrodo kaip suzZmoninti! Taliau tai nesvarbu, uZ juos labiau mégsta-
mas butas be gyvybés, be praeities, kuris ir vél apleidziamas, kai tik nauja
prabangos perspektyva pasitaiko. ‘

Neistikimybé sau padiam, taip pat ir principy nepastovumas ir tradi-
cijy paniekinimas! Jeigu Seimos namai jau nieko nebereiskia ir atsimini-
mai turi pranykti, kaip trukdantys liadininkai praeities, kurioje Seima tu-
réjo sielg ir mokéjo perduoti i3 kartos j kartg atsakomybés pajautima.

Buvusi Motery Dirvos Red. Sofija Sakaliené, 1949 vasario mén. M. D.
iskélé sumanyma panaikinti Pasalpos skyriy. 1949 m. balandZio mén. Mo-
tery Dirvoje, ir a$ savo nuomone pareiskiau, sutikdama su S. Sakaliene,
kad reikia panaikinti paSalpos skyriy, kuris nepatenkina nares ir yra kenks-
mingas organizacijai. Tais metais M. S. 23-me seime, jvykusiam Chica-
goje, pakeltas Pa3alpos skyriaus klausimas, rodos, visai nebuvo svarsto-
mas.

Apsvietos skyriaus jeigos padengia Sio skyriaus islaidas. Buvusi Cen-
tro I7do Globéja Elzbieta Pauraziené savo raporte 24-tame seime paZymi,
kad nuo 1946 mety iki 1951 m. liepos 17 d., buvo perkelta i§ Apsvietos j
Lésy Fonda $11,356.01. Kodél taip buvo daroma? Jau pries 10 mety rei-
kéjo pakelti mokestj j Lésy Fonda. Dabar turétumém Siuos du fondus ge-
roje padétyje. Dabar abudu fondai, Apsvietos ir Lésy, liko tusti ir esame
skoloje.

Kuopos savo susirinkimuose privalo svarstyti §j klausimg: “Kq dary-
sime?” Ar kelsime naréms duokles? Ar ieSkosime kitos iSeities? Aukomis
negalime pasitikéti. Iki ateinanio seimo lieka 9 ménesiai, dabar laikas
pradét svarstyti ir kuopos nariy nuomones bei nutarimus paskelbti Motery
Dirvoje.

Nepalikime seimo atstovéms isspresti Motery Sqjungos likimg, kad
paskui nereikéty atstoves kaltint, kodél taip, o ne kitaip padaryta.

A CRUSADE FOR KINDNESS

Won’t you join me in a crusade — a crusade for kindness? It seems
to me we’ve become rather lax in our regard for each other. Whatever the
reasons may be is of no importance. The significant thing is that we must
work together — hand in hand — so that our worthy organization can surge
forward. Only with kindness and respect for each other can we be a real
“Sgjunga” — a tribute to the ideals of those truly great women who founded
our Alliance.

The following words are attributed to Stephen Grellet, Franch-born
Quaker who died in New Jersey in 1855. For all of us, these simple yet
charged remarks can be a source of inspiration:
