Was it a huge success,
a mediocre showing, or a complete flop (heaven forbid!)? We'll just have
to wait and see...

In the past, records show that the chapters have not gone all-out during
the membership drive; that the months were allowed to slip by with little
or no concentrated effort to interest women in the Alliance. This, indeed,
is perturbing, since our future strength depends wholly on our membership.
Well, then, if your chapter happens to be one that did nothing much during
this past drive, make it a point to take up the matter at your very next
meeting. It would be best to organize a working committee to outline plans
for the next drive, so that when it begins, instead of wondering what to do,
you're all set with planned activities.

It Pays to Advertise

On a number of occasions, I have heard or read the remark, “..for
one reason or another, the American-born women are not interested in
joining Sajunga”. I had to admit this much was true, but, nevertheless, it
doesn’t seem right to accept this as a inauspicious fact: to shrug our should-
ers and say soberly, “Oh, well, if they won’t... they won’t!”" Each of us is
proud of her membership in the Alliance or we wouldn’t hold it. Therefore,
let’s adopt the slogan of the manufacturing world — IT PAYS TO ADVER-
TISE!

You've noticed, I'm sure, that when a new product is launched on
the market, you hear about it constantly on the radio and TV. Highly
competent announcers garrulously extol its merits just about every hour
on the hour. On TV — more of the same — fluently emitting some sort of
gibberish on its quality along with a jingle that jangles the nerves. Coupons
flood the mails with which you may obtain a free sample, or at least get 10¢
off on the giant-size package! Billboards, newspapers and magazines carry
full-page ads (in color where possible) announcing the arrival of this new-
ly-created super product of modern research. So — unless you happen to
be a fur-trapper in the impregnable wilds of Alaska, you can’t possibly miss
hearing or reading about the “amazing new discovery” — whatever it may
be! Why, then, do we keep the activities of our Alliance so secretive as far
as the American-born women are concerned? We must realize that most of
our early Lithuanian immigrants arrived on these shores well-over 40 years
ago. They preserved their precious language and customs to the best of
their ability, overcoming the ridicule of being referred to as “green-horns™
and foreigners. They did not have the advantages of the present-day dis-
placed persons. In spite of innumerable obstacles, they surged ahead, build-
ing churehes and schools where they could pray and learn in peace. They
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did their utmost to instill this same love and esteem for their native land
into their descendants. However, the second generation was brought up in
an entirely different type of atmosphere. Many were able to attend paro-
chial schools and learn to read and write in Lithuanian as well as speak it.
But, after that, they reached a dead-end! Some more fortunate, as I, attend-
ed a Lithuanian high-school and could continue this learning to a higher
degree. 1 felt that it would be to my advantage to choose Lithuanian. Most
of the students of Lithuanian descent started out with this thought in mind,
yet, in our senior year, only 3 had persevered! Therefore, we should make
a special effort to interest American-born women in the Alliance to keep
them in touch with Lithuanian customs and, above all, to aid them in pre-
serving their precious heritage. Many couples are now buying homes away
from their parish circles and are members of non-Lithuanian parishes. They
are becoming involved in its activities. If they lose touch with former ties,
in time, they will be completely oblivious to their heritage, which in future
years will mean the loss of valued Lithuanian tradition.

Therefore, we must realize that the American-born woman is vital to
us as a member and we, as an organization, are vital to her as a means of
keeping her in touch with Lithuanian activities. We must not only publi-
cize our activities in the Lithuanian papers, but in community and local
papers as well where they can be read by potential members.

In addition, I have found in recruiting young women into our fold, a
number of reasons why they are not interested, namely:

THE LANGUAGE BARRIER — many understand little or no Lithua-
nian. If meetings were held in English, they might be interested. Also,
they would like to have an equal amount of English in the “Dirva” so
that they could enjoy it as well as pay for it.
ROUTINE ACTIVITIES — a major complaint. Most women say
chapters in their parishes offer no social advancement. That their
primary interest is filling the treasury and there no end to tickets and
chance books, etc. They prefer to join clubs that are strictly social
because they offer a more diverse program of activities during the
year, which include study and discussion clubs, tours, demonstrations
and the like.

