A thick, juicy steak is becom-
ing the traditional meat to include
on the menu for Fa-

ther’s Day, whether

PLAIN the celebration meal

FANCY | at Dad’s favorite
restaurant.

One of the most popular beef
steaks is sirloin, ideal for family
service. Here, a wedge bone sirloin
steak, broiled until medium done,
is accompainied by fried onion
rings on a heated serving platter.
Individual ‘“take your pick” salads
complete the main course.

HOW TO BROIL A STEAK
1. Preheat broiler with regulator

set at “medium”.
2. Slash fat edge of steak to

keep meat from curling during cook-
ing. Place steak on rack in broiler
pan with top of steak two to five
inches from source of heat: A one
— inch thick steak, two to three
inches from heat source; a two —
inch steak, three to five inches from
heat source.

3. Broil until top side is cooked
to the preferred degree of doneness,
then season and turn, using tongs
rather than fork, which might
pierce the meat and allow juices to
escape.

4. Broil second side to the pre-
ferred degree of doneness. Check
doneness of meat by making a small
slit with a sharp knife near the
bone and note color of inside.
Season second side of steak and
serve immediately.




TAKE YOUR PICK SALADS

VEGETABLE BOUQUET SALAD*
— Line a salad bowl with leaf
lettuce, and fill the bowl with ad-
ditional leaf and head lettuce torn
into bite-sized pieces, cauliflower
flowerets, scored unpeeled cucumber
slices, peeled tomato wedges and
watercress. Toss with Italian Dres-
sing.

TROPICADO SALAD* — Fill a
salad bowl with bibb lettuce or
romaine, eurly endive, avocado
slices and orange and grapefruit
sections. Top with additional orange
and grapefruit. Toss with a mild,

fruit dressing.
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...FOOD FOR THOUGHT—Don't
let a balmy breeze wafting through
your open window invite you out-
doors from the dinner table before
you've taken care of the food left
from the meal. It's just such a
balmy breeze, warmed by the hot
sun perhaps, that causes disastrous
effects on foods left standing at
room temperatures.

Meat, for example, left from a
meal should be cooled, covered and
promptly refrigerated. To conserve
space, the bones may be removed
from the meat before it is stored.

The same rule applies when
meats are cooked for future use.
The cooked meats should be quickly
cooled, uncovered, then covered,
and stored in the refrigerator. Cool-
ing may be hastened by settling the
pan of meat in cold water. Occa-
sional stirring of broth or gravy of
stews or soups prepared for future
use will increase the rate of cool-
ing too.
