LITHANIA’S LOURDES
BY REV.JOHN C.JUTT

The Year 1958 may well be called Our Lady’s year. It marks not only
the centenary of the apparitions of the Mother of God in Lourdes, but also
the 350th anniversary of her apparitions in Shiluva. All Catholics are very
familiar with what took place in Lourdes, but very few know what occured
in Shiluva.

Shiluva is a small town in central Lithuania whose 2,000 or so in-
habitants are for the most part poor farmers. The land is very sandy and
overgrown with ‘“shilais”, a type of shrub that ordinarily grows on poor,
barren land. Hence, the name of the town — Shiluva.

It was here that in 1608 Our Lady appeared to some small children
almost under the same circumstances as she did in Lourdes 250 years later.
That is why in recent years Shiluva has been called the Lourdes of

Lithuania.

Lithuania first accepted Catho-
licism in 1251 when her king, Min-
daugas, was baptized in the Catholic
faith. Because of the continual at-
tacks and pillagings made upon the
country by the Teutonic Knights,
the faith was not able to spread un-
til after 1410 when the knights were
decisively defeated by Vytautas, the
Great. A pious noble who was a
close advisor to Vytautas, Petras
Giedgaudas, built the first church
in Shiluva in 1457 in honor of the
Nativity of the Blessed Virgin. It
soon became for the people a place
of fervent devotion to Our Lady. The
church burned down some 40 years
later.

In 1500, a new church was built
on the site of the old one by Jonas
Zavisa who inherited the fortune of
Giedgaudas. Influenced by the wave
of Protestantism then sweeping
Europe, his successor, Melchior, to-
gether with a number of Lithuanian
nobles, accepted the Calvinist faith
in 1532. Soon after, the Calvinists
began to persecute the Catholics.
Priests were driven out, churches

burned down and extreme means
used to force the people to accept
Calvinism.

SHILUVA CHURCH BURNED

One of the churches burned dur-
ing the persecutions in 1536 was the
one in Shiluva. Fortunately, how-
ever, some of the faithful managed
to save the treasured picture of the
Madonna and Child, a few of the
ecclesiastical vestments and some of
the official documents of the church.
These were placed in a metal-cover-
ed oaken chest, which was secretly
buried beneath a huge rock near the
church.

Some 76 years went by and Cal-
vinism became so widespread that
many forgot that there was once a
Catholic church in Shiluva. As their
parents tilled the soil and their
older brothers and sisters tended
their flocks, children were accustom-
ed to play around the rock nearby
which the altar of the Catholic
church once stood.

THE APPARITION

One hot summer day in 1606

while they were playing, the child-
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ren saw on the rock a woman with
beautiful, long hair and charming,
loose-fitting garments. She held a
Child in her arms. Tears flowed
from her eyes. The children became
frightened and not one dared to say
a word to her. One boy ran to the
‘alvinist pastor to relate what they
had seen. The pastor scolded him
and ordered him to return to the
fields. He was convinced that the
child was a victim of his own imagi-
nation.

That evening the children told
their parents what they had seen.
Word of this spread rapidly and the
next day a large number of people
went to the place where the woman
appeared. The Calvinist pastor up-
braided the people for listening to
what he called the tales of children.
He tried to explain that, if someone
did appear, it was the devil himself
who was attempting to draw them
away from the Calvinist faith.

As he wag speaking, the woman
again appeared on the rock as she
did the day before, very sorrowful
with tears in her eyes and with a
child in her arms. She appeared just
as the children had related the day
before. The assembled people be-
came very frightened and not one
dared to say a word. The pastor
himself, frightened as he was, got
enough courage to ask, “Why are
you crying?”’ The woman, in a very
sorrowful tone, answered, “Formerly
in this place my Son was adored
and honored, but now all that the
people do is seed and cultivate the
land”. Having said this, the woman
disappeared in the sight of every-
one.

INVESTIGATION

News of this strange event
spread throughout Lithuania. The
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local bishop became interested and
sent his representative, Canon Jonas
Kazakevicius, to investigate. Satis-
fied to a certain degree as to the
authenticity of the apparitions, the
canon took steps to reclaim the land
from the Calvinists. He, therefore,
sought to obtain the documents
which would prove that Petras Gied-
gaudas had given the land to the
Catholic Church. Four years of
search revealed nothing.

Finally, he learned that in Shilu-
va there lived a 100-year-old blind
man who knew something about the
documents. He related how there
stood a Catholic church on that spot,
how the church was burned and how
some of the faithful buried those
documents. The canon asked him if
he could show him the place. The
blind man said that he could. When
he was led to the spot next to the



rock on which the Blessed Virgin
appeared, his blindness left him and
he began to see. He fell on his
knees, kissed the ground and thank-
ed God for the grace granted him.
He then pointed out the place where
to dig.

Sure enough, the trunk was found
with the picture of Mary, the vest-
ments and documents in it. This
discovery took place in 1612, but it
was only 10 years later that the
High Court ultimately decided that
the Calvinists must cede all rights
to this place to the Catholics.

Having won his case with the
Calvinists, Canon Kazakavicius built
a small wooden church not on the
site of the two former churches, but
a little away from it. Why he did
this is hard to learn unless he had
in mind to build there a more elabo-
rate church some day in the future.

PILGRIMAGES

After the apparitions, there was
a steady return of the people to the
Catholic faith. From all parts of
Lithuania, people flocked to the vil-
lage of Shiluva to visit the little
church and to pay homage to the
Mother of God.

