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THE LIGHTS OF CHRISTMAS

This Christmas, thousands of
kids will tear the wrappings from
a rectangular package and find —
a magnetic flashlight. Thousands
will spend the holiday roaming
around the house, their wanderings
guided by a compass flashlight.
Still other juveniles will beam at
the Torch Lite, “a long range signal
light with a piercing white beacon.”
With these flashy devices, the “Ev-
eready flashlight folks hope to make
your Christmas — and its own sales
figures — brighter. Other manu-
facturers have also seen the light:
375 million tree lights and uncounted
milliong of candles are sold at the
Yuletide season. Dreaming of
whiter, brighter Christmases, A-
mericans spent over 15 million dol-
lars last year on appropriate
Christmas lighting!

The only thing modern about
this seasonal burst of light is the
expenditure, for the celebration of
Christmas with light is one of the
oldest holiday traditions.

Though the earliest Christian
churches blazed with Christmas
candle light, the first Christmas
trees were unlighted.

Candles were added to the
Christmas tree by Martin Luther,
founder of the Lutheran Church.
The shiny star on top? Credit the
bright Boniface with that additional
inspiration.

In millions of American homes,
particularly on the Atlantic sea-
board, lighted candles will appear
at the windows on Christmas eve.
This lovely ritual, borrowed from
Ireland, is intended to light the Holy
Family on its way. It also com-
memorates a fact of which many

people are unaware: that on the
night Jesus was born, candles burn-
ed in the Holy Land — in celebra-
tion of Chanukah, the Jewish Festi-
val of Light.

We can thank the dazzling lights
of Christmas for another seasonal
bright spot, the singing of Silent
Night. It’s said that the stars and
candlelight of a Christmas midnight
inspired Austrian minister Joseph
Mohr to write the words of the
carol in 1818. His countryman and
fellow cleric, Franz Gruber, set them
to music.

Another source of Christmas
light illuminates this old French
legend, a child-pleasing explanation
of how the robin got its gaudy
chest. It seems that an early bird
charitably used its wings to fan
the fire that kept the Christ Child
warm as He lay in the manger. The
glowing heat of the flames kept
the robin’s breast red forever after.

Though we’ve borrowed so
much seasonal regalia from other
lands, some of the world’s most
colorful Christmas customs have
yet to be imported here. A shining
example is the Mexican posada,
held on each of the eight nights
prior to Christmas eve. Carrying
candles and figurines of Mary and
Joseph, members of a family go
from door to door seeking entry.
Turned away by each of their neigh-
bors, they’re admitted to the last
house on their “route,” where they
enter and sing their thanks. Next
night a different family goes forth,
and so on till the cycle is completed.

But some Yuletide novelties are
better left abroad. We’d hate to fol-
low the lead of the British Parlia-
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ment that banned Christmas alto-
gether. It happened in 1644. When
Oliver Cromwell and his Puritan
followers came to power, they look-
ed askance at the gay and noisy
celebration that had become a
Christmas custom. One traditional
item that particularly incensed them
was the Yule log. This huge tree,
chopped down with much merry-
making and burned throughout the
holiday, had been the focus of sea-
sonal revelry since the pagan sun-
worshipping rites of ancient Britain,
which had also taken place in late

December. That was enough for
Oliver, who banned the whole
Christmas celebration as “immoral
sun-worshippe.”

There’s no telling how dour, drab
Oliver would have reacted to our
modern Christmas, with its blazing
glory of neon lights above the main
thoroughfares of most American
towns. In' New York, a three mile
row of lighted Christmas trees —
right down the center of Park
Avenue — leads to a huge cross of
lighted windows high in a tower-
ing skyscraper.

WE CAN THANK THE IRISH FOR OUR CHRISTMAS WREATH

Of all our Christmas customs,
the one of hanging a Christmas
wreath is the one we know least
about. Historians for the most part
give credit to the Irish for bringing
it to America. Once here, it quickly
became a universal symbol of
Christmas.

Although the circular. wreath,
symbolizing eternity, is the most po-
pular many people prefer the tri-
angular wreath which . represents
the trinity, or they may use a spray
or a swag of greens instead of a
wreath. A

Wreath, spray or swag, you can
enhance the beauty of the ever-
greens by adding toucheg@of snow.
To make a long lasting realistic
snow, soap flakes fortified with a
little Niagara starch does the trick.
Here are the explicit directions:

Long Lasting Realistic Snow

Combine 2 tablespoons soap
flakes with 14 cup cool or luke-
warm water in a large bowl. Beat
mixture with rotary beater until
suds are stiff and dry. Slowly add
14 cup Niagara cold water starch
beating mixture constantly. Apply
the snow to the wreath, or to ever-
green or dry branches, using your
fingers or a paint brush. Dry wreath
or branches completely before hang-
ing or arranging them.

