1. Our by-laws provide that if the annual statement filed with the
Director of Insurance of the State of Illinois shows admitted as-
sets in excess of 105% of its entire liabilities, including required
reserves, we can transfer funds. We would not be allowed to
transfer any sum if it would reduce the actuarial solvency of
our organization. Therefore, we were allowed this transfer of
$400.00.

2. Instructions rceived from all the Ingurance Departments in the
states in which we are licensed provides that the salary of the
officer handling investments is allocated as follows: 80% from
the Mortuary Fund and 20% from the Sick Benefit Fund. There-
fore the Treasurer’s yearly salary of $600 is allocated $480 from
Mortuary Fund and $120 from the Sick Benefit Fund.
