Jau Sio
Simtmedio pirmoje puséje kompani-
jos nurodé artimg rysj tarp nutu-
kimo ir sekanédiy rimty ligy: cuk-
raus ligos, auksto kraujo spaudimo,
Sirdies ir inksty ligy bei arterijy
sukietéjimo (sklerozés).

Kai per daug sverigs asmuo yra
painformuotas, kad jis turés moké-
ti daugiau negu paprastai uz gyvy-
bés apdraudimg, jis vistieck nutars
pasiraSyti kontraktg su gyvybés
draudimo jstaiga.

Pastoviai iSlaikyti tin-
kamg svorj reiskia didelj pakeitimg
valgymo jprocdiuose, ir tai gali biiti
lygiai taip sunku, kaip i§ viso gy-
venimo raSymo deSine ranka pereiti
i raSyma kaire ranka.

Druid priests
in ancient Gaul and Britain distributed branches of the sacred mistletoe, and in
France today New Year’s is still a time of gift exchange.
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As we begin a New Year and ponder proper resolutions,

it may be well to ask yourself this question . ..

Are YOU a Gossip?

The saints of God are often de-
picted in the art of the Church with
the symbols of their sanctity or of
some significant event in their life’s
history. Thus, for example, St. Peter
holds the keys of the kingdom of
heaven; St. Francig of Assisi, the
lover of God’s little creatures, is
pictured surrounded by this birds;
the martyrs carry not only their
palm, but the instruments of their
suffering.

There is one saint whose image
should be more widely known. In
fact, it should be before everyone:
the good man as well as the poor
sinner. Who is this much-needed
saint? St. John Nepomucene, who
wag martyred in the 14th century in
Prague. In art, St. John is shown
with a finger or a padlock on his
lips. He is the patron to be invoked
against the sin of slander.

Too Lightly Regarded

Slander and its verminous bed-
fellows — detraction, tale-bearing,
gossip, idle talk — take a terrific
toll of sanctity and human happi-
ness. Other sins are immediately re-
cognized and condemned: lust, theft,
insobriety, dereliction of religious
duty; but the insidious vice of back-
biting is much too lightly regarded.
It springs from curiosity, boredom,
talkativeness — very sublly — into
a bloated self-righteousness that en-
dorses as a personal privilege the
outright assassination of character;

it dares at times to parade under the
vestments of virtue and the disguise
of duty...

How timely today the trenchant
words of St. James: Behold, how
small a fire —how great a forest it
kindles! The tongue is a fire. The
tongue is placed among our mem-
bers, defiling the whole body, and
setting on fire the course of our
life, being itself set on fire by hell.
For every kind of beast and bird,
and of serpents and the rest is tam-
ed and has been tamed by mankind;
but the tongue no man can tame —
o restless evil, full of poison.

True or False?

People are prone to justify them-
selves at times in talking about
others by the statement: “I can't
deny I talked about my neighbor’s
faults, but what I said was true!”

But this does mot absolve one
from guilt in the maiter of unjust
and uncharitable talk. Calumny and
slander, which imply telling lies
about another person to injure his
reputation, are sinful and may be
seriously sinful, if the injury is
grave. But detraction, which means
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gossiping about the secret faults of
others, is also sinful and may also
be seriously wrong. One is allowed
to reveal the true but hidden faults
of others only in order to avoid a
relatively grave harm to self or to
another.

Bad Effects

Consider the disastrous effects
of a continued habit of uncharitable
speech.

First of all, it creates a false
conscience. In a certain sense, de-
traction is a more dangerous habit
than slander. The latter, because so
obviously unjust, brings some im-
mediate remorse, except perhaps to
the congenital liar. Detractors, on
the other hand, especially if they be
chronic critics, derive a selfrighte-
ous satisfaction in pointing out the
sins of another. Instead of recogniz-
ing their serious obligation to pro-
tect the good name of another by
burying an ugly secret, the pious
frauds picture themselves as knights
in shining armor protecting the law
of God. However, the inspired word
of God on this matter is hardly an
accolade: Hast thou heard a word
against thy neighbor? Let it die
within thee trusting that it will not
burst thee.

