“Do we really need a Teen-Age Code?”

“YES!" is the emphatic answer given by the vast majority of parents and
teen agers.

This is based on a recently completed survey of more than 10,000 people, most
of them parents of teen agers in high schools of a large metropolitan area. This
study indicates that the majority of teen agers have need for

TEEN making decisions involving problems, and that they seek

CORNER
understanding and guidance.

Teen-age problems are usually those which must be coped with in the home...
problems created by dating, diversion, dress, drinking, and driving, These are the
problems the family inherits because they are social problems, created by pressure
outside the home. Principle is often sacrificed because “everyone is doing it,” or
because we must have “peace at any price.” What can parents do to offset this
mounting pressure?

The answer: 1. UNITED THINKING. 2. UNITED ACTION.

In a word, PARENTS MUST AGREE, first on the PRINCIPLES that should
govern the conduct of our teen agers, and second on taking ACTION in accord
with those principles. At present many parents feel handicapped by not always
having a clearly formulated code of principles, and by not having the assurance
that other parents will cooperate in putting these principles into practice.

Metropolitan St. Louis inaugurated a community project for helping parents
in the practical every day guidance of Youth. Groups and agencies cooperating in
this effort included the St. Louis Federation of Block Units — Urban League
Affiliate; Protestant United Church Men; Council of Parent-Teacher Associations;
Girl Scout Council; Lutheran Pastoral Conferences; YMCA; YWCA; Arch-
diocesan Council of Catholic Women; Archdiocesan Council of Catholic Men;
Archdiocesan Council of Catholic Youth and the Archdiocesan Commission on
Youth.

Their joint efforts resulted in a Code For Parents Of Teen-Agers, the purpose
of which is to offer parents a set of principles upon which all can agree, and to
encourage them to act in solidarity with other parents. The net effect of such co-
operative action will be to create a wholesome climate in which all teen agers
of the present and the future can have the good life that their parents, in their
deep love for them, so earnestly desire.

While the individual parent, with a Code like this in hand, can accomplish
a great deal, teen-age standarts of conduct are a community - wide problem... and
must be attacked as such. Little is accomplished if your teen agers are willing to
abide by this Code, only to be discouraged from doing so by others.

In the next few issues, we will be sharing the information which resulted from
much study and discussion. Of course, this can only hit the high spots of a teen-age
code. Interpretation of it, and proper and effective implementation, is a very
practical matter, best explained by parents who have successfully faced—and
solved—today's teen-age problems.

Whether you are parent or a teen ager, I believe this Code presents a blue-
print which you will find to be a great help in solving some of the difficult problems
of modern youth. See if you don't agree with me.

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UNION WITH POLAND

Part 4

In 1386, when the territories
under Lithuania were three times
as large as those of Poland, the
Lithuanian Grand Duke Jogaila
married the Polish teenage Queen
Hedvige d’Anjou, and the Lithu-
anian dynasty of Jogaila for about
200 years occupied the Polish
throne.Simultaneously with this per-
sonal union, Lithuania adopted
Roman Catholicism which today is
professed by over 80 per cent of
the population of the country.

Then, in 1569, a treaty of con-
federation was concluded between
Poland and Lithuania. Both States
retained their separate governments,
arms, treasury and law courts. The
Poles, under the clauses of the fun-
damental law, the Lithuanian Stat-
ute, could hold no office in the
Grand Duchy of Lithuania and
could acquire no land for many de-
cades to come. Nevertheless, affairs
in the dual state differing in race,
language and temperament, began
steadily to deteriorate. External
dissensions, and especially the
claims of the nobility, both Polish
and Lithuanian, who made the
monarchy elective, for privileges
and concessions undermined the
strength of the State. Territorial
expansion brought with it great
responsibilities, with responsibili-
ties came privileges, but privileges
grew until responsibilities were for-
gotten. Several attempts were made
to break away from the union. In
1700, a conference of Lithuanian
nobles in Valkininkai denounced

the Polish forms of administration
and relegation of Lithuanian into a
secondary place within the Polish-
Lithuanian Commonwealth.

Loss of Independence

Certain lands had already been
lost to the Teutonic Order. The
growing power of Muscovy, wars
with Sweden, and internal feuds
weakened the dual State and af-
forded Russia, Prussia and Austria
an opportunity to partition it
(1772 -1795). The greater part of
Lithuania came under Russia, and
the smaller part was appropriated
by Prussia, The Vienna Congress
of 1815 conferred on the Russian

The Church of St. Anna in Vilnius
built in 16 century. It is one of the best
examples of Gothic architecture in Eastern
Europe.
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Tsars the title of Grand Dukes of
Lithuania, which passed from Tsar
to Tsar down to Nicholas II. The
main incentive to partition was the
prospect of plunder and an op-
portunity to share it. This shame-
ful transaction in modern history
bears the taint of anti-social guilt.
It should be remembered, as Joseph
Conrad says, that in the second
half of the eighteenth century there
were two centers of progressive
ideas on the Continent of Europe:
One was France; the other Poland
and Lithuania, The educated clas-
ses of Poland and Lithuania were
permeated with the humanitarian
ideas of French and English liter-
ature. There was a Diet and an
elective Monarchy; the universities
of Vilnius and Warsaw were im-
portant centers of culture. The
liberal complexion of Lithuanian
and Polish institutions was natural-
ly, therefore, distasteful to auto-
cratic Russia, Prussia and Austria,
who decided to eliminate the out-
posts of liberal and democratic
ideas by partitioning the Polish -
Lithuanian Commonwealth among
themselves.

