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An Independent Nation’s Achievements

Ptal't 7/

It may be asserted without
fear of instructed contradiction
that during little more than tw)
decades of independent life the re-
suscitated Lithuanian State made
great progress in almost every
sphere of constructive activity,
and in doing so overcame difficul-
ties which at first sight might
have appeared well nigh insupera-
ble... It may therefore be empha-
tically stated that this record of
achievement all along the line af-
fords the most conclusive proof of
wise statesmanship in key posi-
tions which, despite occasional do-
mestic dissensions, succeeded in
largely eradicating the survivals
of deliberate Muskovite obscuran-
tism bent on retarding nationa] ad-
vancement. Thanks to these inde-
fatigable efforts, almost indepen-
dently of external aid, Lithuania
speedily emerged from the slough
into which earlier Russian misrule
had plunged her, and was already
beginning to garner the fruits of
enlightened policy in the cultural
and economic spheres when the se-
cond World War again involved
her in universal catastrophe,

Lack of space will not permit
exhaustive enumeration of the suc-
cessive steps and measures respon-
sible for what was thus accom-
plished. It should, however, be men-
tioned that the introduction of
agrarian reform soon after the re-
covery of independence converted
Lithuania from a country of great
landowners into one of smallhold-
ers, hardworking farmers directly

interested in the national well-
being.

The Government promoted the
transition from grain culture to
stockbreeding and dairy-farming,
based upon large-scale coopera-
tives whose initiative and enter-
prise stimulated the expansion of
foreign trade. Thus production was
steadily increasing; a stable curren-
cy had been introduced and main-
tained with a central Emission
Bank (the Bank of Lithuania); the
State Budgets were uniformly ba-
lanced.

Hand in hand with these basic
changes in the country’s national
economy signal advances were also
made in the sphere of social servi-
ces which were virtually non-ex-
istent under former Russian rule.
Measures concerning the care of
children, the sick, accidental in-
jury, unemployment and destitu-
tion, national health and sanitation
were rapidly developed. The prog-
ress of the country was such that
the general standard of well-being
steadily rose. In short, during
twenty years of free and indepen-
dent life the country succeeded,
not only in clearing away the de-
bris of the 1914-1920 wars, but
also in elevating itself to an incom-
parably higher level in every re-
spect than when it was under alien
domination.

Cultural Progress

Very much the same progres-
sive spirit and enthusiasm were
manifested in the sphere of culture,

sedulously fostered and encou-
raged by successive governments.

The spread of education, deli-
berately impeded by the former
reactionary Russian regime, was
rapid. Elementary education, with
classes in agricultural science, be-
came compulsory. There were ap-
proximately 2,560  elementary
schools annually attended by about
292,000 pupils. There were also
ypecial agricultural schools, private
and Government. The first univer-
sity in Lithuania was founded in
Vilnius as far back as 1579. The
Kaunas University, established af-
ter World War I, was attended by
over 4,000 students.

There was a flourishing State
Opera and Drama, an art school
and a conservatory of music at
Kaunas, and annual song festivals
upon an immense scale attractec
a vast concourse of listeners, not
a few beyond the national boun-
daries.

And withal, the national leaders

never lost sight of the wisdom of
the adage, mens sana in corpore
sano. The central administration
included a Chamber of Physical
Culture,. and some years before
World War II, a sumptuous insti-
tute of physical culture, affording
facilities for most modern sports
and games, was erected upon a
picturesque site in the Kaunas
suburbs. Ambitious schemes of
reconstruction designed to eradi-
cate the vestiges of havoc wrought
by the war of 1914-1918 had already
accomplished wonders in the realm
of social amenities. Thus the pro-
visional capital Kaunas, which un-
der earlier Russian rule had been
little better than a drab and color-
less garrison town, was transform-

ed into an attractive administrative
center boasting numerous modern
buildings which would have done
credit to a city many times larger.

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dated by no one else.

Tragic consequences to which steady dating can and often does
lead are:

a. Intimacies, forbidden outside of marriage, to which the growing

physical attraction easily leads.

b. Premature and immature marriages due to the unwillingness of

the persons to wait until a prudent marriage is possible.

In view of this, steady dating may not be taken up simply as a
form of recreation and amusement.

Parents have the obligation to provide adequate education in
matters of sex, especially in its purpose and morality, and to promote
wholesome opportunities for group activities among young teen agers,
in order to remove, as far as possible, the above-named dangers.

On the subject of dating, BOTH adults and teens cooperating to

form a definite code, agreed:

1. Steady dating limits choice of friends, and is morally dangerous.

2. Steady dating will not be permitted to high school students,
with the possible exception of Seniors. In the case of Seniors,
steady dating will be permitted by parents only when they and
the teen agers are willing to think of marriage as possible and
prudent within a short time after high school graduation.

