FROM THE MINUTES OF 50 YEAR BOOK COMMITTEE
MEETING HELD FEB. 20, 1964

All matters pertaining to the
book were discussed. Mrs. Zilis re-
ported that she and Mrs. Leone
made personal visits to “Draugas”
and Morkunas, and tentatively we
are considering Morkunas. “Drau-
gas” quoted $25.00 per page for
100 copes, $35.00 per page for 2000
copies, plus extra charges for cuts.
Morkunas quoted $10.00 per page
(regardless of the amount of co-
pies), with no extra charge for
cuts, but he desires free rein in
printing the book. He felt our 25
year book could not be considered
a work of art and he feels sure he
could do a better job. He is willing
to submit samples of his work.

Mrs, Leone reported that Mr.
Morkunas referred her to Karvelis,
a book store, where she looked over
a number of books publishing by
Mr. Morkunas and was indeed im-
pressed by the lay-out, print used,
headings and general presentation.
She further reported that she re-
checked with Mr. Morkunas by
'phone and he reaffirmed the bid
of $10.00 per page that he added
the price quoted was for an excel-
lent grade of paper; should we de-

cide on a cheaper grade of paper,
he would do the job for as low as
$6.00 per page.

Mrs. Sakalas declined the
chairmanship. Since Mrs. Murray
accepted to remain as technical ad-
visor, Mrs. Donna Zilis accepted the
chairmanship. She pledged to do
her best but requested that all
committee members cooperate. The
National Board members promised
to help in whatever way they are
needed, Mrs. Zilis was authorized
to delegate the duties required of
her committees members.
