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HAS OUR YOUTH NO NEED FOR SCHOLARSHIP ASSISTANCE?

Many, many years ago, a high school student was offered (offered,
is the word) a liberal scholarship to continue further studies in any school
of his/her choice. The unexpected financial blessing was regretfully re-
fused because the student’s parent felt be was capable of financing his
childs ambitions for further learning; that it was a sad reflection upon
him as a progressive Lithuanian parent to accept “charity” from an un-
known source; and he was personally responsible for his childrens edu-
cation in this new free world.

An unconditional scholarship in those days was a confusing and
mixed-up word to them. It was unknown in Lithuania where they were
born, and where “no one got something for nothing!” It was impossible
for them to accept a sholarship from any source with no demands for
future payments. Here they were masters of themselves, directors of their
families, affairs, and wanted help from no one. A most commendable
native Lithuanian spirit — determined to progress and succeed in its
choice of life and their families well-being, physically and mentally, but
thru their own efforts and hard work with no help from “outsiders.”

Nowadays, a scholarship is a gift — a generous, kind-hearted gift
pooled together from unselfish and sympathetic hearts who want only
to help those students, in some small measure, to seek further knowledge
and thereby bring credit upon a heritage of dignity, greatness and pride.

True, some scholarship requirements are more stringent that others,
questioning family background, its resources, how many cars in the fam-
ily, a parent’s salary, and if there is a television set in the home and how
many. Perhaps there is a need for such a personal and material investi-
gation by the donors, but the WOMEN’S ALLIANCE wishes only to help
a student in a warm sisterly way. The Women’s Alliance offers $100 for
a student’s good grades and qualifications — a generous sum for a little
paper work on the part of student, school and indorser.

A boy or girl must, work a good part of a summer to save that a-
mount for entrance fees, books and other essentials, Have we no children
or grandchildren within the Alliance family who want assistance? Do
families still mistrust the word ‘“scholarship” and want no part of it for
their children in these days of increased tuition costs? Or are we all pos-
sessors of great wealth so there is no need for a scholarship assistance?

A boy or girl standing high scholastically merits encouragement
thru financial aid from the Women’s Alliance who is interested in the
youths progress. We need intelligent and educated youth to carry on that
vital Lithuanian spirit and pride of achievement that our fathers and
mothers brought with them from Lithuania. We are lax as parents to
deprive our youth all available means of financial aid... generously given.
