THE STORY OF CAPTIVE LITHUANIA

AEn Informal Survey By
Joseph Kajeckas, Charge d’affaires a. i.,, Washington, D.C.

Part 3

Subsequent to the occupation on
June 15, 1940, a number of tactics
were employed by the Soviets to
complete the subjugation of Lithu-
ania and try to make it look legal.
Let us review the highlights of
these tactics.

First of all, on June 16 the spe-
cial Soviet emissary, V.G. Dekano-
zov, arrived in Lithuania. He was
entrusted with the task of forming
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a new Lithuanian government and
of preparing the incorporation of
Lithuania into the Soviet Union.
The Lithuanian President, Mr. Sme-
tona, left the country, because he
was unwilling to be used to legalize
acts destroying Lithuanian inde-
pendence. On the following day,
June 17, the Prime Minister was
forced to resign and designate Pa-
leckis, the Soviet nominee, as Prime
Minister, whereupon Paleckis as-
sumed the duties of the presidency



on the completely fictitious pretext
that the President’s leaving the
country constituted his resignation.
Then, on June 25, the Communist
Party of Lithuania was proclaimed
the only legal party and all other
parties’ activities were suspended.
This all sounds, I know, like a tragic
re-run of an old Laurel and Hardy
slapstick movie, but these were the
illegal, contrived lengths to which
the aggressor went to make a sham
process sound plausibly legal.

The next act in the farce were
the mock elections to the so-called
People’s Diet conducted in July. My
own interpretation of this phase
was perhaps best stated long ago
by the founder of the Communist
Russian state, Nikolai Lenin, who
said the following:

“If a small or weak nation is not
accorded the right to decide the
form of its political existence by a
free vote — implying the complete
withdramal of the troops of the
incorporating... nation — then the
incorporation is an annexation, that
is, an arbitrary appropriation of a
foreign country, an act of vio-
lence.”

Yet, the elections were of a type
which has come to be considered
typically Soviet. A newly concocted
electoral law provided for only a
single list of candidates, to be no-
minated by the Communist Party.
As to the conduct of the actual
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elections, I might quote what Pro-
fessor Savory said in the British
House of Commons on May 23,
1943: “The radio, under threats,
exhorted the electors to go and
vote, and even those who did not
listen to the radio were brought to
the polling booths and forcibly
made to vote. Now, the Soviet Re-
public is always to be praised for
marvelous staff work; but on this
occasion, there was an unfortunate
hitch because the results of these
Baltic elections were published, by
an unlucky oversight, in the London
press before the count had been com-
pleted.” According to other reports,
I might add, the London publica-
tion took place 24 hours before the
polls were closed. As to the signi-
ficance of these elections, one of
the great authorities on interna-
tional law, Professor Lapradelle,
commented as follows: “Never be-
fore had an occupying power ar-
ranged general elections in an oc-
cupied country in order to create
an elective parliament charged with
the prescribed task of voting for
the incorporation of their own
country in the occupying one.” And
right on schedule, the illegally
elected puppet parliament voted to
petition for the incorporation of
Lithuania into the Soviet Union,
and the Supreme Soviet obliged by
its acceptance.

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THE HISTORY
OF THE CROSS

You see it in churches. It adorng
monuments, flags, and heroes’ med-
als. Six million listeners of an in-
ternationally known radio broad-
cast wear it as an emblem in their
lapels.

But few people know the fasci-
nating story behind the symbol of
the cross.

Centuries before Christ died, it
was a symbol widely known
throughout the ancient world. The
Egyptians called it “canob,” after
a T-shaped instrument wused to
measure the annual rise of the Nile
on whose bounty the life of the
nation depended. For other nations
of the East, it was an “urani,” and
took the shape of two pieces of
wood with handles. By rubbing the
two sticks together, the ancients
kindled sacred fire.

As early ag 1225 B. C., Greek
worshippers of Bacchus offered
that god cakes of flour with a fig-
ure of the cross imprinted on them.
The swastika, or twisted cross,
which became a symbol of terror in
the 20th Century, appears on the
oldest medallions of the Buddhists
and was a mystical good omen in
many Hindu sects.

The cross was used as an instru-
ment of national punishment in the
time of Abraham. As a gallows, it
was familiar to the Egyptians, Af-
ricans, Macedonians, Greeks and
Romans. To various peoples it has

meant a symbol of eternal life,
productive power, or the life-giving
qualities of the sun.

For Christians around the world,
the cross is a symbol of their faith.
It was on a Roman cross at Gol-
gotha where Christ died, only to
rise again three days later, so that,
according to the Bible, “whosoever
believeth in Him should not perish
but have everlasting life.”

In their days of persecution,
faithful believers used the cross as
a secret pass-sign, later wore it on
their foreheads as a means of re-
cognition. In 312 A. D. the Roman
Emperor Constantine was inspired
by a vision of the cross in the
heavens to abolish crucifixion as a
capital punishment and to venerate
the cross as a symbol on the coin
of the realm.

The early Christians portrayed
Christ as the Good Shepherd,
sometimes carrying a cross instead
of a crook. From this evolved the
custom of representing His people
as sheep or lambs. By the end of
the 6th century, the first form of
crucifix showed the Lamb rep-
resented on the cross itself. Cruci-
fixes came to be widely distributed
by the Church as aids to devotion.

In 726 A. D. Emperor Leo II of
Turkey, prohibited reverence to
icons and images. His son Constan-
tine V subsequently outlawed every
image of Christ and the saints. De-

23
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spite decrees, the monks and people
persisted in their veneration of the
cross. The historic Second Council
of Nicea, a conference of bishops,
in 787 A. D. restored images as
symbols of worship, stating: “For
as often as they are seen in their
pictoral representations, people
who look at them are ardently lift-
ed up to the memory and love of
the originals.”

The cross wag the badge of a
crusade in 1095, and became the
emblem of the medieval military
religious order of the Knights of
Templars,

In the New World, the Spaniards
conquered New Spain in the name
of the cross. But they were asto-
nished to find the holy emblem
of their own faith already the ob-
ject of worship in the temples of
the Aztecs. Colossal stone monu-
ments throughout Mexico attest to
an Indian civilization which adored
crosses similar in design to the
Greek, Latin and Maltese forms.

The cross of Lorraine, which
Joan of Arc wore into battle, be-
came General Charles de Gaulle’s
symbol in leading the French re-
sistance movement during World
War II. A Swiss welfare agency
which adopted as its emblem a red
cross on a white field — reversing
the color scheme in the Swiss flag

— in 1864 organized a conference
to help the sick and wounded sol-
diers of the world. 16 nations at-
tended and established the inter-
national Red Cross.
Kinds of Crosses

The simple Latin cross, with an
upright and single shorter transon,
is the commonest. With two tran-
soms it is called a patriarchal
cross; with three, a papal cross. A
cross widely used by Slavs and
others of KEastern rites, has two
transoms and a slanting crosspiece
below. The Greek cross has equal
arms. St. Andrew’s cross is like an
X; The Celtic, or Iona, cross bears
a circle, the center of which is the
crossing. The Maltese cross and the
swastica are still more elaborate.
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
