America’s Outstanding Young Women

Is being young and a woman a
handicap to achievement ?

A growing chorus of altos and
sopranos can answer with a ringing
“No!” More and more often, in a
variety of challenging and demand-
ing fields, young women are reach-
ing the top while they are still in
their twenties, or even their teens.

The list includes Suzanne Farrell,
at 19 a principal dancer in the New
York City Ballet, Lesley Ann War-
ren, also 19, and already a star of
television and Broadway, Anne Ty-
ler, a 24-year- old writer with two
published and highly acclaimed
novels to her credit, and Marian
Elizabeth Wright, who at 26 holds
down the awesomely responsible
job of NAACP Legal Defense Fund
Attorney in Mississippi, handling a
docket of literally hundreds of cases
pending before the Federal Court.

Many career girls have won
nationwide recognition among the
very people who can benefit from
their success stories: their contem-
poraries in the 18-30 age group.
Mademoiselle, a  nationally-cir-
culated magazine with a large
readership in this age bracket, has
for 22 years issued annual Merit
Awards to outstanding young wo-
men,

The Merit Award winners for
1965 are a particularly talented and
energetic lot. Actress Lesley Ann
Warren scored a personal triumph
in the Broadway musical Drat! the
Cat! Describing her performance as
the lissome “cat burglar,” influential
threatre critic Walter Kerr fairly

rhapsodied: “She is entrancing
when she moves, entrancing when
she hesitates, entrancing when she
smokes the fiercest cigarette since
Scarface was a boy...”

Rave reviews of another sort have
gone to novelist Anne Tyler. With
the publication of her first novel,
If Morning Ever Comes, she was
hailed by critic Orville Prescott as
being among those “who seem to be
born knowing how” to write good
fiction.” Her second novel, The Tin
Can Tree, also greeted with enthu-
siasm by the critics, was published
just last autumn — at about the
same time the young writer's first
child, a girl, was born. Her husband,
Tagi Modaressi, is an Iranian me-
dical student who plans to take her
back to his country to live — there-
by furnishing his spouse, no doubt,
with the stuff of future fascinating
novels.

Lawyer Marian Elizabeth Wright,
another 1965 Merit Award winner,
is one of the few women — and the
only Negro woman — ever admit-
ted to the Mississippi Bar. A gradua-
te of Yale Law School, the busy
young NAACP counsel still finds
time to promote community anti-
poverty programs and organize
schools with qualified Negro teach-
ers.

Ballerina Suzanne Parrell, also
honored by Mademoiselle, received
prior recognition as the youngest
star in the ballet ‘firmament when,
at the age of 18, she danced the role
of Dulcinea in George Balanchine’s
recent work, Don Quixote, Until she
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was 12, she thought of ballet les-
sons as just “something to do after
school.” But at 15, she was audi-
tioned and accepted Balanchine’s
American Ballet School — and her
career acquired the whirlwind mo-
mentum of one of her own pirouet-
tes.

The magazine also gave a collec-
tive award to the Metropolitan Ope-
ra National Company, a remarkable
new group of 130 people whose
average age is 26, and who by the
end of their first season will have
traveled some 25,000 miles to bring
nearly 250 performances to some 70
cities in the United States and Cana.-
da. The company has a double im-
portance — giving an unprecedent-
ed opportunity to young singers
while bringing live, first-rate pro-
fessional opera to many cities which
never before had a chance to enjoy
it.

Madeimoselle’s annual  Merit
Awards, bestowed in recognition
both of past accomplishments and
future potential are international in
scope. French fashion designer Em-
manulle Khanh, Italian movie act-
ress Monica Vitti, and Soviet wo-
man-in-space Valentina Tereshkova
are among those who have recieved
awards in past years.

Some of the young achievers re-
cognized by Mademoiselle are as
famous as musical star Barbra
Streisand, folk singer Joan Baez
and actress Elizabeth Montgomery,
star of the TV comedy series Be-
witched. Others, perhaps unknown
to the general public, have made
names as physicists, insurance
actuaries, space mathematicians,
fashion directors, teachers and
social workers.
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The progress of young women
in many fields explodes a few time-
honored myths. One is the inevit-
able conflict between home life
and career. Many of the Mademoi-
selle award winners, for example,
are happily married and quite a few
have children. Another stereotype,
that of the hard-bitten, unfeminine
career woman, fails to hold up.
The girls are an exceptionally chic
and attractive lot, who speak soft-
ly and seem to carry no stick at
all (or axe to grind).

What can women learn from the
feminine successs stories being
written every day? A few general
yuidelines emerge:

Don’t write yourself off. Many
girls assume they can gain top
jobs in “a man’s world”. Successful
young women don’t batter their
heads against stone walls, but they
do know how to spot opportunities
that others may not see. Anne
Payne Cowley, a 1964 Merit Award
winner and, at 27, the only woman
on the faculty of the University
of Chicago’s top-rated Astronomy
Department, went into astronomy
despite its traditional hostility to
women. She sees enormous career
potential in a field that will grow
light-years in importance as the
space age progresses.

Don’t fear to be different. You
won’t advance if you don’t, in some
way, stand out from the crowd.
New Yorker critic Renata Adler,
a 1964 Merit Award winner, has
views which set her apart from
many others in her field; recently
she caused a stir by suggesting
that “too much of today's criticism
proceeds from the idea that critics
should talk while art listens.”



