Paprastai | Kristy Zilirima kaipo
i Mokytoja, Stebiikladarj, geraji Sa-
marietj, ISganytojg, PrikryZiuotaji,
pasislépusj Eucharistijoje, bet re-
tai, kaipo j Karaliy, kuriam priva-
lome reiksti visiskg klusnumg, gar-
be ir ryzta su juomi testi iSgany-
mo darbg.

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Catching Up On Summer-Time Activities

Although our magazine was not published during July and August,
your editor’s mailbox was filled with various press releases, correspon-
dence, bulletins, announcements and post cards. It was interesting to
note that heat and humidity did not deter the Lithuanian communities
from action.

The most outstanding function was the Lithuanian Folk Dance Festi-
val sponsored by the Lithuanian American Community, Inc., which took
place at the International Amphitheatre in Chicago on July 7. Over
11,000 people assembled to observe 1200 young Lithuanian dancers per-
form traditional Lithuanian folk dances, some dating back to the 14th
century. The young people came from all parts of the United States,
Canada and Scuth America. Many of their costumes were designed
and handwoven from patterns of their great, great, grandparents. May-
or Richard J. Daley issued an official proclamation designating July
5th, 6th, and 7th, as Lithuanian Youth days in Chicago, and each dance
group received an official invitation to be guests of the City of Chicago
that weekend. Unlike the unwanted element that invaded the city late
in August, our Lithuanian youth impressed everyone not only with
their large repertoire of dances, but their charm and good manners
throughout the entire weekend. We are indeed proud of them and thankful
to all the committeees, teachers, musical directors, parents and interested
adults, who began planning this monumental accomplishment many, ma-
ny months before and saw it through to a successful conclusion. This
was one of the highlight events planned to honor the 50th year of
Lithuanian’s Proclamation of Independence.

CASUAL Darius — Girenas Memorials

COMMENT Most of our Lithuanian communities paid
homage to two great Lithuanians, Capt. Steven
Darius and Stanley Girenas, marking the 35th
anniversary of their deaths. Trans—Atlantic
&5 flights in 1933 were headlining events, and so was
the epic light of the ‘“Lituanica”, which took
off from Floyd Bennett Field on July 15, 1933,
successfully crossed the wide Atlantic, only to
rash in Soldin, Germany, 100 miles from its
lestination — Kaunas, Lithuania.

The chief aim of Darius and Girenas was

to help prove that the Atlantic could be safely
spanned by air even in a gingle-engine plane.

Their other objective was to demonstrate that Lithuanians could com-
pete in this new method of adventure and travel. Their deaths caused
grief not only among their own nationals, but throughout the world.

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NEW HORIZONS IN ADULT EDUCATION

NEW YORK (NAPS) — Forty
million adults, with money to learn
are on their way back to school.
Most will take courses that range
from arts to Zen. Some will go to
play — marketing games, that is!

Adult education is a relatively
new concept in the long history of
learning. English workers swallow-
ed up by the Industrial Revolution
during the late 19th century may
have attended the first night school.

As the United States grew, work-
ing men and women viewed educa-
tion as a stepping stone to advance-
ment in an expanding technological
society. Some early terms remain
today — with different meanings.
Moonlighting  originally meant
attending one of the Moonlight
Schools set up to teach illiterate
Kentucky mountaineers.

While teaching at Harvard, Ame-
rican philosopher George Santaya-
na remarked: “The difficulty in
education really, is to get expe-
rience out of ideas.” Adult edu-
cation, drawing on the maturity
of its audience, is seeking to use
experience to broach new ideas.
The combination has produced a
unique and stimulating experience.

One modern example: Saleg and
Marketing Executives Internation-
al’'s Graduate School — operating
for two weeks each year on the
Syracuse University campus. Stu-
dents (many of them accomplish-
ed executives) take refresher cours-
es in all aspects of their jobs, such
as advertising and public relations,
price policy, marketing cost analy-

sis, and the philosophy of manage-
ment.,

One marketing executive attend-
ing SME-I's Graduate School of
Sales Management and Marketing
expressed his biggest surprise:

I was looking forward to a relax-
ed two weeks away from work.
Instead, I've never worked so hard
in my life”.

That’s the kind of comment Dean
George L. Herpel, likes to hear.
The two-week course, held every
June, is equal to two college semes-
ters in sales management and
marketing.

“This much education in this
short time is possible because we’re
dealing with men experienced in
management,” Dean Herpel says.
(Average age of students: 43) “We
give them ideas and techniques they
can immediately apply to their
jobs.”

Even wives attend special class-
es. (Sample discussions: why the
executive’s job requires travel,
why transfers are sometimes neces-
sary.)

Exposure of mature minds to
new ideas has created contrast:
adults are returning to school as
vigorously vacation bound children
depart from it! Mothers take cours-
es on new developments in educa-
tion — better to understand child-
ren’s problems. Secretaries rush
from work to class to find out
what’s new in the 15th century.

Whatever each individual reason
for this renewed need to learn, one
thing is sure: you can, indeed,
teach an old dog new tricks!

New White Housye State China Serwce

To the American housewife,
the thrill of serving her family
or guests from new fine china
dinnerware is universal. Mrs.
Lyndon Johnson is no excep-
tion and recently she proudly
displayed a new White House
slt:‘ta china service for the first
time.

Guests at an informal recep-
tion to mark this occasion in-
cluded employees and officials
of the companies involved in
the design and manufacture of
the china as well as represent-
atives of the White House His-
torical Society and the execu-
tive mansion service staff.

The First Lady felt it par-
ticularly fitting that those per-
sons involved with the Ameri-
can-designed and American-
made dining service should be
among the first to view it in its
permanent home in the execu-
tive mansion. Guests included
representatives of Tiffany &
Co., New York; Castleton
China, New Castle, Pa.: Com-
mercial Decal, Mt. Vernon,
N. Y.; and INTERPACE, Par-
sippany, N. J., parent company
of Castleton.

The new presidential service,
purchased by the White House
Historical Society for the peo-
ple of the United States, con-
sists of 216 place settings of
ten individual pieces per set-
ting.

Original designs for the
White House state service were
by Van Day Truex, and the
paintings of flowers for decor-
ations were by Andre Piette,
both of Tiffany & Co.

Most unusual item in the
china service is the entree
plate, which also doubles as
a dessert plate. The center dec-
orations for these plates con-
sist of individual representa-
tions of the state flowers of
the fifty states and the District
of Columbia.-

Basic decorative design of
all pleces is a radiating and
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vaulted pattern of pure gold
dots over the rim areas of the
plates and on the outsides of
the hollow pieces, such as
cups, cream soups and bowls.
Each piece is edged with a
scalloped gold band adjacent
to a band of pink-orange. Wild-
flowers of the Southwest United
States are'also featured in the
rim designs of the service
plates, dinner plates, rim
soups, cups and bowls.

The large service plates de-
pict a flying American eagle
and shield in plate center. The
eagle design was adopted from
a ‘state service acquired for the
executive mansion by President
James Monroe.

Manufacture of the new ser-
vice required six months at
the Castleton plant, utilizing
the skills of more than two
hundred employees in forming,
decorating and firing the ware.

The entire project, through re-
search, designing and manufac-
turing, covered a period of two

and one-half years.

The new china is more in-
formal than previous White
House dinnerware The First
Lady was the principal moti-
vator of the less formal styl-
ing and the Tiffany designers
followed her preferences.
