Déja,
kada Siais ergeliy, vaidy, nesutiki-
my bei prieStaravimy laikais jos pa-
galba labiausiai reikalinga, daugelis
jos vaiky nutole sauvaliauja. Jeigu
ja, geriau paZinty, tikrai jg labiau
pamyléty ir jos klausyty. Juk ji y-
ra misy stiprybé, paguoda ir viltis.

Kartg vaikutis buvo paklaustas,
kur jo namai. PirSteliu rodydamas
i savo modiute ataké: ten, kur ma-

no mamyté gyvena. I panasy klau-
simg ne visi Dievo vaikai teiSdrijs-
ty atsakyti, kad misy namai yra
ten, kur miisy dangiSkoji Motina
gyvena. Kuriy namai ne ten, reikia
susirtpinti, nes iSganymas ateina is
Jézaus per Marija. Lai Sis mano
trumputis ir silpnutis apmgstymeé-
lis nors kiek tepaskatina ‘Motery
Dirvos” skaitytojas prie apaStalavi-
mo, kad nutolusieji geriau paZinty
Kristy ir jo garbingiausigjag Moting
ir miisy globéjg. Juk visiems yra
privalu kuo geriausiai paZinti savo
Sutveéréja, Atpirkéjg ir Dievo Moti-
ng Marija. ‘“Tepasidauginie jums
maloné ir ramybé Dievo ir miisy
VieSpaties Jézaus paZinimu.., kad
su jais pasidarytuméte DieviSkos
prigimties dalininkais, vengdami e-
sandio pasaulyje geidulio pagedi-
mo” (2 Petr. 1, 3-4) sako Sventas
Rastas.

Istremdamas i§ rojaus puiky-
be bei neklusnumu  nusikaltusius
pirmuosius tévus, Dievas pasigailé-
jo Zmonijos ir priZzadéjo atsiysti IS-
ganytoja. PaZady ir  pranaSyséiy
Sviesoje, Zmonija lauké Zadétojo
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Mesijo, gimusio i§ moteriSkés. Mat
gundytojui Dievas buvo pasakes:
“AS§ padarysiu neprietelyste tarp
taves ir moter:skés, tarp tavo ai-
nijos ir jos ainijos: ji sutrins
tavo galva, o tu tykosi jos kulnies”
(Prad. 8, 15).

Bet kas ir koki bus toji moteris-
ké? PranaSas Izaijas pasaké kas
bus tasai ISganytojas ir koki bus jo
motina.

Jis
bus Stebétinas, Pataréjas, Galingas
Dievas, Biisimojo amZiaus Tévas,
Ramybés Kunigaikstis. Jis  sédés
Dovydo soste.., nuo dabar ir per
amzius” (Iz. 9,6). Reigkia, toji mo-
teriSskeé negali biiti paprasta mergai-
té, kad likty “Galingojo Dievo” mo-
tina.

Dievas nuo amziy buvo iSrinkes
Marija, buti jo Stinaus motina. Da-
vé jai Marijos varda, kuris hebrajy
bei araméjy kalbose Miryam reis-
kia ponig, valdove. Apsaugojo ja
nuo gimtosios ir nuo bile kokios ki-
tos nuodémés. Pripildé ja savo ma-
lonémis dar prie§ jos uzgimimg. To-
dél ir Arkangelas Gabrielis, Dievo
siystas pas mergele Marija pra-
bilo: ‘“Sveika, malonés pilnoji,
VieSpats su tavimi; pagirta tu
tarp motery.”

Kristus del mu-
sy zmoniy, dél misy iSganymo,
nuzengé iS dangaus, Sventosios
Dvasios veikimu i§ skaisciausios ir
nekalciausios Mergelés Marijos prié-
mé kiing. O nusiZeminusioji, klus-
nioji Mergelé Marija tapo Kristaus
Motina, neprarasdama savo skais-
¢iosios mergystés. Tos pacios Sven-
tosios Dvasios jkvépta  uzgiedojo
“Magnificat — Mano siela garbina
Viespatj, ir mano dvasia dZiaugiasi
Dievuje, mano ISganytojuje. Nes jis
pazvelgé | savo tarnaités zemumg.
Stai, nuo dabar visos kartos va-
dins mane palaiminta. Nes dideliy
dalyky padaré man Galingas’s, ku-
rio vardas Sventas” (Luk. 1,46-49).

Jos giminaité Elzbieta, Marijos
apsilankymo proga, “pasidaré pilna
Sventosios Dvasios. Ji suSuko dide-
liu balsu ir taré: Pagirta tu tarp
motery ir pagirtas tavo jstios vai-
sius. IS kur man tai, kad mano
VieSpaties Motina ateina pas ma-
ne?” (Luk. 1, 41-43).

