1966 WINNER FINDS FULFILLMENT
IN COMMUNITY SERVICE

“With concentrated effort, I will try to become the intelligent, mature
Christian woman, which today’s world demands, and wisely pursue my
future goals,” so wrote Celia Budrick in 1966, when she graciously ac-
knowledged her award to the Scholarship Committee chairman. She add-
ed in her note, “May God bless you for your vote of confidence, enabling
the guiding forces of idealism and motivation to continue to lead me on-
ward-"

These were not meaningless words, for Celia did pursue her goals with
dedication. Her labors were crowned with a Bachelor of Arts degree from
Western Michigan University in Kalamazoo in August, 1970. Thereafter,
she decided to gain some practical work experience before continuing to
work towards her Master’s in Social Work.

Retrospection

In the event you may have forgotten some of the background data
on Miss Budrick, we will again update it for you. Celia is the daughter of
Mr. and Mrs. Anthony Budrick of 1326 Quarry Ave., N. W., Grand Rapids,
Mich. Her mother is a longtime member of Chapter 42.

Celia graduated from Mount Mercy Academy where her 3.948 grade
point average earned her the honor of being class valedictorian. During
her highschool years, she was a member of the National Honor Society;
Freshman class vice-president; Art Club; Student Council; Liturgical
Choir and Choral Club; Sodality; staff member for the school newspaper
and yearbook. She served as co-general chairman of the Junior-Senior
prom.

Her scholastic honors included the Bausch-Lomb Science Award given
in recognition of outstanding academic achievement; the Charles Palmer
Davis Medal awarded for excellence in the study of current events; the “I
Dare You” award for qualities of leadership; and, the “Mercy Pin,” an
award voted upon by the members of the senior class and presented to the
classmate they feel has done the most in four years to exemplify the true
“Mercian.”

In 1963, her entries in the Youth Talent Exhibit won one First Place

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Award, one Second, and one Honorable Mention. The following year, in
the same exhibit, she merited one First Place Award, one Second, and
two Third Place Awards.

In 1971, Celia was employed as the Assistant Director of the West
Side Apostolate under the direction of Father Richard VanLente. One of
her responsibilities was to organize and coordinate volunteer groups from
the West Side parishes, which were attempting to alleviate some of the
problems of the poor of the community. In addition to finaucial assist-
ance for self-help groups, free meals, clothing and adult education classes
were made available, plus building space and technical assistance.

Presently, Celia is with the Catholic Social Services in Grand Rapids
and is mainly concerned with the recruitment and licensing of foster
homes. Slowly, but surely, she is working toward her Master’s Degree.

Someone once wrote that the great essentials of happiness are some-
thing to do, something to love, and something to hope for. These qualities
are most evident in the work that Celia has chosen in her service to others.
She, too, is a lady of quality.

THE WORLD UNION OF
CATHOLIC WOMEN'S
ORGANIZATIONS

For many years, the ALRC Wo-
men’s Alliance has held membeship
in WUCWO — The World Union
of Catholic Women’s Organizations.
In the beginning, membership dues
were paid by private sources, twice
(I believe) it was paid from our
Social Fund, and last year, our con-
vention delegates contributed the
money in order to maintain this
membership. Our dues are paid to
the Lithuanian Catholic Women’s
World Union which is headquart-
ared in New York, it's president is
Aldona Janadiené; our representa-
tive in Paris is Biruté Venskuvie-
né.

A World Union—WUCWO'S life is
an answer to the needs of an in-
ternational world and an universal
Church, but this world-wide dimen-
sion demands decentralization and
progress towards work on a regio-
nal level.
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A Women’s Union — The advance-
ment of women has not been achie-
ved yet. WUCWO is fostering this,
first of all through the action of
women themselves, but also in col-
laboration with male or mixed Or-
ganizations.

A Catholic Union — The pressing
needs of its Catholic faith urge WU
CWO to deeply study its identity
and to be open to collaboration
with organizations of other deno-
minations and non-denomination-
al organizations.

Its Main Aims

To collaborate with all mankind
in building a more just and more
fraternal human Community.

To foster the advancement of
women, to enable them to fulfill
themselves both as human persons
and as Christians.

To promote the collaboration of
women in fashioning society and in
the mission of the Church.



How then is WUCWO trying to
achieve its aims ? Through education
as a process of liberation from per-
sonal and social influences, enabl-
ing women to be co-artisans of a
new society.

Funds are obtained through Mem-
ber-Organizations’ Annual Dues,
WUCWO Day, Individual Subscrip-
tions, Mary Spillman .Foundation
(USA), and the Foundation for
Worldwide Aid to Promote the In-
tegral Advancement of Women
(Switzerland).

Four Year Education
Program 1971-1974

For the first time in its history,
the WUCWO, at its Assembly of De-
legates, adopted a Four-Year Edu-
cation Program. Its starting point
was the International Conference on
Education, which preceded the As-
sembly (TORHOUT-Belgium-Octo-
ber, 1970). Through this program,
it hopes to develop educational ac-
tivities in all continents and pro-
mote new endeavors in answer to
new needs.

Since this is a world-wide goal
the training of leaders and socio-
cultural animators on the regional
national and local levels has been
under way. The overall evaluation
of the activities on these various
levels will be determined in 1974.

Its Worldwide Presence

WUCWO, as a Catholic Interna-
tional Organization, has an official
status which is recognized by the
Holy See. At this level, it maintains
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relations with The Secretariat of
State; The Laity Council; The Pon-
tifical Commission on Justice and
Peace; The Secretariat for Pro-
moting Christian Unity; The Secre-
tariat for Non-Christian Religions.

WUCWO, as a Catholic Interna-
tional Organization (C. I. O.) be-
longs to the Conference of Catholic
Organizations (for six years, the
WUCWO President has been Presi-
dent of this Conference).

On account of its new working
structures, the Conference of CIOs
enables WUCWO to collaborate
with other Catholic International
Organizations, particularly in the
field of education.

WUCWO, as an International
Non-Governmental  Organization,
has Consultative Status at the Unit-
ed Nations Economic and Social
Council (ESOSOC), as well as at
certain Specialized Agencies:

UNESCO - United Nation Educa-
tional, Scientific and Cultural
Organization

UNICEF - United Nations Child-
ren’sFund

FAQO - United Nations Food and
Agriculture Organization

ILO - International Labor Organi-
zation

It also holds Consultative Status
at Regional Organizations such as:
OAS - Organization of American
States, The Council of Europe
