. OUTSTANDING LITHUANIAN WOMAN
OF THE YEAR

A very special event took place
in Chicago on Sunday, April 3, an
event that sparked enthusiasm and
pride to Lithuanians everywhere.
On that day, for the first time ever,
a woman was honored as Outstand-
ing Lithuanian Woman of the Year.
Recipient of this first award was
Hon. Consul General of Lithuania,
Mrs. Josephine Dauzvardis. Along-
with the title went a check for 1,000
dol.- .

“This special award came about
through - the - efforts of the Lithu-
anian 'Women’s Club, an affiliate of
the National Federation of
Women’s Clubs. They turned to the
largest of Lithuanian organizations
for support, among them The Lith-
uvanian World Community, Inc.,
American Lithuanian Council,
BALF, and others, requesting that
such an award be instigated and
become an annual occurrence. Their
request was made to the executive
board of the Lithuanian Fund, who
concurred that Lithuanian women
be duly recognized for their dedica-
tion and contributions to the Lith-
uanian community, which in turn
keep alive the hope for a once again
free Lithuania. A committee com-
prised of representatives of the
Lithuanian Fund, Lithuanian Cul-
tural Council, and, the Lithuanian
Women’s Club, had no difficulty in
choosing the recipient for the first
award —their unanimous choice
was Mrs. Josephine Dauzvardis.
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We, in the Alliance, are particu-
larly proud that one of ours has
been chosen for this supreme honor.
Mrs. Dauzvardis has been a member
for many long years. Both she and
her husband, the late Consul Gene-
ral Petras Dauzvardis, have en-
couraged and supported the work
of the ALRC Women’s Alliance
since its earliest days by their pre-
sence at conventions, banquets and
conferences. Both have had the
knack of inspiring others, not only
with words, but by their complete
selflessness and dedication to their
work.

Would that it were possible to list
completely all the undertakings of
our honoree! We feel, however,
that it is a realistic assumption
that no one is unaware of this
great  lady's accomplishments
throughout her lifetime. We are par-
ticularly grateful to her for originat-
ing activities which have become
traditions, such as the ever popular
Lithuanian Christmas tree at the
Museum of Science and Industry;
the Amber Ball, which honors out-
standing young Lithuanian women;
and, with the Consular Corps,
where 16 years ago she organized
a woman’s club and was its pro-
gram chairlady for 15 years.

Mrs. Dauzvardis is the first Lith-
uanian woman in the country’s
diplomatic service and first woman
Consul General in its history, We

National Historic Monument?

We have an Alliance member that
does just that!

Last August, Liberty Farm, the
home of the Joseph Sinnott family,
officially became a national historic
monument in special dedication ce-
remonies.

Mrs. Sinnott is City Councillor
Barbara Sinnott, a member of
Chapter 5, Worcester, Mass. Her
mother is Honorary Member Julia
Mack, past national president of the
A.L.R.C. Women’s Alliance.

According to the article in the
Worcester Telegram, ‘‘the onetime
farm, located at 116 Mower St.,
was the Worcester home of Abi-
gail Kelley Foster and Stephen Sy-
monds Foster, both abolitionists
and supporters of voting rights for
women in the mid-1800s.

“The house was used as a stop
in the underground railroad pro-
tecting slaves fleeing from southern
plantations to Canada.”

The hour-long ceremony included
the raising of a flag which had
been flown over the White House,
this honor going to sons Jeffrey
and Jonathan Sinnott.

Assistant U.S. secretary of the
interior, Roger S. Babb, dedicated
the plaque, which is embedded in a
granite boulder from the Chelms-
ford Quarry.

Apart from differences of opinion
and actions that are normal to any
society as diversified and as free
as ours, a balanced view of the
nation shows more seriousness than
frivolity.

“Americans, young and old, are
scrutinizing their origins, their his-
tory and the basic documents of the
land in a manner that was once the
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unchallenged province of specialists.
They are looking at all the institu-
tions, public and private, which af-
fect their lives. Not the least of
their concerns is the erosion of old
values and virtues in the wake of
expanding technology.

“The Bicentennial — the most
massive individual volunteer effort
in our history — is laying the cor-
nerstone for a better quality of life
for all as we enter our third centu-

ry ”

EVENTS FOR 41ST EUCHARISTIC CONGRESS

PHILADELPHIA — A National
Heritage Mass concelebrated by
four Lithuanian bishops will high-
light Lithuanian participation here
during the 41st International Eu-
charistic Congress, Aug. 1-8

Main celebrant for the Mass on
Saturday, Aug. 7, will be the Most
Rev. Bishop Vincas Brizgys of Chi-
cago, in the service of immigrant
Lithuanians outside of Europe since
1951. Concelebrants include Bishop
Antanas Deksnys, vicar for Lithu-
anians in Western Europe, Bishop
Paul Marcinkus, president of the
Institute for Works of Religion, the
Vatican; and Bishop Charles Sa-
latka of Marquette, Mich.

A symposium on the theme, ‘“The
Hungers of Mankind in Eastern
Europe,” will be held at Philadel-
phia’s Civic Center, Tuesday, Aug.
3, 3-5:00 p. m. It will include re-
ports by Professor Vytautas Var-
dys of the University of Oklahoma

on “The State of the Church in
Lithuania,” and by Bishop Basil
Losten, auxiliary for the Eparchy
of Philadelphia, on “The Church in
the Ukraine.” Other clerics will re-
port on the status of the Church
in Byelorussia, Slovenia and other
areas behind the Iron Curtain.

An exhibition of religious carv-
ings by Lithuanian artist Victor
Veselka will be on view at the Civic
Center, July 30 through Aug. 7.

The program is one of 27 national
heritage celebrations sponsored by
the Congress. The Lithuanian parti-
cipation will dramatize contri-
butions by Lithuanians to Catholi-
cism and demonstrate the universa-
lity of the Church. It will be open
to all Congress visitors.

The Eucharistic Congress is a
