President Roosevelt, speaking on the 150th Annivers-
ary of the first session of Congress, spoke not merely as
historian, but in the light of the world situation; empha-
sising the major issues now facing the American people.

Dealing at length on the Bill of Rights as a pillar of
American Democracy, which must be maintained against
the Tory -enemy. Jury trials, freedom of speech, free-
dom of assembly — these and other parts of the Bill of

: Rights he mentioned specifically in view of the menace
of reaction and fascism today.

The President denounced religious persecution and
brought out clearly how this endangers every principle of
democracy and therefore every guarantee of (he Bill of
Rights.

In fact, it was as the most ardent White House defen-
der of religious liberly since Lincoln, that President
Roosevelt broadened out the whole question of democ-
racy, saying:

“Not for freedom of religion alone does this nation
contend by every peaceful means. We believe in the other
freedoms of the Bill of Rights, the other freedoms that
are inherent in the right of free choice by free men and
women. That means democracy to us undet the democ-
racy exercised by repr tatives ch by the peopl.
themselves.”

Not merely dealing with the esence of the Bill of
Rights, the President stressed the importance for nation-
al unity, at a time when the forces of reaction are trying
to disrupt and divide the people's united will for de-
mocracy. And here he drew appropritely from the les-
sons of our victorious battle for independence in 1776;
warning us against the superficial picture of those days
as “unanimuos population of heroes dramalized by the
admitted existence of a handful of fraitors fo fill the ne-
cessary role of villain.” Instead, he points out:

“It should not detract frori our satisfaction in the re-
sult to acknowledge that a very large number of inhabit-
ants of the thirteen revolling colonies were opposed to
rebellion and independence, that there was constant fric-
tion between the Continental Congress and the Comman-
der-in-Chief and his generals in the field....”

The important fact here is that not only were there
traitorous leaders who fought against Independence, hut
these leaders succeeded in deceiving large sections of the
population to their side.

One of the names suggested at
the first meeting was “The Li-
thuanian High School Club.”
