Spinning Fabrics From Glass

Until very recently glass was a hard and brittle
substance which hardly if ever could withstand a
shock. It wasn't until during the last decade that
science has been able to perfect shock-proof glass,
bullet proof glass and other types of glass which
could withstand shock. Now science has progres-
sed to the stage where it is making flexible and
pliable material from glass, more durable than any
other existing fabric.

The spinning and weaving of glass fabrics has
provided one of the most popular industrial de-
monstrations at the New York World's Fair.

Daily thousands of persons crowd into the Glass
Center to watch the transformation of a glass mar-
ble about a half inch in diameter into ninety-odd
miles of filiment finer than human hair,

A Scientist Can Be a Bigot

From “Human Life as the Biologist Sees It" we
Quote: “The scientist can be bigot just as well as
the theologian, politician, or anybody else, And
that scientist who would pretend to say that be-
cause he has studied Nature all his life and has
familiarized himself with what has been lerned
about Nature by all the other naturalists, he who
can dogmatically declare what are the limitations
of natural possibilities, is simply a bigot.” (p. 41).

If some biologists do make this claim it is pro-
bably because they are carried away by the inter-
esting sensation of knowing anything at all about
what has been so long called ‘the mystery of life’.”
(p. 46).

Before I read Kellog's statement I had noticed
that the study of biology is very similar to the
study of theology. When two eminent theologians
are in total disagreement, holding absolutely op-
posite opinions in regard to a matter, we way
wonder how two men of undoubted high intelli-
gence can be diametrically opposed to each other
that seems to require little intelligence to under-
stand. In such cases we should take the liberty to
exercise our own judgement instead of taking one
of the contending persons as our hero and follow-
ing him.

Seme one has said, “Of all prejudices, religious
prejudices are the most stubborn.” This®is not
true. Prejudice is just as abundant and stubborn
often behold the phcnomanun of a brlmam pro=-
fessor or i with b g ten-
ries as in religious doctrines, or in any case in
which a doctrine is a threat to something that is
very dear to people. Some people are merely
what they were trained to be in such matters.
They accept and retain the ideology of their par-
ents, school h and reli h with
a tenacity that is remarkable, but which is now un-
derstandable, The same laws of life are operating
in all cases of prejudice.

Some people have declared that they could not
under any conditions have been different from
what they are politically or religiously. Whether
they admit it or not, they mean that their way is
right and they are too intelligent to have been de-
oeived. In this they are absolutely wrong: in most
cases if their parents and teachers had taught
them different doctrines they would have belleved
thém for life. One said of two ministers who were
preaching opposing doctrines: “If their parents
had swopped babies each one would have been
preaching the doctrines the other is preachlng
This is true of many such cases,

Some biologists hold to extremely absurd theo-
ries for the same reason that people retain the re-
ligious dogmas they were taught in childhood.
Some people with great brain power retain their
religious beliefs for life; so do some people witn
great brain power continue to believe some theo-
