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JUST DUPES

How dupes and dupery came into existence is of course
a rather length story, so long as a matter of fact that to
go into a detailed life explanation of a dupe and dupery
in general, would require much more space than is per-
mitablé for this column.

Dupe
number two is the type that nods yes and no because some
pretty girl or friend told you lp do so. Number three is
the patriotic dupe who dumbly nods his head because of
an,aroused.sense of patriotic fervor inherent momentarily
‘due 1o a gaseous outburst on.the part of some exuberant.

Thus I have named off, three catagories of dupes wil-
holding to a great degree the other ninty-nine dupes just to
‘simplyfy matters.

Of course in the naming of dupes, we cannol go on
without a bit of comment in regards to the dupers and
the knowing dupers. Hitler for example is a knowing
“duper, whereas some of the small fry under him are duped
dupers who dupe the dupy. The industrialist in whose
‘plant a strike has been called is a typical duper who on
_oceasions. dupes some workers to scab and in many cases
has used: dupes in the form of strikebreakers and. gangs-
“ters. Other dupes of course vary, as does the dupe. There
are organizalion dupers, veligious dupers,” “scientific”
.dupers, all-inevitably tied:up with. the political duper who
in, return is closely connected: with. the duping system of
somety that we live under.

Now that we have given a short say so on the dupers,’

.we. retuin to the duped, But before we proceed to that,
by, now it must be clear to all that, in order to be dupe,
the useage of brain power of said individual, must depend
on contact with a knowing or unknowing dupers because
“alone, the dupes reaction is nil, or in other words, the dupe
_is not a dupe unless he is duped by a duped duper or a
knowing duper.

Some of tlie dupes step out of the narrow dupe sect
_and actually make progress. This of course is a hard and
dangerous road to tread for the simple reason that once
this happens, the dupe no longer is a dupe, bul an indivi-
dual who finally has found out that he can use his own
brainpower without a suggestive nod or smile from a
duper.
