Rokishki had seen many remar-
kable things since the arrival of |
the Red Army, but when an air-
plane appeaved without warn-
ing overhead one day and circled
two or three times about the
wooden houses, the local people
did not quite know what to make
of it. Several hours later a car |
drove up the main street and
pulled up a few houses away
from the ramshackle dwelling of
the Smushkeviches,

Until the end of 1931 Smush-
kevich served in the air force as
a political worker, rising to the
position of military commissar
and chief of the political depart-
ment of the aviation brigade, In
the course of these years he lear-

HAD FLED IN 1915

Twenty-five years ago, in the
early autumn of 1915, the Smush-
kevichs packed up their belong-
ings and fled with thousands of
other families from Rokishki and
neighboring towns and villages.
‘After what seemed like endless
‘weeks of journeying in boxcars
they arrived at Nyandoma sta-
tion in Vologda province. Here
.Smushkevich the elder had ex-

cal ed i He first quali-
fied as an observer and later on
learned to solo.

At the end of 1931 Smushke-
vich was appointed commander
and military commissar of the
aviation brigade. When it came
time to fill out a questionaire to
be sent to the People's Commis-
sariat in Moscow the young brig-
ade commander was struck. Un-
der the heading of ‘“‘education”
he had to admit that his on],v

der had an i to
show his mettle under quite dif-
ferent circumstances. He was
given an appointment of special
nature. For eights months, day
after day, Smushkevich rose at
dawn climbed into his plane and
took off on patrol flights, some-
