EDITOR'S NOTE: Many stories have been cir-
culated regarding the SLA (Susivienijimas Lie-
tuviy Amerikoje), a Lithuanian fraternal organi-
zation. It is because of obvious truths and under-
handed deals of individuals of prominence with-
in the SLA, that the writer, George Starkauskas,
has made it a point to investigate. The vast mem-
bership of the SLA are still unaware of moves
that have been made in the background, and that
a gradual milking of the organization's treasury,
eventually leading it to ruin, moves on unabated.
It is to warn the SLA membership and to clari-
fy the involving issues, that these series of ar-
ticles are being written. Not one of us relish the
thought of underhanded deals within our own
or another’s organization. To lead up to the pres-
ent day issue, that of the recent unseating of
Kleofas Jurgelonis from the editorship of “Tévy-
né,” SLA organ and to understand the whys and
wherefores of all these happenings, the writer
starts his story with the turbulent SLA Conven-
tion in the year 1930, It was here that the first
visible signs of a “fraternal dictatorship” arose.

Here in Chicago on the mentioned date, the
birth of the LDS took place due to the undemoc-
ratic and dictatorial methods of some individuals
who still today control high posts within the S.L.
A. It was a split and a large one at, that came
about. The greater majority of representatives
to the 1930 convention of the SL.A, the deleg-
ates, were exempt from voting through the use-
age of tactics that amounted to gangsterism. Vio-
lence flared at intervals, Those maintaining
power, visualizing their unseating from offices
of prominence, did all within their power to pre-
vent a vote. A vote that once and for all would
have ended racketeering and brought into bloom
a really powerful organization. It would have
established progressive leadership, done away
with squandering, and held the interests of the
SL.A’s membership above all else.

Held back from voting, terrorized and threat-
ened with bodily harm, large delegate contin-
gents unable to express themselves in democ-
ratic fashion had only one alternative—that of se-
ceding and forming an organization of thgir own,
So it-was that the LDS came into being,

Court trials followed the secession. Newspa-
pers blared a barrage of hate. And especially
those connected with the clique of the SL.A.
that had conquered over the majority. Now it
seemed, once and for all, was the time to smash
all opposition. It however fizzled. Those form-
ing the LDS went on to greater heights of victory.
Slowly but surely it raised its membership, SLA
branches di attached th lves to the
LDS. The organization grew and today is one of
the largest in Lithuanian-American circles.

We write this article, not to spew forth a song
of vengeance or of victory over the SLA, Also,
we have not the slightest intention of ridiculing
the membership that belong to it. A bit of the
past is necessary to relate, in order to reach the
present.

Since that inevitable split in 1930 not much
has changed in regards to the clique that con-
trols the SL.A.. Some attempts by the present
membership, has been made to dislodge “them.”
