At this writing, we can see
some progress in this direction,
As yet though, it needs intensifi-

In America today, among lan-
guage groups in particular,
countless numbers of Hifler
agents are situated, At these
agent's disposal are certain lan-
guage newspapers, certain orga-
nizations, and radio programs
devoted to the dissemination of
nazi propaganda.

During the number of years
that I have circulated among lan-
guage groups, predominantly
amongst Lithuanians, a number
of items that definitely connect
certain individuals and groups
with nazi machinations have
come to my attention. So obvi-
ous has been their connection,
that to us, it still is a mystery
why no governmental action has
been taken against them,

Perhaps one factor, the outra-
geous attacks and open anti-Sov-
iet policy by these groups per-
mitted them to operate as “dem-
peratic” and “American” org-
anizations, thus escaping notice
by the United States government.
Now however, they stand reveal-
ed as the anti-semetic, anti-pro-
gress, pro-Hitler group, they were
from their very inception.

Taking several Lithuanian
newspapers published in Chica-
go as a graphic example of fifth
column activity, and their aiding
and abetting of naziism,it is suffi-
cient proof to point to the prepon-
derence of news releases that
emanaté from Berlin inherent.

SOVIET PILOTS RAM NALI
PLANES; TAKE HUGE TOLL
RETURN SAFE TO BASES

MOSCOW — Ramming enemy planes with (heir own
aircraft rather than surrender in battle after exhausting
their ammunition, two Soviet pilots loday share the gpot-
light of their nation’s acclaim for self-sacrificing valor in
action. Junior Lieutenant Zodrovisev, piloting a fighter

plane, fought a prol d battl
with a formation of Nazi bomb-
ers attempting to break through
to an important imiltary objec-
tive.

Zodrovisev, manecuvering his
fast ship like an aerial acrobat,
ripped and slashed the bomber
formation with punishing blasts

of gunfire—until he ran out of |

shells,

Without hesitation, he drove
his plane directly upon a Nazi
Junkers 88 and sent it plunging
to its destruction. Zodrovisev es-
caped uninjured.

Junior Lieutenant Kharitonov,
in a clash with an enemy bom-
ber, also exhausted his ammuni-
tion in a prolonged battle. He
too rammed the enemy plane and
cut it flight controls with his
propeller. The Nazi bomber
crashed. Kharitonov brought his
plane back to its base,

The Soviet press today also
cites the example of Captain Ti-
khy as typical of the will of the
Red Army never to give up.

Tikhy participated in a bomb-
ing flight which had as its ob-
jective an enemy tank unit. The
planes caught them as they were
refueling and converted their
camp into a mass of flames.

DAMAGED BY GUNFIRE

But on the return flight Cap-
tain Tikhy's flight controls were
damaged by a burst of anti-air-
craft fire, and his gunner was so
badly wounded that he could no
longer remain at hi$ post.

Tikhy's craft was now almost
ccmpletely beyond control and
losing altitude at an alarming
rate. Another might have baled
out with his parachute, leaving
the plane and its wounded gun-
ner to crash. But Tikhy struck to
his controls. Under a killing
strain, he kept his ship on its
course for nearly 500 miles and
landed it safely at its base. Those
who examined it later declared it
an unbelievable feat.

The press today also publishes
an extended account of how a
border company of Red Army

T soldiers under command of Lieu-

tenant Victor Zhigov met and re-
sisted the first sudden paralyz-
ing shock of the Nazi assault on
the day hostilities began,

Without warning, Zhigov re-
ceived orders to defend his posi-
tion. Calling his men together, he
told them calmly, “Our position
is serious. Our job is to check
the fascists' advance until rein-
forcements can come up. We've
got to hold them with everything
we've got.”

WITHHELD FIRE

The company's strategy ‘'was
not to to fire except at close
range. The Nazi attack was
launched with covering artillery
fire. Zhigov’'s company ‘with-
stood a terrific pounding, but
held its fire until the Nazis were
at point-blank range.

Then the company opened a
withering blast which bowled
over the attacking forces until
they stumbled and bogged down
in the heaps of their own dead.

FACTS ABOUT ILLINOIS

HONEST INDIANS DELIVER LOST HORSES

When early Illinois pioneers missed their livestock, few expected
to see the animals again. Consequently, the owner or owners of sev-
en lost horses back in 1831 were probably surprised to read in a
newspaper ane day that seven horses, presumably the property of
some Illinoigian, were in custody of the Indian agent at Rock Island.
