No newspaper in this country is
more blatant in its championship of Mu-
nichism than the CHICAGO DAILY TRI-
BUNE. That publication, which has al-
ways taken the lead in applauding every
move ever made against labor and pro-
gress in the United States, is quite logi-
cally among the most outspoken in the
Municheer chorus for a Hitlerite victory.
..In the TRIBUNE'S present campaign to
prevent America from aiding to the ut-
most in the crushing of Hitlerism, the
McCormick mouthpiece has begun to re-
sort to front page editorials.

While Hitler is spreading fire and
bloodshed throughout the world, the TRI-

is the enemy to America’s national secu-
rity.
