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‘MEN AT FORT SHERIDAN
ACHE FOR SHOT AT HITLER

By CARL HARRIS
FORT SHERIDAN, IlL.—I came here—at the Army’s
invitation—to get to the root of the “morale” bugaboo.
I talked to top officers, morale officers, privaes, and
ate lunch with the men in the selectees’ mess,

According to the Chicago Her-

I found that the bulk of thes
men are aching to take a crack
at the Nazis.

Further: that the morale ques-
tion is based precisely on the un-
derstanding of the issue of dem-
ocracy vs. Hitler,

That a growing group of offic-
ers think it's just about time that
the Army took steps to clarify
this issue among the men.

For Sheridan is important be-
cause it is typical. Some 6,000
men are encamped here, includ-
ing a flowing river of draftees
who are initiated for a period of
several days before being sent on
to other camps.

The fort is some 30 miles north
of Chicago, situated on Lake
Michigan and surroundzd by the
wealthy estates of the North

I sounded sentiment here par-
ticularly because Fort Sheridan
is located in an area which is un-
der constant bombardment from
the pro-Nazi America First Com-
mittee and the Chicago Tribune.

In a welter of confused double- |
talk about morale, the straightest '
answer came from chief morale |
officer Major Herman E. Smith.

REALIZATION GROWING

“It's true,” declared Major
Smith; “that it is not always easy
for & man to see how carrying a
garbage can will help defeat Hit-
ler, but there is growing a reali-
zation of the deeper social res-
ponsibility which this army has
in preserving democracy.”

This officer, and many others,
are ready to solve the morale
problem in the only way that it
can be genuinely solved —
through a program of political
education. But the Army top
command has thus far shown
little inclination to consider the
teachings of the meaning of dem-
ocracy as important at the teach-
ing of close order drill.

Here and there is an officer of
the old school who says that “this
is not the Army's job."

Many of the officers understand

the importance of counter-
acting the propaganda of the

Officers here are beginning to
realize that the Army's educa-
tional program—what there is of
it—is inadequate and outmoded.

The opinion is gaining ground
that while a “no education” pol-
icy may have suited an old-time
army,it doesn’t go in a great cit-
izens’ army of democracy.

I found that the most effective
medium of political education at
the present time are the barracks
“bull sessions.” In these informal
gatherings the men exchange
opinions and have their say—and |
world politics ranks with sports
as a main topic discussion.

Mrs, Gertrude Taugerw, head
hostess at the camp, cited the
books which the men read as ev-
idence that they are interested in
political questions, Private Ar-
nold Braverman, in the public
relations office, pointed out that
“higher type” of soldier than the
Army ever had before and think
more deeply about current issues.

A leading intelligence officer
told me that each time Hitler
commits - some new atrocity-—
“that’s when the morale goes up.”

“When that happens,” he said,
“we have trouble keeping the
men in check. They want ae-
tion.” He pointed out further
that many of the officers in the
camp are applying for foreign
service.

Spirits were especially high n!|
Fort Sheridan this week with|
some 4,400 of the men stationed
here returning from the highly
successful maneuvers in Louis-
iana. They comprise the 40th
Coast Artillery Brigade which is
the permanent unit stationed
here.

Actually Fort Sheridan is a
“camp within a camp,"” with some
1,500 selectees making up the

men remain here for less than a
week before they are sent to more
permanent stations, Here they
get their first taste of army life
and every effort is made to start
them off on the right foot from
a morale standpoint. For one
thing, they eat 'well. If the meal
I had here today is typical, camp
food is tops—well prepared and
there’s plenty of it.

To many of the officers and the
men, this is a serious flaw in a
people’s democratic army. The

The Moscow conference of the United
States, Britain and the Soviet Union has
finished its work.

For America, as well as for all of
Hitler-hating mankind, this is an event of
far-reaching importance.

In the sucessful conclusion of its work,
as well as in the cordial spirit in which it
so speedily accomplished its goal, lhe
people of the United States can rejoice
that Hitler has received a tremendous
blow.

Confounding Hitler and his appeaser
friends in the United States, the Moscow
Conference has the world-wide import-
ance which Molotov well described as
follows:

“The political significance of the

More silkworms and some mul-
berry trees were imported from China,

the Illinois country.
Desiring the friendly influence of the queen, the promoters are
declared to have given the name “Vandalia,"—feminizing “Vandal"

and the report of the postal department for the first half of the year
showed total receipts of $143 from the area as contrasted with a

More than a decade before the Civil War, the Jefferson theatrical
troupe was touring Illinois, playing at Galena, Peoria, Pekin, Spring-
field and other cities, the Illinois Writers’ Project, W.P.A,, reports.
Pekin lacked a theater, so the productions were staged in a large
frame building alongside of which was a corral for pigs. During one
play Mrs. Jefferson (mother of the immortal Joseph Jefferson) was
singing “Home, Sweet Home,” when the pigs began to squeal dismal-
ly. The elder Jefferson turned it off with a laugh, saying that the

pigs’ voices were in keeping with the sad strains of the song.
