MOSCOW.—There are no small nations.

There are

no small lands. Patriotic love envelops a country. Paris-
ians who passionately love their city used to sing, tenderly,

“Paris, My Village.”

Lithuania had a population of only three million people.

But is the heart to be defined by
arithmetic?

The Lithuanians love their
land: They love the silence of
its forests, its flowers and snow-
drifts, its broad rivers and its
meadow streams.

From time immemorial the
Lithuanians fought against the
greedy, brutal Teutons. Ger-
mans were their neighbors, and
a German was the bogey with
which mothers used to frighten

children: *“Hush, you scamp,
take care! The German is
coming!”

T’'was in the fight against the
Teutonic Knights that Lithuania
acquired her will, her soul, her
history.

STORY OF 2 LITHUANIANS

I went to tell of two Lithua-
nians, two ordinary unassuming
people of today. But genuine he-
roism never flaunts its colors.

Jonas Daunys was a textile
worker in Kaunas. He was born
in Zhemaitija, and the men of
Zhemaitija are as tough as
leather. Lithuanians say you
can never get the better of
Zhemaitis. And you can never
make Zhemaitis stoop. Jonas
Daunys walked erect, he
couldn’t walk otherwise.

When the Germans attacked -

the Soviet Union, Daunys suf-
fered a bitter loss; the Germans
killed his wife and two daugh-
ters. They were trying to leave

for the Soviet East, bul the
Germans slew them. And in

one day Daunys’ happiness was
gone,

He saved his son. He saved
his honor, too. He escaped to
the East, but not to save his
life. He left for the East to
save Lithuania. He became a
soldier in the Red Army. Dau-
nys suffered deeply. Who can
say what anguish he felt at the
thought of his family, his home
burned down, his captive Lith-
uania?

But the more bitter Daunys
felt at heart, the more merrily
he sang. He knew that songs
led soldiers into battle. He

knew that songs led to Lithua-
nia, He was considered the best
song-leader in the regiment.

SONG OF FREEDOM

In the land around Orel, far
from Lithuania, amid blizzard
and snow storm, he sang:

Grim the tidings from the

border,

To horse, Livonians, to horse!

From Malburg come the

Teutonic Order

To put our Land to fire

and sword.

Zosé Dieninaité, a Lithuani-
an girl, was the daughter of a
poor artisan of Vilkomir,

She loved to read, study,
dream.

When the Germans invaded
Lithuania, she passed through
Kaunas, her native town, on
her way to the East, and she
stopped to see her parents. All
she saw were ruins where her
home had been.

Zose’s parents had been killed,
and her brother wounded unto
death. She remained alone in
the world—with her nation.

This shy young girl insisted
on being accepted as a field
nurse with the Red Army. The

commander objected  *“You
could never lift a wounded
man.” .

Tears rose to her eyes, buf she
was firm. Tiny Zosé looked at
the tall, broad-shouldered com-
mander and said, “I could car-
ry two like you from the field.”

There was a general laugh,
bul Zosé Dieninaité became a
field nurse.

KILLS NAZI WITH HANDS

Then came the February days.
A Lithuanian regiment of the
Red Army stormed the enemy’s
position.

Men harnessed themselves to
the guns. Horses gave in and
fell, but men ‘didn’t give in.
They marched forward. And
Daunys marched forward with

und. They had come to the
heart of Russia, to the land
sung of by Turgenev.

Jonas Daunys knew that in
fighting for the fields of Orel,
he was fighting for Lithuania.

In the first battle he killed
four Germans. He remember-
ed his wife and his little girls.
He remembered everything. He
cried loudly, “Forward.,” A
German snarled at Daunys,
“Surrender, Russian.” Daunys
didn’t argue. He slew his fifth
German without a word.

This was at the height of the
The Germans opened
Daunys
crawled up the barbed wire en-
tanglements at the crown of the
hill, hurled a grenade and rose
to his full height.

The company behind him
heard his voice shouting “For
Country, for Liberty.”

Then they saw the tommy
gun fall from his hands.

Zose in this fighting had car-
ried 60 wounded men to liberty.
She dashed forward again to
her countryman, braving the
enemy’s fire.

