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THREE YEARS OF NAZI OCCUPATIO
IN LITHUANIA |

By JUSTAS PALECKIS

MOSCOW — Via Press Wire-
less: — Germanism has been
built up on bones of the en-
slaved and conquered nations.
In its most disgusting form,
Hitlerism openly advocaled a
program of complete subjuga-
tion of other peoples. This pro-
gram called for the annihila-
tin of the Slavs, the people of
the “eastern regions” and the
Germanization of all Europe.

The Lithuanian people,
whose litlle country lay in the
way of Germanism of the east,
well understood that Hitler's
“Drang Nach Osten” could on-
ly mean death to them. Had
the German march into the So-
viet Union proceeded along
lines planned by Hitler, the be-
ginning of the German occupa-
tion would be the beginning of
death to the Lithuanian Na-
tion. In 1941, the Fascists feel-
ing themselves masters of the
situation, Ireated the Lithuani-
ans as haughtily as a people
condemned to slavery and
death.

Lithuania is a couniry with
cenluries-old state Iraditions.
The Germans deprived the Li-
thuanian people of their stale-
hood. “Imperial Commisar”
Von Lohse, proclaiming the in-
clusion of Lithuania into “Ost-
land”, declared that Lithuani-
ans weren't capable of self-go-
vernment.

The Nazi colonizers openly
stated that the land of the Li-
thuanian peasants belonged lo
them and it would be divided
among the German soldiers and
members of the Nazi party. The
Hitlerites swarmed into the
country — Lithuanian peasants
were driven from the best land
and the new masters settled not
only in the Suvalkija region
and border districts of Zemai-
tija, but also in the Panevézis
and Vilniaus regions and other
parts of the country.

The real owners of the land
were either carried off into
slavery to Germany or were
turned into serfs and forced to
work the land for their German
masters.

The Germans grabbed all of
the Lithuanian industry and the
equipment was partly shipped
to Germany and partly destroy-
ed. The Hitlerites destroyed Li-
thuania’s largest rubber facto-
ry — Inkaras and the Textile
Mill — Kauno Audiniai and a
number of faclories in Siau-

liai, ete. They left only those

enterprises which were neces-
sary to them for the immediate
needs of the Army and these
were controlled by the Ger-
mans.

In the Lithuanian cities, the
Germans soon established their
mastery, driving the local po-
pulation out from the best
sireets and houses and lurning
them into residences for them-
selves. In Kaunas only the Ger-
mans are allowed to live in the
central streets of the eity. When
food is distributed, the Ger-
mans reccive double rations.

Physical extermination of the
entire peoples is carried on un-
ceasingly. Papers publish long
lists of names of people shot by
the Germans. Thousands are
shot by pretext of struggle ag-
ainst the Guerrilla movement.
Incomplete figures al our dis-
posal show over two hundred
thousand people killed in Li-
thuania.

Hundreds of

of thousands

! men and women have been car-

ried off to Germany and to the
frontal zone where they are
foreed to work so hard and fed
so badly that they soon perish.
Then new slaves are brought in
their stead, The Germans have
also done their best to breed
national feuds among various
nationalities which inhabit Li-
thuania, thus trying lo cause
them to destroy cach other.

In 1941 the Hitlerites hegan
openly to campaign  for the
speedy cradication of the Li-
thuanian language. “Ausstro-
ten alles wea Litauisch ist”
(Destroy everything Lithuani-
an). This bestial battle cry pro-
claimed by the Germans in
caslern Prussia and the Klai-
peda region has now been
raised in all Lithuania. Lithua-
nian universities were closed
down, schools were German-
ized, and national Literature
burned.