NEVER HEARD OF IT — yes, it’s safe to say that 4 out of 5 have

never hear of Sgjunga, and when approached for membership, invari-

ably want to know why it hasn’t been publicized more.
Well, let’s face it — it’s true! Here we have not an “amazing new
discovery”, but an organization that is observing its 40th anniversary. It’s
high time we let women everywhere know that we exist!

HOMES ARE MADE, NOT BOUGHT

The life an interior decorator leads is a most interesting one indeed.
Each day means a new challenge — new problems and meeting new people.
It is a hectic demanding existence, but I love every moment of it (well
almost every moment) and I mean that sincerely!

The few times that I become inwardly perturbed occurs when a home-
maker, who has spent 50 or more dollars for knicknacks, suddenly becomes
“pennywise” where really important decorating improvements are con-
cerned.

Now please don’t misunderstand me. I am not opposed to tastefully
created, attractive knicknacks. Quite the contrary. 1 feel they add color and
interest to any home.

What disturbs me are those homemakers who will carelessly walk in
and out of stores spending many precious dollars for knicknacks and, yet,
hesitate to make really necessary, worthwhile decorating changes because
they convince themselves that they cannot afford them.

By “really necessary, worthwhile decorating changes” I mean such
things as dream pretty slip covers — the upholstering of cherished furniture
pieces — the construction of a custom — piece of furniture which would fit
perfectly into a home’s comfort and decorating requirements — or the
installation of “Drawdrapes” which can change the entire appearance and
atmosphere of a room for the better.

Such decorating changes are truly all important for the average home-
maker. However, so many homemakers — too many, in fact, are pennywise
and dollar foolish!

Don’t make this same mistake yourself. Spend your home decorating
dollars carefully, wisely and to best advantage.

The Purity Crusaders of Mary Immacu-
late of Bartelso, Illinois, recently conduct-
ed a nationwide Marilyke contest. The
following article by Fr. Kunkel tells what
has happened as a result. — Ed.

MARY, “QUEEN of Modest Fashions,”
has received thousands of votes each week
during the Marilyke contest. Tens of
thousands of children and adolescents in
all sections of the nation have raised their
voices in unison, “Gives us Marilyke
modest dresses.”

Many clothing factories and stores have
literally been deluged with these juvenile
requests to adopt the Marilyke tag in their
establishments, for, the school girls are
learning, in rapidly increasing numbers,
the importance of its use in these days of
pagan fashions. Attached to the dress
which is displayed in the store, the tag is
their guarantee that this garment is mod-
est, Mary-like.

The Marilyke campaign, which opened
on the feast of the Holy Rosary, October
7, and concluded on Dec. 23 of 1953, has
exposed to the purchasing public the
conspiracy of the hidden forces of evil
to exclude modest dresses from the cloth-
ing market. This is by no means an indict-
ment of individual clothiers, who are
themselves often innocent victims. How-
ever, so well has the hidden program of
evil succeeded, it became almost impos-
sible for girls to find a modest bridal
gown or formal in the stores of many
cities,

This fact was accentuated by the letters
which began to pour into the office of
the PCMI (Purity Crusade of Mary Im-
maculate) immediately after the opening
of the Marilyke campaign. Over and over
came the same plea from Sisters and
Sodality Prefects: “Where can we buy
modest prom dresses for the school?... Our
girls have visited all the stores of our
city, but have been unable to find modest
gowns. What are we to do?”

Some newspapers have re-echoed these
plaints. Thus, the diocesan paper of the
Milwaukee Archdiocese registered the
complaint in the November issue: “The

dads of two thousand Catholic High
School girls in this area are hearing the
same old story about this time every year.
“I've got nothing to wear for the winter
formal”... It seems that a large percentage
of the 2,000 formal-dreamers can’t find
smart gowns in the downtown department
stores that conform to the Modesty com-
mittee rules of the Sodality Union of the
Milwaukee Archdiocese”.

The Marilyke contest was the first phase
of an intensive campaign to unify the
scattered efforts of various groups. Al-
ready the crusading girls have learned
what great influence they can wield in
such unification.