According to Bishop Valancius,
who made a study of the history of
Shiluva, the place was so popular
that in 1629 during the annual
ceremonies held on the Feast of the
Nativity of the Blessed Virgin, more
than 11,000 faithful received Holy
Communion,

A much larger church was built
in 1651 and this one served the
many pilgrims for almost 140 years.
During all this time, offerings con-
tinued to come in and on Sept. 7,
1786, a new stone church of renais-
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sance style was solemnly consecrat-
ed.

Soon after, a small wooden
chapel was built on the very spot
where the apparitions took place. It
remained until 1912 when a larger,
more elaborate chapel was begun.
Because of the war, it was not com-
pleted until 1921. The altar itself
was built over the rock on which
the Blessed Virgin appeared. Pil-
grims were accustomed to go on
their knees around the altar and
kiss the rock which remained vis-
ible.

MIRACULOUS IMAGE

One of the items hidden in the
buried chest was the Miraculous
Image of the Madonna and Child.
Where it originally came from is
not known but, because of its By-
zantine characteristics, it is possible
that it was given as a gift by Vy-
tautas, the Great, to Petrag Gied-
gaudas, who built the first church
in Shiluva. It is definitely known
that the picture held a revered place
in the church.

It shows the Madonna in royal
robes holding the Divine Child, also
arrayed in royal garments. It was
the object of great veneration on
the part of the faithful and as they
obtained from God many favors
through it, they attached gold and
silver votives to it in manifestatior
of their gratitude for graces re
ceived.

When it was found in the hidden
chest soon after the apparitions, it
was intact and once again placed in
the church. The faithful again
flocked to pray before it. So many
gold and silver votives were attach-
ed to it that in 1671 they were melt-
ed and the picture was richly de-
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corated with gold leaf and precious
stones.

The great devotion at the shrine
and the numerous miracles that took
place through the image prompted
the authorities to seek the official
approval of the church. After ex-
tensive and exhaustive investiga-
tions by the diocesan commissions
and later by the Holy See itself,
Pope Pius VI in 1775 officially pro-
claimed the apparitions to be true
and authentic and permitted public
devotion to Our Lady of Shiluva
with enriched indulgences. (Ind.
Ple. - Bulla Pii VI 1775 augusti 15
d.):

PAPAL APPROVAL

On Sept. 8, 1786, with the per-
mission of the Holy See, the Miracu-
lous Image in the presence of over
30,000 people was solemnly crowned
with a pure gold crown, blessed by
the Holy Father himself.

It may be asked why these ap-
paritions are not better known in the
Catholic world.It must be remember-
ed that from 1795 to 1918, Lithuania

was ruled by Russia with a heavy
hand. The Lithuanian press was
suppressed. No religious books could
be printed. No one could travel to
any place without special Russian
permission. Failure to comply with
these restrictions meant grave
punishment, if not death itself. Con-
sequently, the knowledge of the ap-
paritions could not become as widely
known as those at Lourdes and
Fatima.

When Lithuania regained her
freedom in 1918, devotion to Our
Lady of Shiluva began to spread.
But in 1940, Lithuania was once
again overruled by Soviet Russia. It
is not known with any certainty
whether the Shrine has been closed
or not. Pilgrimages perhaps are not
taking place there, but Lithuanians
all over the world will manifest their
great devotion to the Mother of God
on Sept. 8th through appropriate
religious oberservances in honor of
Our Lady of Shiluva.

I have been concerned with the
trend toward pessimism throughout
Sajunga, and even more concerned
with the attitude of many of our
chapter and district leaders, who
say: “Let’s wait and see what the
new Center Officers will do”.

Chapter and District leaders
should not wait for others to show
us how to tackle the problem of how
to get new members. We have
enough members with the resources
and know-how to change the present
trend, if we act in unity and at once.

Our greatest problem is psycho-
logical. We must demonstrate in
our dealings with prospective mem-
bers that we have confidence in the
present and future of Sajunga. I
submit the following suggestions
which might help:

1. Recognize and accept the fact
that some things which happened
in the past are best forgotten. Pre-
pare to concentrate on the present.

2. Expand the talents of chapter
leaders for the development of new
ideas to keep present members ac-
tively interested. Have them check
the effectiveness of past strategies
used during membership drives, with
surveys, interviews, graphs and re-
search.

3. Intensify publicity programs
to bring the name of our organiza-
tion before the public more often.

4. Diversify the activities within
chapters, otherwise, it has only it-
self to blame if eventually it turns
into a one-man show.

5. Nominate committees that
concern themselves not only with re-
cruiting new members, but in bring-
ing inactive members back into the
fold.
~ 6. Broaden activities in each
chapter. Even inactive members will
attend meetings if they have a good
enough reason to come. They won’t
respond if someone tries to force
them or intimidate them. But they’ll
be the first ones to a meeting if they
think they are needed, if others are
depending on them.

7. Remember always, that it is
not at all improbable that at some
future date an ex-member may be
responsible for the organization
gaining or losing a prospective
member. Courteous treatment of all
members at all times will always
pay off. Years later an ex-member
may be asked her opinion of Sajun-
ga.
The rewards of Sajunga will be
two-fold if we remember when all
else fails, when we have no one else
to turn to, that we can always rely
on the Patroness of Sgjunga — Our
Lady of Perpetual Help —