If you have an access to ever-
greens, you can make your own
wreath very inexpensively. To
construct a frame, use two coat
hangers. Bend one of the hangers,
without unwinding it, into a circle.
Unwind the second hanger and
bend it to form a ring larger than

17
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the first one. With fine wire, fasten
the large ring to the hook of the
small ring. Then, using the fine
wire, wrap it around both rings,
fastening the two together to form
a rigid frame.

Collect a group of evergreen tips
and cut the tips into 4 or 5 inch
lengths. Wire the tips into clusters

to fasten the clusters to the frame.
Lay the clusters on the frame until
you achieve the effect you want,
then fasten securely with wire. For
a two-sided wreath, wire evergreen
clusters to both sides.

Trim the wreath with cones and
other dried materials. Decorate with
the everlasting snow and a big red

Christmas Just Wouldn’t be Christmas
Without An Assortment of Cookies

Since Christmastime is a period of giving and sharing, I'd like to do
my bit by sharing some of my own favorite cookie recipes. They may not
be exotic, but they are a down-to-earth kind my family and friends
always enjoy. I do hope yours will, too!

The almond Crescents just melt in your mouth—if you follow the
recipe to a tee. They are my favorites—in fact I try to hide some so that
I can enjoy them all by myself.

Almond Crescents or Horns

2—3, cup sifted cake flour 1 cup butter 3—% oz shelled almonds-
ground 14 cup sugar 1 teaspoon vanila 2 tablespoons sour cream.
Cream together butter and sugar thoroughly. Stir in flour and nuts add
vanilla. If dough is too hard to handle, add the sour cream, but if you can
mix it well, do not use the cream. Use a pastry blender to mix dough. Chill
dough thoroughly. Roll into long rolls about the size of a pencil
Cut into 2—1% inches in lengths. Pull ends around to form crescents.
Place on ungreased baking sheet. Bake 10 to 15 minutes in slow moderate
oven 350 degrees. Sprinkle with confectioners sugar.
*

Christmas wouldn’t be Christmas in many homes without spritz
cookies. Make them very tiny since large cookies of this rich dough break
easily. The smaller ones freeze beautifully.

Spritz cookies.
(72)
1 cup butter 15 cup sugar 1 egg 2—1% cups flour.
Cream butter and sugar with an electric mixer until light and fluffy.
Add egg and beat well. Add flour and beat until smooth and blended.
Force thru a cooky press or pastry bag, and shape into rings or §'s. Place
on ungreased cooky sheets and bake in a 350 degree over for about 10
minutes or until delicately browned.
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Variations: Before baking top with pieces of candied cherries,
pecans, almonds, chocolate shot or colored sugar.

The Variety Cooky recipe may be varied by dividing the dough in
parts—to one part, add red food coloring — to another piece—the green
food coloring and to another piece any other color your family may wish
for you to make. Then roll in 2” diameter roll and slice and bake the
same way as given in recipe. You may add a nut or cherry on top before
baking.

Variety Cookies

3 cups all purpose flour—sifted 1 cup margarine 1 egg, unbeaten
15 teaspoon baking powder 14 cup sugar 2 teaspoons vanilla
15 teaspoon salt.

Sift flour, baking powder and salt together. Cream margarine and sugar
together thoroughly. Add egg and vanilla. Beat until fluffy. Gradually
stir in sifted dry ingredients until well blended. Roll small amounts of
dough 14 inch thick on a lightly floured board. Shape with cooky cutters
as desired. Bake on ungreased baking sheet at 350 degrees 10 to 12
minutes or until delicately browned.

Frosting: Add about 2 tablespoons hot water to 1 cup confectioners
sugar. Color with vegetable voloring as desired.

Anise Refrigerator Cookies

1 cup butter or margarine 1—34 cups flour
1 cup sugar 14 teaspoon salt
1 egg 1 teaspoon baking powder

1 teaspoon ground or whole anise seed

cream butter and sugar until light, add egg and beat well. Add sifted
flour salt and baking powder, and anise seed. Mix smooth. Divide dough
in two parts and roll into 2 inches across. Wrap in waxed paper and chill.
Slice thin and bake at400 degrees about 10 minutes.

Cherrybims
1 cup butter or margarine 14 teaspoon almond flavoring
% cup sugar 1/3/4 cups flour
1egg 14 teaspoon salt
/3 teaspoon vanilla 14 cup finely chopped well drained

maraschino cherries.

Cream butter and sugar until light and fluffy. Add egg and flavoring
and beat well. Add sifted flour, salt and cherries and mix thoroughly. Chill
for several hours or overnite. Drop teaspoonfuls about 2 inches apart
on ungreased cooky sheets. Bake in a moderately hot oven, 400 degrees,
for about 10 minutes or until delicately browned.