But it was not sufficient to alert
opinion and to declare that ‘“Catho-
lic women will never resign them-
selves to the fact that half of hu-
manity is in a habitual state of star-
vation.” It was necessary to pursue
this campaign recognizing the scien-
tific, political and technical aspects
of the problem. Thus, under Mr.
Sen Director general of the FAO
of UN, arrangements were made for
the 700 delegates, 200 missionaries
and students from Asia and Africa
to sit in the auditorium generally
used by government officials. Three

Of Gesu — The Three Hungers Of
Mankind.

I do not know any better way of
evoking the atmosphere of this vigil
of prayer, which was in the words
of all Congress participants, along
with the audience with His Holiness,
a high point of the Congress, than
in reprinting a part of the preface
written by Monsignor Jean Rodhain,
general secretary of Secours Catho-
lique and author of the Holy Hour:

The entire day had been spent
in the modern headquarters of the
U. N. Food and Agriculture Organiz-
ation. The most competent experts
had given us information on the
problems of starvation and hunger.
As we went out from this study of
world-wide dimension, overwhelmed



by statistics, we were haunted by
present generations — by our mil-
lions of starving brothers — while
evening fell on the ruins of Rome,
symbols of so many dead genera-
tions, We entered this church with-
out pillars, lighted only by several
candles. And there, in turn, proces-
sions of deacons and priests carried
the grains of foods of the world, the
Bible, and finally the Blessed Sacra-
ment through the congregation. And
all prayed for the world’s hungers:
Hunger for bread, hunger for truth
and hunger for the Living Bread.
This was not choral speaking, but
prayer, as we prayed with one single
heard during the hour. Five speak-
ers repeated each antiphon in
Italian, Spanish, German, English
and French, and a single collective
“Amen” filled the entire nave.

Antiphons, litanies, prayers and
readings were taken from the Gos-
pel, the Missal, the Ritual of the
Church.

During this moving hour, prayer
was intense for all our brothers in
the entire world, because all in one
way or another are hungry: Hunger
for bread or rice, Hunger for Truth,
Hunger for God. And we can do
something about it...

Again T must stress the import-
ance of being a Lithuanian. Were
it not for the fact that I am Vice-
President of the PLKOS and was
chosen delegate, I probably should
never have reached Rome in an of-
ficial capacity and if I were not of
the blood which is generous, I should
not have been able to attend the
second World Congress of the Lay
Apostolate. My deepest gratitude
goes to Bishop Padolskis, Monsignor
Tulaba and Father Balsiunas who,
with the already-arrived delegation
voted to include us three as delegat-
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ed to represent not the United
States but the Church of Silence and
particularly Lithuania.

Second World Congress Of The
Lay Apostolate

The second World Congress of
the Lay Apostolate was held in
Rome, October 5 — 13, with the
theme “The Laity in the Crisis of
the Modern World: Responsibilities
and Formation.”

This was a universal gathering
of qualified persons — 2,000 dele-
gates from 80 countries and 39 in-
ternational organizations. One was
impressed with universality of the
Church which inspired lay apostles,
each working in the service of the
Church of souls according to his
own methods in his own area.

The Congress opened withan au-
dience with His Holiness in St. Pe-
ter’'s which dominated all the de-
bates and discusions. The laity has
cause to be proud of the confidence
accorded by the Hierarchy. Cath-
olics are sent everywhere as re-
quired by the service of God and
their brothers in religious, educa-
tional, social and civic domains.
Their action is carried out in part
under their own responsibility, but
also under the responsibility of the
Church, guided by doctrine, Chris-
tian morality and the authority of
the Hierarchy.

Thus this Congress marks a true
occasion in the history of the
Church. The appeal of His Holiness
Pope Pius XI to the laity had shown
them the perspective of their apost-
olate. The first Congress of the Lay
Apostolate in 1951 was a sort of
preface to better known and better
oriented possibilities of the aposto-