Under Russian Rule

Lithuania’s subjection to Russia
lasted 120 years, i.e. from 1795 to
1915, when the German armies oc-
cupied the country. This interval
coincides with perhaps the darkest
period in earlier Lithuanian his-
tory. Yet, Lithuania never lost
hope of regaining her freedom and
independence. Such hopes were re-
vived when Napoleon crossed Lithu-
ania in 1812 on his way to Russia.
With the defeat of Napoleon the
grip of Tsarist Russia grew tighter.
In 1831 and 1863 open rebellions
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took place and were ruthlessly sup-
pressed. In 1832 the university of
Vilnius was closed. In 1840 the
Lithuanian Statute (an elaborate
system of laws first codified in
1529) was abolished and Russian
law substituted. The Lithuanian
language was banished from the
schools; officials were sent from
Russia, and by a special decree it
was forbidden even to use the name
“Lithuania’; in its stead, Russia
imposed the style of the “North-
West Provinces.”

In 1865 the infamous edict pro-
hibiting the printing of Lithuanian
books and newspapers in Latin
characters was put into force and
lasted for 40 years. It failed, how-
ever, to prevent the smuggling into
the country of Lithuanian litera-
ture printed abroad, especially in
Prussian Lithuania and the U.S.A.

An interesting phase of the na-
tional renaissance movement, uni-
versally known as ‘“The Auszra
(Dawn) Period,” takes its name
from the publication so styled, for
which the great Lithuanian patriot,
the late Dr. Jonas Basanavicius,
was chiefly responsible.

During the Russo-Japanese war
fresh hopes arose of regaining in-
dependence, and in 1905, a Lithu-
anian Convention held in Vilnius
and attended by 2,000 delegates of
all classes demanded Home Rule.

Deal with the faults of others as
gently as with your own.

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Do You Make These Common Mistakes About
Money?

Do you think that buying is al-
ways cheaper than renting? Or
that readymade foods always cost
more than if you prepare them
yourself? Or that a classy Bourbon
is more expensive than a plain
blend ?

All these ideas are incorrect. And
it’s because of misconceptions like
these that many people lose money
when they try to save it!

Here are seven mistakes many
people make, and advice on how to
avoid them:

1. They shop too often. A home-
maker should shop only about once
a week. Reason: you'll have more
time to plan your purchasing, and
you'll make fewer snap decisions.
Besides, you'll go in for more
economical bulk buying. And you'll
get a better—and perhaps startling
— estimate of how much you really
spend.

2. They are fooled by appear-
ances. You pay more for a boneless
roast, but it actually saves you
money in the long run. You'd think
you pay more for ready-made cakes
and pies, but they actually cost you
less than if you bought all ingre-
dients yourself. (Reason: you can’t
buy the minimum of the ingre-
dients you need.)

And, in buying canned fruit, the
weight may not indicate the amount
of fruit inside, but only that very
heavy syrup is used.

3. They don’t anticipate their
needs. Psychologists have proven
that people will buy too many food-

stuffs if they are hungry. And
commonsense indicates that if you
shop when you absolutely must
have something — say, tires — you
won’t compare prices and pay at-
tention to quality. Always buying
things on a hand-to-mouth basis
costs you the savings you might
get during bargain days.

4, They buy before comsidering
renting. If you wax your floors
only twice a year, it is probably
more economical to rent a waxing
machine than to buy one. But, con-
sidering the upkeep costs of an
automobile, renting may not be as
wise as going by bus. What you
must compare is: the renting
charge—and the cost of the ap-
liance, its service and repair
charges, its frequency of use, and
its life expectancy.

5. They pay for what they can do
themselves. Nobody is born a Mr.
Fix-It. And anybody can learn how.
Purchasing a handbook on house-
hold or auto repair can reap divi-
dends. Examples: if your window
sticks, try waxing the grooves be-
fore calling a glazier. If you drain-
pipe leaks, cover it with wet plaster
and cloth, tie it with a string, and
let it dry. If your floor creaks, fill
the cracks with talcum powder,
then shellac the floor.

6. They are fooled by guarantees.
A guarantee doesn’t always do
that. Sometimeg it will have in-
structions you must follow to make
the warranty good. And occasional-
ly, the cut-off time is unrealistic.
Your best guarantee is a well-known