3. Single dates are discouraged for Freshmen and Sophomores.
Group activities are recommended for all, even for Juniors and
Seniors.

4. Young people should be instructed at an early age that steady
dating is related to a possible and prudent marriage. Moreover,
they should not be thrust into activities that promote steady
dating before it is proper.

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Two Thousand Years Of Mental Illness

Such unkind terms — and who
has never heard or been guilty of us-
ing them ?—as ‘“nuts”—"bats in the
belfry”’—*“screws loose,” are wise-
ly being discontinued as the public
learns that the severly neurotic or
psychotic patient is just as ill as
the patient who suffers from some
organic disorder. The American
public now knows that menta] dis-
ease is a matter for medical treat-
ment, just as is pneumonia, tuber-
culosis or any other serious disease.

Have we ever noticed how many
old asylums were centrally located
in a city or town? They were built
either a few miles or many miles
away, and almost forgotten as
were those who existed within
their walls. And what did we
picture the insane asylum to be?
A comfortable country estate? If
we ever gave it a thought, the in-
sane asylums of the past were cold,
ugly, dirty, dreary places. Neither
could our imaginations imagine the
overcrowded conditions, the locked
doors, or the faces pressed hard
against the barred windows.
Neither could we hear the screams,
the curses, or the babblings min-
gling with prayers. Nor could we
suspect the cruelties and the cor-
ruption.

Cruelties and corruption actually
existed when superintendents were
politically appointed. But changes
rapidly presented themselves when
those political appointees were re-
placed by qualified competent doc-

tors to run these institutions....
now called mental hospitals, hous-
ing patients of all ages, occupa-
tions, professions, faiths, national-
ities and as many colors of the
skin as we see in this world about
us.

But after two thousand years of
ignorance we are learning. We are
beginning to accept the mental
question, its problems with less
fear now. The American public
“for the first time in the history
of mental illness has become
sophisticated enough to discuss
mental illness.” It is learning about
the important work accomplished
in the state institutions; the medi-
cal achievements in the cure of the
mentally ill, the care involved in
providing comfort for the patients,
and the new psychiatric drugs that
have changed the inside of the
mental hospital from bedlam to
quiet, for many — the institution
is their home until they die.
Everything possible is being done
to help the ill regain their mental
health so that they may have a
more normal life to look forward
to.

It is interesting to note that one-
half of the hospital beds in the
United States are occupied by
mental patients. Nearly 18 million
need treatment and one of every
12 Americans will spend part of
his life in a mental hospital. This
does not mean that mental dis-
orders are more prevalent than
physical illnesses, but that mental
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disease is generally more difficult
to cure and therefore requires hos-
pitalization for a longer period of
time. Compared to other mental
hospitals world-wise, the 207 hos-
pitals in the United States are the
finest in the world, but they still
lack necessary equipment and
money. The wards are still over-
crowded; the aged chronics are
still there by the thousands; the
hospital staffs are short on doc-
tors, nurses, therapists and at-
tendants. The expense of new and
expanded facilities to remedy this
gituation is tremendous. But if new
equipment were provided, psychia-
trists psychologists and other staff
personnel would still be lacking.
The new tranquillizing drugs en-
able an institution to discharge
patients into the community faster
than ever before, but the “rise in
admigsion is attributed to two
factors: 1) Mental illness is now
detected earlier, and the patients
are seeking help before it is too
late. 2) Tension arising from com-
plex, competitive rush of modern-
day living, the ‘rat-race’, some-
times lead to mental breakdown.”
And Marijuana, the modern “As-
sassin of Youth” sends many young
people to the mental hospitals.
How much the drugs have ac-
tually accomplished is not exactly
known, but there is a general feel-
ing among the doctors, scientists,
experts and authorities, that the
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drugs have at least changed the
atmosphere in the mental hospital.
In the past, doors were never left
unlocked, now with the patient’s
moods kept under control by these
drugs, doors in some wards are
left unlocked and patients are free
to stroll into the yard, sun them-
selves, sit with others and make
friends — all of which contributes
to a more normal life, although
certain patients must still be con-
fined for their own and society’s
protection. The institutions no
longer appear like prisons since
bars have been removed from the
windows.

For several years therapy class-
es have been conducted by doctors
and psychologists and considerable
progress has been made. These are
discussion groups to encourage
patients gathered there to discuss
their grievances, patient-problems
or whatever is on their minds, A
patient who had not once spoken
in the 15 years she was an inmate
of a hospital, was still silent at
the first session she attended, but
during the second class she became
articulate and contributed to the
discussions. Another patient who
was never permitted to leave the
hospital, in the same number of
years she was there, is now at
home. Tranquillizing drugs may
have helped them tremendously.