Have the right kind of nerve.
What's needed is a quiet self-as-
surance, such as that displayed by
young French designer Emmanuel-
le Khanh. A former fashion model,
she tired of showing off clothes for
Balenciaga and Givenchy, and dared
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morous apprenticeship. Even the
youngest success in many a moon,
swimming champ Donna de Varo-
na, a Merit Award winner last year
at 17, trained for Olympic com-
petition since the age of ten!
During those years, she averaged

Hard work does pay
off. With few exceptions, the girl

Whether you require special advanc-
ed training or simply more good
hard work to get ahead, you'd best
take the plunge. But if you do,
who knows? Yours may be the
next success story to convince
young women that it can, indeed,
be done,
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Next year may well be a happier experience for you and your family
if you ring out a few of your old ways you are dissatisfied with,
and ring in some constructive changes.

MAKE THESE NEW YEAR’S RESOLUTIONS

Will the new year be a happier
experience for you than the preced-
ing twelve months?

The answer will undoubtedly not
depend on your success in keeping
such good resolutions as “Must lose
weight” or “Join more social acti-
vities.” Human relations experts —
psychologists and clergymen —
have pinpointed six major ideas in
which many people’s attitudes need
changing.

Make your goals more realistic.
Success and failure are not objecti-
ve, say psychologists; they are
highly subjective, highly personal
states of mind. In a long study of
housewives and businessmen, Dr.
Pauline Sears of the University of
California found that the ones who
felt unsuccessful were those who
had set their goals either too high
or too low.

According to Dr. David Atkinson
of Yale University, being successful
involves three needs: 1) the need
for idealism, to keep our aims high
enough for self-respect; 2) the need
for realism, to make our goals con-
form with life as it is; 3) the need
to tolerate frustration, avoiding a
feeling of failure by recognizing
that “falls are part of the race.”

Drs. Atkinson and Sears agree
that it is better for most people to
lower their sights, at least tempo-
rarily: accomplish these aims and
then go on to higher, but still realis-
tic, goals.

Master your anxiety. If you wor-
ry about everything from paying
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your bills to threat of nuclear war,
you have plenty of company — so
much, in fact, that one of the na-
tion’s top magazines recently de-
voted a cover story to “The Anxious
Age.” Psychiatrists and psycholo-
gists have a word — the German
term Angst — for the feelings of
fear, anxiety and anguish they ob-
serve in so many people.

What is the cause — and the
solution? According to Dr. Oswald
Hoffmann, whose weekly addres-
ses on The Lutheran Hour are heard
by 30 million people around the
world, the problem comes about be-
cause “For many people, God has
vanished, and there is no one to
take His place. People cannot dis-
tinguish right from wrong because
a God is not there to provide the
standards. People do not even know
what makes them men because they
have denied the God who made
them. Not knowing what to do or
what not to do, they fall quite na-
turally into a restless sea of anxie-
ty, uncertainly and fear.”

Improve your understanding of
others. Dr. Kurt Lewin, the famous
Iowa University psychologist, ad-
vises that we try to imagine what
the other person’s duties or job re-
quires to gain an “inside” view of
what he is feeling.

Dr. Neal Cameron, Tufts College
psychologist, takes a similar view.
He observes that all actions should
be balanced or cooperative: for in-
stance, when one person talks, the
other listens; when one carries-a



load, the other opens the door.
These are simple examples; more
complex kinds of cooperation —
between husband and wife, boss and
employee — are possible only when
we think about the other person’s
role, and try to help him fulfill it.

Re-examine your attitudes toward
criticism. There would be fewer hurt
feelings — even, in many instances,
fewer hurt careers — if more peo-
ple view criticism as an opportunity
rather a threat.

According to psychologists, when
a person criticizes you, it some-
times means that he’s taken an ac-
tive interest in you! In any case,
the mature, well-adjusted person
will seek to benefit from even un-
fair criticism — looking for the
grain of truth in it and asking him-
self what he can learn from it —
instead of frantically mobilizing his
defenses to fight it.

When you are doing the criticiz-
ing, remember that your remarks
will be better received if you find
something to commend first.

Strengthen family ties. Though
the resolution to spend more time
with the family is a common one,
very often it’s the quality and not
the quantity of time spent together
that could stand improvement., An
evening of joint TV-watching, with
all eyes glued to the screen and
conversation limited to monosyl-
lables, hardly fosters togetherness.

Time spent together may be more
enjoyable, and family projects may
increase in frequency, if you accept
family members — and your oc-
casionally negative feelings toward
them — realistically, The Lutheran
Hour speaker has observed that
children often make themselves
hard to love. Parents, on the other
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hand, lay down rules they do not
observe — and then react with pain
when they are imitated instead of
obeyed. Recognizing much common
sources of friction can give you a
head start toward overcoming them.

Face up to what’s bothering you.
Guilt feelings are universal; every.
one who has a conscience is sorry for
something he has done or left un-
done. Repressed guilt wreaked
havoc thousands of years before
Freud described its unhealthy con-
sequences: “When I declared not my
sin,” said King David, “my body
wasted away through my groaning
all day long.” (Psalm 32:3, RSV)

The first step, and both psycholo-
gists and clergymen will tell you,
is to bring these uncomfortable
feelings out into the open. Admit
to yourself, even if to no one else,
that you have fallen painfully short
of being the person you'd like to be
— then, seek a solution.

None of these resolutions is easy.
But if you tackle even one or two
of them, you may find each year a
“Happier New Year’” than the one
that went before.