Didelis buvo nusiZeminimas Mari-
jos. Bet kas gali suprasti nusiZemi-
nimg To, Kurio pasaulis negali ap-
imti, o buvo uZsidares Marijos Mo-
tinos jscioje?

Paimta } dangy su kiinu ir siela
kartu su angelais ir Sventaisiais,
motiniskos meilés vedama, ripinasi
savo Siinaus broliy bei sesery isga-
nymo reikalais. Ji pati yra isgyve-
nusi zemiskuosius vargus ir sopu-
lius. Zino Zmogaus praZzuties pavo-
jus, todél maldauja iS savo mylimo-
jo Stnaus reikalingy maloniy  vi-
siems, o ypac¢ tiems, kurie } ja krei-
p-asi nuosirdzia malda.

Amerikos atradéjas Kolumbus,
plaukdamas | nezinomg 8alj, savo
laivg pavadino “Santa Maria”. Ant
jo priesakio pakabino Marijos pa-
veikslg. Mes plaukiame per audrin-
g9, pasaulio jara | amzinybe. Mari-
ja yra auSros ir jury zvaigzde,
SviecCianti keleiviams, iSblaskanti
proto tamsybes. Todél tikintieji ant
kaklo pasikabing neSioja  Marijos

medalikeélj. Kas Marija, randa, ‘“ran-
da gyvenimg ir semiasi iSganyma is
VieSpaties” (Patar. 8, 35-36).

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THIS GENERATION'S DESTINY

Julia A. Karpawich

“This generation of Americans
has a rendezvous with destiny,”
said Franklin D. Roosevelt twenty
five years ago. Today, we repeat the
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same words and ask what is this
generation’s destiny? These young
people who are not facing reality
but are regressing, turning to drugs
in order to escape — ‘“to turn
on” “tune in” and ‘“drop out”. From
what are they escaping?

In a survey taken by the Dept. of
Mental Health and the American
Medical Association in Chicago, Ill.,
(1968) the following reasons were
listed:

1. To escape the tensions of a
world in which small wars are com-
monplace and in which the ultimate
nuclear war constantly waits just
over the horizon.

2. To escape the tension of the
pressures that are in them as stu-
dents, who spend more hours in
class and homework, than most
men devote to making a living.

3. To escape from a world filled
with moral problems, ethical pro-
blems, and political problems, from
which there seems to be no solu-
tion.

4. To escape from a world they
apparently believe has abandoned
the pursuit of excellence in human
achievement and human relation-
ships in favor of a greater accumu-
lation of wealth and development of
material comforts and conveni-
ences.

Incredible to adults, this youth
seeks an escape from their environ-
ment and personal life they con-
sider to be drab and meaningless.
We adults who have seen hard
times have done an admirable job of



mismanagement: providing  our
children with all the material things
we did not have. High school stu-
dents of today have their own cars,
hi-fi, stereo, television sets, charge
accounts and in addition, a gener-
ous bank account. Todays luxuries
are taken for granted by the young
and considered as necessities — pro-
vided by their parents. Lacking the
desire to better themselves, the
thrill of anticipation is lost. All
they have to do is to turn on the
television set and they are in an-
other world.

Dr. Edward Mason, Psychiatrist,
said, “We are a drug-oriented So-
ciety. We want no pain. We want
immediate relief when we do have
some discomfort and where do
we get our advice? From that won-
derful talking box that says:

Ladies and gentlemen:

If you can’t sleep, try Sominex. If you
can't stay awake, try No-doze, Do you
have pain? By all means try Aspirin, Buf-
ferin, Excedrin. If you have an upset
stomach, try Pepto-Bismol, Alka-Seltzer,
Briosche. And if you have tired blood, try
Geritol. There are many more — a pill or
liquid for every ailment.

For years, the radio, movies, te-
levision and the beverage compa-
nies have advocated a martini, beer,
manhattan, scotch on the rocks or
the like to provide the adult relief
from the rigors of everyday life.
Now the “new breed” as Dr.
Mason calls the adolescent, ques-
tion the adult’s right to deprive
them of similar benefits through
drugs.

Drugs are defined as any sub-
stance other then food intended for
use in the diagnosis, cure, mitiga-
tion, treatment or prevention of
disease in man or animal. The four
types of drugs that the youth of to-
day are toying with are: 1. Narco-
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tics, 2. Stimulants, 3. Sedatives, 4.
Hallucinogens. Narcotics—the term
narcotics refers generally to opium
and pain killing drugs made from
opium such as heroin, morphine,
paregoric and codiene. These drugs
are necessary in the medical field
to relieve pain. But they are abused
for they are taken for the sensa-
tions they obtain.