Daunys still stood upright, he
still shouted “Forward!” Then
he fell.

Death of 2 Heroes

Zose bent over him. A bullet
struck her in the breast. Mort-
ally wounded, she summoned
enough strength to bind Dau-
nys’ wound, then both lay there,
up forward.

The enemy fire grew more
intense. At any moment the
Germans would lay hands on
them.

“Comrades, we must save
them!” cried a young sniper,
Raziukas.

The company, led by their
commander, Lisauskas, dashed
up the hill. Their one thought
was to save their friends.

The Germans crumbled un-
der the assault, and an import-
ant strategical height was won
by this Lithuanian unit.

On the hill lay the two life-
less bodies, Daunys and Zosc.

Who captured the height?

Was it Jonas Daunys who
died crying “Forward”? Was
it Zose, who hastened to his
aid? Was it Commander Lis-
auskas and his men?

They didn't save their two
comrades, but they won back
from the greedy enemy a piece
of Russian land. They took a

‘step westward, towards their

native Lithuania. They killed
many Germans, and, who
knows, perhaps among them
were the butchers who slaugh-
tered Daunys’ family and
Zose's parents.

T've told the story of Daunys
and Zose to remind my read-
ers of the little land with a
large heart.

We know there are people
who are fond of talking about
Lithuanian freedom. Daunys
and Zose didn’t talk about'Lith-
uanian freedom, they died for
it. Their oath of loyalty was
written on Russian soil with
their blood.

Is there ink in the pens of
journalists or diplomats capa-
ble of obliterating this oath?

Nazis Abandon Plan

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On Juvenile Delinquency

Upon picking up any daily newspaper now-
a-days, glaring examples of juvenile delin-
quency stare one in the face.

While this has been a problem of long
standing and much has been said and written
on the question, the severe dislocation the war
has brought to every home has added much
to aggrevate the situation. Fathers and mo-
thers are working long hours. More mothers
will enter the factories. Young men in the
neighborhoods with whom the girls develop-
ed normal relationships in normal times have
gone into the armed forces. The stress and
worry upon the family makes parents less
able to watch and fullfill the growing needs of
the young people for friendships, sports and
recreation.

While the layman watches all this, gives a
sigh and wonders what the future generation
is coming to, educators have discussed the
reasons and cure for juvenile delinquency and
many know what is to be done. The next
step, which should not be delayed, is to put
into practice all those proposals that promise
to alleviate the situation and build for a
strong future democracy. The child and the
youth of today will be part of tomorrow’s
postwar democracy. He must receive the
training and attention necessary for the build-
ing of a fulure democratic citizen who will
be -capable of aiding stabilization of the new
world order.

This is a problem for the community as
well as for government agencies. Women's

. clubs, PTA's, churches. trade unions and
county and city officials should work hand in
hand in investigaling neighborhoods to de-
termine the extent of child and juvenile de-
linquency existing there and to take every
step possible to immedialely correct the con-
ditions making for delinquency., In many
cases the bad housing conditions may be the
fundamental cause, in others the lack of rec-
reational centers and in most cases we will
find there is no one worrying about an educa-
tional program of social hygiene to equip
youth with the facts of social diseases thal
are so rapidly spreading, or of instigating
community centers where children and youth
can pass their leisure hours under the super-
vision of a trained personel. These are the
first steps in the right against youth delin-
quency.

In the Information Bulletin, Embassy of
USSR we find this bit of interesting news: “Of
the 30,000 books published during the war by
Soviet publishing houses, 2,000 were written
by Red Army commanders and men.

“Among the authors is hero of the Soviet

“Semi-official Vatican sources were quoted
as refusing to deny that negotiations are now
under way leading to an understanding with
Moscow”, says ONA. 4

The Sonet Union is a leading power in
Europe and she will play an even more im-
portant part, in the international politics of
the world after this war.

Naturally the Vatican cannot ignore such a
power.

Nat A. Barrows from Stockholm.

Even anti-Soviet element “swings back to-
ward Russia”.

Is it possible for pro-Nazi Lithuanians to
change to “a realistic approach™?