Reactlionary cliques of Lithu-
anian emigres in the United
States are doing everything in
their power to help Fascist Ger-
many. They expressed great de-
light when, soon after the cap-
ture of the Republic, the Nazis
set up a puppet government
and although the Germans soon
dishanded this “Government™
and included the republic in
the boundaries of Germany,
these pro-Hitlerites continued
to praise the Regime of German
occupation. Later, when this
was no longer convenienl, they

If our nalive longue still
sounds in Lithuania; if news-
papers are allowed o appear
in this tongue, and the Germans
have been forced to permit a
semblance of  culture and lo
change arguments with whips
and bullets to promises and
bribes, all this is due only to
the victories of the Red Army
which is rapidly approaching
the Lithuanian border, and to
the growing discontent in the
republic and the widespread
partisan warfare, Growth of
the latter movement can be
seen from the recent order of
the Presidium Supreme Soviet
USSR, awarding medals and
orders to 52 Lithuanian Guer-
rilla fighters for valor display-
ed in the struggle against the
German invaders.

The spreading of this guer-
rilla warfare causes the Ger-
mans much anxiety. Recently,
Hitler’s deputy and supreme
executioner of (he Lithuanian
people, Von Rentlen, issued an
order declaring that in the re-
gions where guerrilla activity
would be observed the entire
population would he transport-
ed to Germany and the village
burned to the gorund. In the
Trakai region the Germans
burned a number of villages

but this only caused increased
guerrilla warfare. Thankstothe
victories of the Red Army, the
Hitlerite oceupationdid notpro-
ve 1o be death to the Lithuanian
people. It turned out to be only
a severe and dangerous illness,
the erisis of which has already
passed and a state of convales-
cence near. It is a greatl heroic
service of the Red Army to ma-
ny subjugated people, in parti-

In this victorious struggle, Li-
warriors have also
done their share. Over 3,000 Li-
thuanian men and officers have
been decorated with  medals
and orders of the Soviet Union.
Lt. Vaclovas Bernoténos and
Redartilleryman Victoras Jaci-
navi¢ius have received the
highest litles as heroes of the
Soviet Union. Victories of Hit-
ler Germany carried death and
slavery to the Lithuanian
people. Victories of the Red
Army bring them life and li-
berty.

Woman Snipers Get Enemy
Alien Status

LONDON.——The status of a
group of civilian women caught -
sniping at Allied soldiers in
France was settled by a govern-
ment order directing that they
be interned as enemy aliens.

A home office spokesman
said enemy women captured in
uniform would be treated as
prisoners of war, but others
taken by the Allied troops
would be interned.

The first woman captive, My-
ra, a 29-year old Pole accuesd
of sniping, probably will be sent
to the Isle of Man.

Arer’l We A Little “Soft?”

Several events which hap-
pened this past week deserve
a little more attention than
they received from the average
American.  Our ideas on the
importance of events might
differ. We won't quarrel on
that account. Here are mine
and, to quote the popular ra-
dio MC: “you can lake it or
leave il.”

The Supreme Court of the
USA made two decisions re-
versing the lower courts in both
cases. I haven’t the full text of
these decisions, but in sub-
stance they are:

A citizen has a right to say
the meanest things aboul our
form of government; he can
ofganize groups for no good
purpose, but so long as he does
not commit on over act against
the State, “Thou Shalt nottouch
him!” so says the Supreme
Court of these United States,

No sooner were the decisions
announced than about thirty
lawyers jumped to their feet
in Judge Eicher’s court in Wa-
shington and unanimously
moved to drop the prosecution
of the 29 citizens charged with
conspiring with Hitler’s agents
against our government!

Most of us let this pass as an-
other every-day affair. Don’t
we know that we would never
tolerate anything even resemb-
ling Hitler in this country? Of
course not. But here is the
catch: If you had asked an av-
erage German citizen in 1930
what he thought abont the
leader of the Beer Garten Putch,
he would have told you that
Hitler was nothing but a crack-
pot and not worthy of atten-
tion.

I would have ! rgiven the
German people for their com-
placency if it didn’t affect us
directly. Now, however, I am
angry al them for shirking
their duty. How easy they
could have disposed of the
crazy moustachio in the very
beginning.

“Stalin Himself Said So!"

Columnist K. M. Landis
writes of his experience with
a group of “average Ameri-
cans”. They were watching
news bulletins being flashed in
the window of a newspaper of-
fice. All the reports were good,
but with Premier Joseph Sta-
lin’s announcement that the
Allied landings in France were
“fully successful”, the crowd
agreed that “that made it offi-
cial”.