Bridal Originals of St. Louis is one of
the factories which are receiving a heavy
and steady flow of requests for Marilyke
prom dresses. Responding to this demand,
Mr. Vincent Nania, the manager of the
St. Louis factory, as early as mid-Novem-
ber made a momentous decision, one that
is even now evoking hearty cheers from
tens of thousands of teen-agers through-
out the nation. His decision was, to place
a variety of these dresses, with the Mari-
lyke tag attached, on the market for the
coming season. It will be remembered
that Mr. Nania of Bridal Originals
pioneered in the Marilyke venture, having
placed tagged bridal gowns on the market
last September.

To facilitate this new venture, Mr. Na-
nia sponsored a dress designer's contest
for the girls of elementary and secondary
schools. Attractive prizes were offered to
the girls sending in the best designs for
Marilyke prom dresses. The first prize
was a free prom dress made according to
the winner’s own design, plus $40.00. The
second prize was $10.00. The deadline for
sending the designs to the Crusade Office
was December 5, though the Marilyke
contest itself did not close till December
23.

The enthusiasm of the Sisters as well
as the pupils was remarkable. Over 600
different styles poured in from many
schools in all directions, covering the
territory from Boston to California and
even beyond the Hawaiian Islands.

OBESITY
D. — M. B.

Obesity is a condition in which the body contains an abnormally large
amount of fatty tissue.

Obesity has been classified as: 1. simple, 2. the obesity which ac-
companies other disorders. We'll not talk about obesity caused by endocrine
(thyroid, pituitary, adrenal etc.) disorders. Simple obesity is a result from
ingestion of more food than necessary, that is from overeating.

Heredity. The human being who has inherited an athenic build will
not become obese. However, while shape is inherited, obesity is an acquired
characteristic. A good or a poor appetite could be inherited, but the environ
— mental experiences are varied and a persons desire for food is greatly
affected by the character of his world. Fashion is a potent determiner of
weight too. The deposition of excessive fat in some regions is an inherited
characteristic, but there would have been no extra fat to deposit if the
intake of food would not be over-abundant.

Body build is inherited, obesity is not.

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Nature and causes. The energy needs of the body vary among individ-
uals: and the number of calories is variable also. A man doing hard labor
requires 4,000 — 5,000 calories, a young lady leading a sedentary life
might get away with 1,200-—1,500 calories. The prevention of obesity is
balancing the caloric intake with the output.

The living organism is directed by hunger to take food in sufficient
amounts. Appetite is only a sensation. The desire for food may be the ex-
pression of real hunger, but it is more generally a response to pleasure.
Happy reunions and good companionship are leading to overeating.

Some people grow fat because life has become more difficult for them.
Social, financial, sexual problems, fear, sorrow are helped by eating. For
them food acts as alcohol does for others. Excessive eating is an expression
of a mood.

Obesity in children is caused by over emphasis by parents. Mother
usually admits, “I stuffed him like a goose”. She was worrying about
child’s upbringing. But this overprotection takes the child away from his
normal life and turns him to self-pity or satisfaction gained by eating.

There is a list of causes of obesity: 1. satisfaction obtained from the
flavors of food, 2. the feeling of comfort produced by a full stomach, 3.
the temporary relief from anxiety caused by social, intellectual or sexual
failure, 4. over-emphasis of parents.

Incidence. Statistically 2.6%, were rejected for ordinary life insurance
because of obesity. The greatest number of obese are women between 30—
60 years of age. 64.7%, of obese women were married.

The mortality of the obese is great. The rate is greater in the obese
not only in the degenerative disease, but also in accidents and suicides.
The increased death rate in the obese from diabetes is 214 times greater
than among persons who are underweight. Moreover the margin (death
rate) between that of the obese and that of normal people widens rapidly
as the degree of overweight rises.

Prevention. Since obesity is an entirely preventable disease, everybody
should be willing to consult their doctors for reducing. The chronicity of
ailments and lack of immediately disabling features and severe pain, make
it so easy to find excuses for delaying treatment.