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HOW TO KILL PROGRESS

DO YOU RESIST PROGRESS?

You don’t think so? Well, don’t be too sure. Human beings who
don’t resist progress are rare exceptions. The plain fact is that most of
us do. Progress is a wonderful thing — as long as it involves somebody
else. But when a new idea crops up in YOUR organization, affecting YOU,
how do you react? Do you step forward eagerly to appraise its merits
with an open mind? Or are you more apt to draw back — perhaps un-
consciously — and reach for something to kill it?

Resistance to change is almost instinctive. Doing things differently
would upset our comfortable habits of thought and action. It would
create the need for thinking, planning and making new decisions. And
what if those decisions happened to be wrong?

Change always involves risk — the risk of failure, the risk that
things won’t turn out as much to our liking as they are now. We're
familiar with our present problems. But who knows what our problems
would be if we started making changes? :

Are you still confident you don’t resist progress? Well, just for fun
check the following list of expressions. See if any of them sound familiar.
Each of them is an expression I've heard members in Sgjunga use at one
time or another. I suspect you've heard them, too.

“OUR EXPENSE FUND WON'T COVER IT”

Maybe it won’t. But the expense fund represents yesterday’s plan-
ning. If reasons are compelling enough, the expense fund can be — and
should be — increased. The expense fund is not a straight jacket in-
tended to freeze all thought and action.

IT WON'T WORK IN SAJUNGA”

Yes, if you want to search hard enough, you can find reasons — real
or imagined— why an idea might not work. But are they really reasons
or merely excuses for lack of action?

“WE TRIED THAT BEFORE”

Did you? Precisely this idea or merely something like it? And how
was it executed? Don’t be too sure that ideas that were tried and didn’t
work are bad ideas. Many a terrific idea has failed simply because it
was badly planned and poorly executed.

“IT’S TOO RADICAL AN IDEA”

Sometimes and idea is too radical to put into effect all at once. But
sometimes a radical idea is exactly what’s needed. Anyone who calls an
idea too radical ought to have specific reasons to back up her cpinion.
Otherwise she’s merely ducking.
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“DON’T BE RIDICULOUS”

A comment designed to end discussion before it begins. It not only
kills the idea in question, but also cautions the member against suggest-
ing any others.

“LET’S GET BACK TO REALITY”

This remark implies — without saying specifically why — that the
whole idea is impractical. The one who makes it conveys the impression
— also for no good reason — that she’s a practical member with her
feet on the ground. Actually she’s just another stumbling block in the
path of progress.

“WHY CHANGE? WE'RE STILL DOING O. K.”

The organization which never changes anything as long as it is in
existence will never be known for progressiveness. Changes that are
delayed until they HAVE to be made are often costly.

“WE'RE NOT READY FOR THAT”

Sound like words, of wisdom, don’t they? Perhaps they are. But
the member who used them had better be ready with good logical reasons.
Otherwise they’'re nothing but a stall.

“WE’LL BE THE LAUGHING STOCK”

Anyone in this world who ever accomplished anything worthwhile
has been laughed at. The more people who are inclined to laugh at an
idea, the greather the chance it might be something really unusual. It
certainly shoudn’t deter you from taking a good look.

“WE DID ALL RIGHT WITHOUT IT”

The member who opposed a new idea for this reason is really grasp-
ing at straws. But you've heard it, so have L.

“LET’S SHELVE IT FOR THE TIME BEING”

A convenient way to kill something without being charged with the
murder. People who make that remark aren’t openly opposed to the idea,
they just want to give it time to ripen. What they really want is time for
it to die.

“HAS ANYONE ELSE TRIED IT?”

This is a good question — if it's asked for the purpose of obtaining
information. The trouble is that it’s so often asked by someone groping
desperately for a reason to say no.

“IT’S AGAINST OUR BY-LAWS”

By-laws are a valuable guide to action. But there are also times when
by-laws are a poor substitute for good judgment. By-laws have to be
changed occasionally to meet changing conditions. When our by-laws
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block progress, the Insurance Departments bring it to the attention of
people who have the authority to change it.
* * *

Under the proper circumstances, some of the expressions quoted
above make excellent sense. That’s precisely what makes them so damag-
ing. Wrongly used, they sometimes stop a valuable idea dead in its
tracks.

When you catch yourself using one of these expressions — or a
reasonable facsimile thereof — stop and ask yourself a few questions:
Do I really mean this? Or am I merely looking for excuses to kill the
idea and avoid action?

You can’t stop progress. All you can do is kill it in your own chapter,
district or organization. If an idea is a good one, someone, somewhere,
is going to think of it and put it to use. Why shouldn’t it be YOU?