The first emotional reaction of
heroin is a reduction of tension,
easing of fears and relief from wor-
ry. Feeling ‘“high” may be follow-
ed by a period of inactivity border-
ing on stupor. Heroin which is us-
ually mixed into a liquid solution
and injected into a vein appears to
dull the edges of reality. Addicts
have reported that heroin “makes
my troubles roll off my mind and
it makes me feel more sure of my-
self.”

The drug depresses certain areas
of the brain, and may reduce hun-
ger, thirst and the sex drive. They
do not usually feel hungry, and as
a result when admitted to the hos-
pital they, invariably, have to be
treated for malnutrition.

The life span of a narcotic user
may be shortened by 15-20 years.
An addict may have to spend from
sixty dollars a day to buy his daily
supply of heroin. This is when they
turn to crime to get more money
for the drug, and it is not a direct
cffect of the drug.

Medical authorities say the ad-

_dict is a sick person. He needs

treatment for his physical addic
tion and withdrawal sickness, be-
cause when he stops taking this
drug, he may sweat, shake, get
chills, diarrhea, nausea and suffer
sharp abdominal and leg cramps.
One may ask —is it worth it?
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2. The up and down drugs, the
stimulants and sedatives, the am-
phetamines and the barbiturates...

A. Amphetamines are used to
stimulate central nervous system.
They are best known for their abili-
ty to combat fatigue and sleepiness.
They are also used sometimes to
curb appetite in medically  super-
vised weight reduction problems.
Most commonly used are Benze-
drine (Amphetamine), Dexdrine
(Dexro-Amphetamine), and Methe-
drine (Methamphetamine). These
drugs also are medically essential.
But when they are abused, they are
dangerous. Slang terms are ‘“‘pep
pills”, "Bennies” and ‘“speed”.

These stimulants are  misused
and abused by people of different
ages and walks of life; and accord-
ing to a recent government survey
the young people are the chief ab-
users for they take them when they
are cramming for exams, and
athletes are known to take them
although Sporting associations
have banned their use.

Some try for temporary ‘kicks”.
The stimulant drugs are swallowed
as pills but can be taken in liquid
form by injection into the vein at
regular interval times. This is a
dangerous practice known among
abusers as ‘‘speeding”. The body
develops a tolerance to these drugs
therefore they require an increase
in the amount in order to get the
effects of the drug. These drugs can
drive a person to do things beyond
his physical endurance that leaves
him exhausted. Heavy doses may
cause temporary toxic  psychosis
(mental  derangement) which
causes hospitalization. This is usual-
ly accompanied by auditory and vi-
sual hallucinations — hearing and
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seeing imaginary things. Abrupt
withdrawal of the drug from the
heavy abuser can result in a deep
and suicidal depression.

Dangers from unsanitary injec-
tions of speed (methredine) include
serum hepatitis and abscesses. In-
jection of speed causes abnormal
heart rates and may result in psy-
chotic state (mental derangement)
and long term personality dis-
orders. Unaccustomed high doses
may cause death.

B. Barbiturates or Sedatives are
drugs manufactured for  medical
purposes to relax the central nerv-

ous system. Barbiturates range
from short-acting fast starting
Nembutal (Pentobarbital), and

Seconal (Secobarbital), to the long
acting slow starting Luminol (Phe-
nobarbital), Amytal (Amobarbital
and Butisol (Butobarbitol). The
short acting preparations are most
commonly used. The slang terms
are ‘“barbs’, “goof-balls-candy-
sleeping pills and peanuts.”

In the medical treatment of pa-
tients these drugs are prescribed
widely to treat high blood pressure,
epilepsy, insomnia, to diagnose and
treat mental illness and to relax
patients before and after surgery.

Taken normally, and medically
supervised doses, barbiturates mild-
ly depress the action of the nerves,
skeletal muscles and the  heart
muscles. They slow down the heart
rate and breathing and lower the
blood pressure. But in higher doses
the effects resemble alcoholic
drunkeness, confusion, slurred
speech and staggering. The ability
to think is impaired and emotional
control is weakened. Users may be-
come irritable, angry and want to
fight or assault someone. Finally
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they may fall into deep sleep. Over-
dose can cause death.

These drugs are physically ad-
dicting. And the cure is consider-
ed more difficult than narcotics de-
pendency. If the drug is withdrawn
abruptly, the user suffers  with-
drawal sickness with cramps, nau-
sea, delirium and convulsions, in
some cases he can be watched at
all times. Because these drugs are
used so freely people consider them
safe — they definitely are not.
Again one may ask — is it worth
it?

4. The Hallucinogens

L.S.D. (Lysergic Acid Diethyl--
mide). Developed in 1938 from
one of the ergot alkaloids, Ergot
is a fungus that grows as rust in
rye, a common grain plant. A
mind-affecting drug. L.S.D. is not-

bizarre mental reactions in people
and striking distortions in their
physical senses — what and how
they see, touch, smell and hear.