Yes. That is possible. About this time they,
too have been convinced that Hitler has no
chance to win this war. What will they do?
Where will they go after the war?

They speak of “compromises with Mos«
cow”. But it is only to make the anti-Nazi
Lithuanians and the Soviet government for-
get some questions that these “swing back”
people don't want to be asked. The questions,
of course, are about their love loward the
Nazi when the German army was o:.cup)mg
Lithuania.

According to the London Bureau of The
Chicago Sun, “a comprehensive (ri-partite
Anglo-American-Soviet agreement regarding
war and post-war policy in Europe” may be
made soon.

The Bombings of Germany

The bombpings of -Germany
are aimed primarly at the crip-
.pling of German industry. The
.great raids against Dortmund
.and  Duesseldorf, following
other destructive allacks on the
.Ruhr cities, must have hurt. Not
very much of the industry of
the Ruhr district can be moved
out of the Ruhr; most of it must
stay there and. take il. Now few
.military authorities will accept
the view of the extreme advo-
cates of air power, that the war
can be won by bombing alone.
But hombing on such a scale as
the American and -British Air
Forces are now practising in
Germany, if kept up long en-
ough, can seriously weaken the
industry on which the German
army must live, and is likely to
weaken the morale of the peo-
ple too. That it is'beginning to
hurt is proved 'by the com-

plaints that come from the en-

emy and his friends.

The Spanish Press and
{Radio, ¢controlled by, the Span-
ish:Fascisl,Party, has raised an
oulery against.these bombings.
At first the Spanish papers
complained  of . the inhumanity
af attacks against civilian po-
pulations.  Something they
never:thought to. mention when
Ahe Germans were altacking
civilian populations—not  even
«when,the German aviators who
helped.Franco win the Spanish
civil war were altacking Span-
ish ciyilian populations. ‘It is
.only .attacks .on the ‘Germans
that gre inhumane. =

But now .orders have been
given :to Spanish newspapers
ito take a. different:line. They
are to say now that it is not the
:bombing .of civilian popula-
itions with which Spain is most
concerned, ‘but with the fact
that it leads to reprisals, and
chaos. So.say:the Spanish fas-
cists. They never warned the
Germans: not; to:homb \Warsaw,

.oriRotterdam. orBelgrade, or

London, because it might lead
to reprisals. :But now that-the
reprisals have come, they want
us to call it off.

Now we are going ‘to hear
more and more of this slory
from the Germans, and the Ital-
ians, and the Japs, and their
friends, as the war goes on and
the enemy gets hurt. We shall
have many appeals to our hum-
anitarian feelings. But remem-
ber that:this propaganda cam-
paign-against bombing by our
side only,.is one of the enemy’s
weapons. of war, an instrument
by which he will do his best to
pastpone defeal. And if they
had any success in persuading
our side to.let up.in the bomb-

ing, it would mean that more
Americans would be killed be-
fore we could win the war.

Thewar is not about over and
we cannot lean back and relax.
The .President reminded us of
that when, in announcing crea-
tion of the Office of War Mo-
bilization, he said that we are
entering a phase, of the war ef-
fort when we must streamline
our aclivities and keep both our
military machine and our es-
sential civilian economy run-
ning in team and at high speed.
In other words, if things at the
moment gre going well, we
musl bear down all the harder
until the war is won. The crea-
tion of this new office, which
embodies the substance. of rec-
ommendations .made by three
congressional commitlees, is
an allempt ,to get belter re-
sulls out of the national effort.
Justice James F. Byrnes, lately
Economic Slabilizalion Direc-
tor, is now made Director of
War Mobilization. With the
assistance of a commiltlee, he is
ordered to establish programs
and policies for the maximum
use of national resources of
man power which is not yet in
uniforin, for the mainlenance
and stabilization of civilian
economy, and to adjust the civil
economy lo wartime needs.

Justice Byrnes’ job is to iron
oul conflicts and controversies

_between government agencies

on the civilian side of the war
effort, and thus to take a lot of
work off the shoulders of the
President who will accordingly
have more time to devote to
broad problems of national pol-
icy in military affairs and in
international politics.