And do you know what that
‘brings to my mind. Almost 10
years ago, I sat in an air-cooled
theatre. After the dcouble fea-
ture, we were treated to a news
short. We saw the League of
Nations in session. And of all

things, I heard Maxim Litvin-
off speaking!

It was the voice from the
same Kremlin and spoke on the
same subject—“Danger of Fas-
cism and Collective Security”.
And, would you believe it, the
majority of the public-—-all good
Americans—sneered at  his
words of warning!

Mussolini was raping Ethio-
pia, the Japs had already sliced
a large portion out of China,
Hitler had “only” started to
fortify the Rhincland. Every-
thing was so far, far away. Who
wanted to listen to a voice from
Moscow? Not me, and me, and
me.

A few years later, Mussolini
and Hitler decided to slaughter
the young Republic of Spain.
We said: “So what?” and de-
clared our strict neutrality:
We wouldn't sell any war ma-
terials to either side! If only
Hitler and Mussolini had fol-
lowed our example. The people
of Spain could have saved their
counlry from shame and de-
struction. But no, the two origi-
nal Axis partners shipped am-
munition to Franco not only
of their own manufacture, but
what we sold them, too.

I ask: Who will sneer at Col-
lective Security now?

And what happened in Mar-
quette Park last Saturday that
the Lithuanians of Chicago had
to he warned against? A brand
new bus was presenled lo the
Chicago Chapter of the Ameri-
can Red Cross by the Chicago
Lithuanian  Victory Confer-
ence!

The bus was brought to the
Park by two pretty Red Cross
girls. A couple of high officials
of the Red Cross made accept-
ance speeches, Mrs. Agnes Ken-
ston, our beloved soloisl, start-
ed the ceremonies with the Na-
tional Anthem. Then she and
Mrs. Connie Abek sang a Li-
thuanian folk song. The Mas-
ter of Ceremonies and the Li-
thuanian speaker Mr. Pruseika
devoted most of their talks to
the 5th War Loan Drive.

After these short ceremonies,

sonnel and equipment of the
Blood Bank to outlying neigh-
borhoods; to take groupsof con-
valescent Servicemen [rm hos-
pitals lo recreation centers; lo
transport groups of enltertain-
ers from the cily to velerans'
hospitals, ele.

As one Red Cross official
stated: “This vehicle will be
the busiest wagon on wheels”,
You’ may see, on the streels of
Chicago or on couniry roads,
a Red Cross bus on a mission
of mercy. Read the sign on the
right-hand side of the bus: “No.
1—Presented by the Lithuanian
Victory Conference of Chica-
go.”

I am still wondering why
it was necessary lo warn
the Lithuanians of Chicago
againsl padticipation in pre-
senting a very useful vehicle to
the Red Cross.

Then it came to my mind that
one of the signers of this in-
famous warning is still holding
over $300 of public funds, col-
lected years ago for a cerlain
purpose. When the purpose
ceased to exist, it was suggested
that the money be equally divid-
ed among the Red Cross, USO
and Russian War Relief. It
hasn't heen done yel.

They should not judge the
Progressive Lithuanian group
by themselves.

U. S. Liths Send Fourth
Shipment of Gifts

The fourth shipment of
clothing, food, and gifts to Lith-
uanian refugees in the Soviet
Union, has been sent by the
Committee for Aid to Lithu-
ania. The shipment, which con-
tained such items as cases of
children’s shoes, woolen socks,
swealers, and various indivi-
dual parcels for Lithuanian
children and soldiers, has heen
valued at $0,671.72.

Shipments are made direct
to Moscow, U.S.S.R. where they
are distributed to various Lith-
uanian hospitals, schools, con-
valescent centers and direct to
Lithuanian soldiers at the front.

Justus Paleckis, chairman of
the Supreme Soviet Lithuanian
SSR and Vice-President of the
Soviet Union, has personally
sent a telegram thanking the
American committee for its aid
to Lithuanian refugees.