Why do people take L.S.D.? Rea-
sons given “for kicks,” ‘“to under-
stand myself better” which has
proven a fallacy, or in quest of re-
ligious or philosophical insights.
Recent medical surveys show that
the drugs popularity may be drop-
ping, due to the scare of the Chro-
mosone changes, which as yet have
not been proven. Medically, this
drug has no purpose.

Users take it in sugar -cubes,
crackers, cookie or can lick it off
a stamp or other object impregnat-
ed with the drug. It increases the
pulse and heart rate, causes a rise
in blood pressure and temperature,
dilated eye pupils, shaking of the
hands and feet, cold sweaty palms,

ed mainly for producing strong and a flushed face or paleness, shiver-
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ing, chills with goose pimples, a
wet mouth, irregular breathing,
nausea and a loss of appetite.

People who take this drug say it
has a number of effects... changes
in their physical senses... walls may
appear to move... colors seem
stronger and more brilliant. Users
are likely to “see” unusual patterns
unfolding before them. Flat objects
seem to stand out in three dimen-
sions; taste, smell, hearing and
touch seem more acute.

One sensory impression may be
translated or merged into another
— music may appear as a color and
color may seem to have a taste.
They can feel happy and sad at the
same time, or depressed and elated,
relaxed and tense. As one user de-
scribed it — “It’s like going on a
roller coaster, both ways at the
same time.” He may  remember
what he did after the drug wears
off, but does not know why he did
it. Chronic use of L.S.D. impairs
the user’s power of concentration
and ability to think. This causes
him to “drop out” of society.

It is not known how L.S.D. works
in the body, but it seems to affect
the level of certain chemicals in the
brain and produce changes in the
brain’s electrical activity. Dangers
listed are:

1. Panic — frightened because
he cannot stop, and afraid he is
losing his mind.

2. Paranoia — becomes suspici-
ous, feels that someone is trying to
harm him or control his thinking.

3. Recurrence — days, weeks and
even months after the individual
stops using L.S.D., the things he
saw and felt while using L.S.D. may
occur, and he has a fear that he is
going insane.
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4. Accidental Death. Because L.
S.D. users may feel that they can
fly, or float, he may try to jump
out of the window or from other
heights and fall to his death. Such
accidents have been reported. Or,
he may stop in front of an automo-
bile thinking he will not be touched,
but of course he is.

Marihuana —because marihua-
na may cause hallucinations when
taken in very large doses it is call-
ed a “mild hallucinogen”. A person
using marihuana finds it harder to
make decisions that require clear
thinking. Tetra-hydro-canna binol is
the active ingredient in marihuana.
High doses of this drug have
brought on severe reactions in eve-
ry person tested.

The scientist observed that a dose
equal to one cigarette made of the
United States ingredients  which
contains very little THC can make
the smoker feel excited, gay or silly.
After an amount equal to four, the
user notices changes in what he can
perceive. He reports that colors
seem brighter, his sense of hearing
keener. After a dose equal to ten
cigarettes other reactions set in. He
experiences visual  hallucinations
(seeing things that are not there).
Illusions (seeing or imagining
shapes in objects that are not
there) or Delusions (beliefs not
based on reality). His mood may
swing from great joy to extreme
anxiety. He may become deeply de-
pressed or have a feeling of uneasi-
ness, panic or fear.

Researchers find that a person
pre-disposed to abuse one drug may
be likely to abuse other stronger
drugs. This is why the Medical pro-
fession feel that marihuana should
not be legalized. They feel that if it



is, then another Public Health prob-
lem will arise as is present in al-
cohol and tobacco.

The problems of the world and
of their own personal environment
which weighs heavily on  these
young shoulders cannot be solved
by hiding away in a drug stupor,
or by flying away as on an L.S.D.
trip. The need is not to escape from
the world but to work to change it.

The Medical profession, the Edu-
cators, and all who are trying to
help todays young with this prob-
lem advocate that instead of get-
ting excited about a marihuana par-
ty, they must be shown the excite-
ment of doing something to make
this a better place for the next ge-
neration. There will be a next one.
And the kind of world it grows up
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DRUGS ENDANGER LIVES

Twenty-five per cent of U.S driv-
ers are taking road-dangerous med-
icine, either self-prescribed (15%)
or on doctor’s orders (10%). Yet
no state license laws, the Catholic
Digest states, even consider the
danger in many drugs and medi-
cines. They account, say medical
experts, for hundreds of road trag-
edies annually. The so-called Uni-
form Vehicle Code, given more lip
service, than legal force by most
states, assumes that any person
taking medicines which may impair
his driving will abstain from the
wheel.