Stasys Brasiskis, chairman of
the Moscow committee for re-
ceiving American shipments,
told the press: “I wish to take
this oppoertunity to convey our
gralitude to our brothers and
sisters in America for their
kindness to evacuated citizens
of the Lithuanian SSR. We
thank our kind sisters for knit-
ting warm garments and com-
forters. We thank all the men
and women who are organizing
and shipping presents from the
United States.” .

G. L. Bill of Rights

1. Education. Veterans under
25 when they entered service
will be eligible for up to four
years of educational aid of not
more than $500 a year for tui-
tion. In addition, student vete-
rans will receive a £50 monthly
living allowance if they are
single and $75 if married.

2. Loans. The government
will guarantee 50 per cent of
loans up to $2,00Q, for the pur-
chase of farms, farm equip-
ment or business property. The
government will also pay in-
terest on half the loan for the
first year. =

3. Unemployment compensa-
tion. The federal government
will pay $20 a week up to 52
weeks of unemployment in the
two vears following the veter-
an’s discharge.

4. Job placement. A place-
ment service will assist veter-
ans in obtaining employment
after the war.

5. Hospitalization and claims.
By declaring the Veterans Ad-
ministration an essential war
agency, second only to the War
and Navy Departments, the bill
clears the way for quicker and
easier handling of claims for
pensions, insurance, hospitali-
zation and other matters guar-
anteed the veteran under pre-
vious legislation.

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After Three Years

In the last days of June, 1941, Mr. Hanson

Baldwin, a mililary commentator of the New -

York Times, wrote that the Red Army faced
a “Tannenberg far more decisive than the
first.”

Tannenberg, as you may remember, is a
town in East Prussia where the Russian Army

was severely bealen in the last war. Mr. Bald- .

win gave the Red Army only several weeks
to live.

Less than a month after Germany attacked
the Soviet Union, Mr. George Sokolsky, an
arch reactionary and anti-Soviet columnist,
wrote in the New York Sun:

“We must be prepared for the shock of the
elimination of Soviet Russia from the war
altogether.”

In his long diatribe he attacked the Soviet
government for losing the war. Messrs. Bald-
win, Sokolsky and other “military commen-
tators™ allowed the Soviet Union three weeks
to live. Later, they extended her life to three
months—then to six months—but no longer.

Poland was defeated in less than a week,
although Warsaw held out much longer.

France was defeated in 12 days but the
Armistice was not declared until 38 days later.

Some of our “military commentators”, who
either hated or misunderstood the Soviet
Union, allowed her that much time even
though they considered her army the weaker
of the two. Making allowance, however, for
the fact that the country was much larger,

-they put her on an “equal basis.”

“The first year was really a hard and bitter
one for the USSR. She had lost some 800,000
square miles of her territory. The Germans
advanced 600 miles deep into the Soviet ter-
ritory, on a front 1,000 miles long.

Then came a change. The German army
was beaten almost at the gates of Moscow.

In the second year, the Soviets recaptured
about 185,000 square miles of territory.

During the first two years the losses were:

Germany—~6,400,000 killed or taken prison-
ers; 43,000 planes knocked down; 42,000 tanks
destroyed or captured, also 65,000 guns.

Soviets—4,200,000 killed and missing; 23,000
planes, 30,000 tanks and 35,000 guns.

It is estimated that during the third year
Germany has lost 2,600,000 additional men.

The Soviet losses are also increased by some
800,000 men.

After three years:

The German army has been driven from
Stalingrad to the borders of Czechoslovakia
and Hungary. From the gates of Moscow to

“the borders of the Baltic Soviet republics.

Practically the whole Soviet territory, with
the exception of the Baltic countries and part
of Byelorussia, has been liberated.

The German army now is on the defensive
on all fronts.

The Soviet army is knocking Finland out
of the war and is preparing to give a decisive
blow to the German army on the Eastern front
while the Allies are striking the Germans on
the Western front.

The Soviet army did not win on the German
front alone. It also won the respect and ad-
miration not only of the Americans and the
British, but all the peoples throughout the
world.

And the Teheran conference has cemented
the unity and increased cooperation among
the three most powerful countries—the United
States, Great Britain and the Soviet Union.

Worth Repeating

EDGAR SNOW in the current
Sat. Eve. Post, discussing Chi-
nese partisans: In Yugoslavia,
we and the British and Russians
now aclively aid Tito, simply
because his forces actively fight
the Axis, but in Asia we have
so far given no official recog-
nition to the Chu-Mao armies
(led by Chinese Communists)
which offer virtually the only
armed opposition to the Japan-
ese in north China. Yel the
Chinese partisan movement is
actually much. the largest gue-
rilla organization in the world.
‘What makes it of special in-
lerest to us today is the chang-
ing strategy of the Pacific war
implied by the rapid westward
advance of our naval and air
forces . . . Guerilla China has
become the scene of the broad-
est efforts al mass mobilization
and mass education in Chinese
history. The partisan regimes
carrying out that effort have
been able to survive and flou-
rish because they have won the
devoted support of the farmers,
and particularly of youths, hun-
dreds of thousands of whom
have died in' this little-publi-
cized struggle. This fighting na-
tion constitutes the closest ap-
proach to political and econ-
omic democracy the Chinese
have ever known and has a
government which, so far, may
honestly be called incorrupt-
ible. .

ARMY AND NAVY REGIST-
ER in editorial “Must End Bar-
barism”: The time is approach
ing when peace proposals from
the German warlords will be-
gin to be heard. Coming from
a country which, by its acts of
barbarism, has repeatedly de-
monstrated contempt for the
rules governing warfare of eve-
ry other nation, no peace pro-
posals can be entertained by the
Allied nations . . . Germany and
Japan are guilty of inhuman
acts of barbarism surpassing
any cruelties of dictators re-
corded since the dawn of his-
tory. Unconditional surrend-
er of their military and naval
forces and punishment of their
leaders will not suffice. Every
means for making war must be
taken from them. To be effect-
ive, unconditional surrender
must be followed by complele
destruction of all forifications,
land and air weapons, ships of
war, and the last vestige of the
means of producing war mate-
rials. :

As We See It

A group of reactionary democrats and iso-
lationists have met in Chicago “to save Am-
erica”. They see a danger “of dissolution-of
the Republic”.

They are not afraid of fascism. Their ene-
my is not Hitler or the Japanese militarists.
They want “to save America” from the New
Deal, from Communism, from “globaloney”
and from “Hopkins, Frankfurter and Roose-
velt”,

The words seem to be familiar.

‘Where have we heard them before?

This sort of “saving” is not new. We in
Chicago have our own “saviors”. Mrs. Eliza-
beth Dilling was “saving” Chicago- and the
country for many years. She was joined by
Joe MeWilliams. Herr Doktor Villumait and
his German Bund also shouted and cried
against the dangers of Communism and the
New Deal.

But they are no longer saving us because
they are in ‘Washington on trial for sedition.

Alice de Tarnowsky added her voice to
those of the other “saviors”. She too is in
court because of an illegal divorce and an
illegal marriage to a soldier who deserted the
army.

The cry is familiar. You have heard it be-
fore.

Is there any connection between the former
and the latter “saviors”? I don’t know. There
may not be an organizational tie between
them, but it is the same cry and for the same
purpose.

‘Who are these new “saviors”?

One is a friend of the late Huey Long who
was considered a potential Hitler of America.

Several Roosevelt-haters and a good num-
ber of reactionary democrats who were de-
feated in the election running on the anti-
Roosevelt platform. %

American democracy marches ahead and
frightens them.

One of Mr. Hearst’s cronies, Benjamin De
Cassares, quotes and attacks the following:

“The constitution orders expulsion of any
member for adherence to or participation in
the activities of any clique, group, circle, fac-
tion or parly which conspires or acts to sub-
vert, undermine, weaken or overthrow any or
all institutions of American democracy.”

This quotation is supposedly from the con-
stitution of the newly organized Communist
Political Association, replacing the Commun-
ist Party.

I don’t know a thing about the organization,
therefore, I can’t argue on its merits or de-
merits. The quotation, however, sounds high-
ly democratic. It is against any kind of sub-
versiveness and for all democratic institu-
tions.

Mr. De Cassares attacks the organization
calling it many nasty names. And he pre-
tends to be democratic. >

Why should any body upholding demo-
cratic principles and institutions attack an

organization ithat defends those principles .

and institutions?

No sane argument can be offered.

It seems to me there is but one reason. Mr.
De Cassares is a red-baiter, It was a rather
profitable proposition for him and others like
him to attack Communists as enemies of
democracy. He is afraid that this “profes-
sion” will not be profitable any longer and he
will have to do something useful for a living.

Red-baiting was also a good cover-up for all
anti-democralic elements who dared not fight
democracy in the open. It is slipping away.
That makes them sore. ‘

A COMMENTATOR.
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BUND ORDERED DRAFT EVASION, SUPPORT

"By ART SHIELDS

WASHINGTON — Seccret or-
ders to German American Bund
members to oppose the war
. against Hitler and to support
Sen. Wheeler and other Ameri-
ca Firsters were placed in evi-
dence in the Nazi plot trial.

The orders called on Bund
members to rvefuse military
duty and to refuse to engage in
military production when pos-
sible.

The orders were signed by
Bunds Fuehrer Wilheilm Ger-
hard Kunze, a defendant in this
trial. This sensalional evidence
also affecls native fascist de-
fendants who cooperated with
the Bund. The Bund fuchrer's
commands were identified by
William Luedkte, former Bund
secrelary.

ORDERED SABOTAGE

Addressing war workers in
his order of Sept. 8, 1941, Kunze
declared that:

. .. Everyone who can avoid
producing war materials for
Bolshevism should keep. away
from such work. . . . But who-
ever believes himself obliged
to do such work through neces-
sily is also obliged to contrib-
ute correspondingly more from
his ecarnings for the struggle
against the world pestilence.”

Kunze's order of Jan. 20,
1941, praising the America First
group in Congress, declared
that:

“In several units work has
been going on according to plan
to encourage such fighlers for
. .. neutrality such as Wheeler,
Clark, Tinkham, Holl, Thorkel-
son (notorious pro-fascist, then
in Congress), Verne Marshall,
ete,, by wriling to them.
is to be carried on continually
in all unils and branches, not
in the name of the Bund, or any
organization but as personal
expressions of opinion of in-
dividual cilizens.”

Kunze's order of October,
1940, for which he was sent to
prison in another case, tells
Bund members to accepl induc-
tion under the seleclive service
law but to refuse actual mili-
tary duly.

“Refuse to perform military
duty,” said the Bund fuchrer,
“until this law, and all other
laws of the land . . . which con-
fine the citizenship of Bund
members are repealed.”

Prosecutor G. John Rogge
told the court -that he will
prove that the issues involved
in this trial are not affected by
the Supreme Court decision re-
versing the conviction of Elmer
Hartzel, author of pamphlets
against President Roosevelt
and the Jews and in favor of
Hitler.

Rogge was replying lo a de-
fense motion asking the release
of defendants on the theory that
the Supreme Courl decision
licenses their propaganda in
the name of “free speech.”

The prosecutor said he would
reveal enough of his fulure evi-
dence Lo show thal the defend-
ants had the “intent” to impair
military morale, that the Su-

preme Court said is necessary ,

for conviction.

Defense lawyers will invoke
the “free speech™ clause in re-
ply.

Mother's Day
Dear Folks:

It is with whatever determin-
ation I can gather up that I usu-
ally do try to get all my lellers
off to you in the shortest poss-
ible time. As always, I'was ve-
ry glad to receive your lelter of
March 29th.

The situation out here is, ‘Co-
si, Cosi” (so, s0). Looks very
much like it will be another
hot summer this year, and still
in more ways than just one.

I've been going along at lop
speed most all the time that I've
been here in Italy. It some-
times seems like it's only the
beginning.
