Seek Compensation

For Austrians

LONDON, Aug. 21. (ONA)—
The Free Austrian movement
in Britain has published a plan
for economic measures to be
adopted by Auslria as soon as
she is freed, it was learned to-
day.

Austrians who for political,
religious, or racial reasons have
suffered economic loss or been
deprived of property or their
means of livelihood by the Ger-
man occupation should be duly
compensated and have their
means of livelihood restored,
the report urges.

All German Reich property,
in Austria, all nazi organiza-
tions and businesses, all enter-
prises of German subjects, and
the properly of Austrian (rai-
tors, nazis, and Quislings, would
be confiscated. The establish-
ment of large-scale communal
feeding immediately after libera-
tion is also forescen in the re-
port.

In London, a wooden life-
boat that will not catch fire
even when passing 400 feet of
flames in a sca of burning oil,
has been perfected. The inven-
tor was John Lamb who was
torpedoed seven times during
the last war.

An asbestos hood sprayed by
180 gallons of water in a minute’
covers the boat, and a fireproof
canopy over the cockpit gives
further protection. The boat is
28 feet long and can carry 33
persons.

A four-motored Army bomb-
er circled three times over Mer-
riam, Kan., so low that people
on the ground could see crew
members waving, then crashed
in a burst of flame, destroying
five homes as it plowed through
th Kansas City suburb.

Since the beginning of 1943,
‘War Prisoners’ Aid of
YMCA has shipped, on Red
Cross vessels, one and a quar-
ter million articles, valued at

Irepican and Allied prisoners of
war.  The articles included
600,000 books, 300,000 athletic
items, 30,000 musical instru-
ments, 100,000 phonograph rec-
ords, 100 motion picture pro-
grams, as well as considerable
handicraft, theater, and indoor
games supplies. Very large
shipments have recently been
made from Geneva lo Stalag
Luft I and Stalags 11 B and
XVII B, in Germany, o meel
the growing needs of American
prisoners.

Two hun(lrcd and twenty-
five boxes of similar materials
went last year to the Far East
on the Gripsholm, with an ad-
ditional 300 cases going to Vla-
divostok and now awaiting
transshipment to Japan. Over
$150,000 worth of goods have
been purchased in the Far East
with funds sent through Swed-
en by the YMCA.

In addition to the above, War
Prisoners’ Aid has forwarded
to American prisoners of war
$250,000 worth of athletic, musi-
cal, and other supplies furnish-
ed by Special Services Division,
U. S. Army.

A number of new items have
been added to the list of ap-
proved articles. which may be
included in next-of-kin parcels
for prisoners of war and civil-
ian internees in Europe.

A partial list of miscellaneous
articles which may now be sent
includes the following kit¢hen
and eating ulensils, which must
not be glass, enamelware, or
other breakable material: fry-
ing pans, baking pans, spoons,
forks, coffee pots, dinner plates,
mugs, mixing bowls, and can
openers,

Food items now listed in«
clude powdered eggs, powdered
milk, flour (including such mix-
tures as Bisquick, gingerbread
mix, pancake flour, ete.), dried
puddings, fruit cakes, and gard-
en seeds. The amount of
chocolate which may be sent
has been increased to two
pounds.

Next of kin have been sent
the complete list of additional
items by the Office of the Pro-
vost Marshal General.

According to recent repatri-
ales, prisoners of war in Ger-
many are not permitted to write
letters in ink. Therefore, it is
not advisable to send fountain
pens, even though they are on
the permitted list.

It is only after such applica-
tions will be filed, that the serviceman will
be sent his ballot..

It is your duty to check the laws of your own
state to make sure that your boy will not be
disfranchised in the coming election.

French Patriots

Murdered by
Falangists

ALGIERS — Charging that
Spanish Falangists have been
mobilized under Nazi leaders
and are systematically murder-
ing French patriots in the Py-
renees region, the 28 French
Communist deputies in Algiers
demanded that Franco's envoy
and Falange leaders in Algiers
be immediately arrested and
held as hostages.

The Communists’ statement,
signed by Andre Marty, Joanny
Berlioz, Etienne Fajon, Andre
Mercier, Henri Pourtalet and
your correspondent reads in
full:

“Throughout the Pyrences
frontier Spanish Falangists, in-

. cluding remnants of the ‘Blue

Division’ brought back from
the Soviet front, are coming
over into France led by Hit-
lerite officers.

“They are attacking French
palriols and massacring whole
populations.

“Franco’s authorities claim
that it is simply a matter of in-
dividual engagement. However,
entire Falange organizations
have supplied half their mem-
bers.

“The challenge of Franco
and of the Falangists is past
all reckoning. Against the will
of the Spanish people, he is
openly attacking the French

~ people who are battling Hitler’s

rulé.
Ask Expulsions, Arrests

“One measure only is neces-
sary: the immediate expulsion
from North Africa of those
Spanish consuls and more or
less disguised Falangists who

~ boast of having helped 400 Ger-

man and Italian officers—war
prisoners — to escape from
Africa.

“In addition, there must be
the immediate arrest—as hosl-

" ages—of Franco’s envoy in Al-

giers who has free entry in the
Commissariat “of Foreign Af-
fairs here, as well as of all the
Falange chiefs at his command.

“The Communist députies,
convinced that we are fcflect-
ing the will of the entire'French
people fighting for libcrl&rull
upon the peoples of North Afri-
ca to'do everything possible\to
support the government in this
act necessary for
security.

“Only this can stop the mas-
sacre of the French people in
the Pyrenees region by Franco
and his Falangists who have
never ccased to be at war with
France and are now proving it
anew.” '

As We See It

There is an important conference going on
at Dumbarton Oaks, Washington. The three
greatest world powers are planning a postwar
world secure from the horrors of war and ag-
gression.

Many people anticipated disagreements, but
the speeches presenting the official attitudes

of the United States and the Soviet Union
cleared up all suspicions.
The USSR ambassador Adrei Gromyko,

speaking after State Secretary Cordell Hull,
frequently referred to Mr. Hull's spech and in
every detail supported the objectives outlined
by Mr. Hull.

As a dispatch for the Chicago Daily News
says: ¢

“When Gromyko had finished, Secretary
Hull shook his hand warmly and congratulated
him upon the stand he had taken on behalf of
the Soviets. The applause that followed Ambas-
sador Gromyko’s talk seemed heartier because
of the satisfaction of everyone waiting there
for the first intimation of Russia’s official atti-
tude. Some had anticipated a determined call
for a particular kind of force to be used in
backing up a new league. They were gratified
not only by the tenor of the Russian’s words
but with his firm declaration of complete
unity.”

The British official position was outlined
by Sir Alexander Cadogan. It did not differ
basically from those of the United States and
the USSR.

This is good news to everybody except those
who are deceiving themselves by believing
that we are going to fight the Soviet Union
after Germany is defeated, and believe it be-
cause it helps them cherish the hope that our
army is going to chase the Reds out of Lithu-
ania and hand the country over to a group of
politicians and the functionaries of the de-
funct fascist regime.of the late Mr. Smetona.

The Teheran conference has dealt a blow
to their self-deceptions The D ton Oaks
conference will hit them even harder,

Because Mr. Sumner Welles has fought in
the State Department for many progressive
jdeas and issues, it is generally assumed that
his latest book, The Time For Decision, must
be a very good book,

I am sorry to say, it is not.

Of course the book has much good ma-
terial, but it seems to me, Mr. Welles points
to a wrong direction. ’

I think his stand on our State Department’s
altitude to the present regime of Argentine
should be rejected. Mr. Welles attacks Cor-
dell Hull’s condemnation of the Argentine
fascist regime. He blames Mr. Hull when he
should blame the fascist regime.

I don’t know Mr. Hull’s stand, or his South
American policies of the past, but his present
policy, especially concerning the fascist regime
of Argentine, is good. To wage war against it
is helping the fascist element in South Ameri-
ca.

I doubt Mr. Welle’s wisdom on post-war
Germany too. Vince Rudis.

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FOR RUSSIAN WAR RELIEF?
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ON THE EVE

By Ilya Ehrenburg

On the outskirts of Vilnius,
when fighting was still in pro-
gress in ils streets, I spoke to
some German officers who had
been taken prisoner. Among
them was an Auslrian, an army
surgeon, a man of lively intel-
ligence and keen powers of ob-
servation.

“The Germans still hope,” he
said to me.

“In what?” I asked. “In the
V-1 robot bomb? In super-to-
tal mobilization?”

“No,” the Austrian replied.
“In the shortness of your mem-
ories. A year ago they used to
say the Russians have a short
reach. Now they say the Rus-
sians have short memories.”

I want to speak once more,
now that the Red Army has
reached the frontiers of Germa-
ny, ahout the savagery and bes-
tiality of the Hitlerites. Per-
haps there are some who when
they read about Germans sur-
rendering to supply troops and
even to children, say to them-
selves, “They’ve come to their
senses at last.” Perhaps some
Muscovites who saw the dismal
procession of war prisoners
asked themselves in suprise,
“Can fellows like these have
hanged innocent people?” Per-
haps the reports of the mutiny

of German generals ‘prompt in
the naive reader a hope that
conscience has awakened in the
Germans,

No! And again no! The Ger-
mans have not changed. They
surrender not because they re-
volt against murdering inno-
cent people; they surrender be-
cause they are afraid to die, It
is not the children they pity, but
themselves. A day, even an hour,
before they surrendered they
were still murdering defenseless
people. It is not conscience that
is awakening in them, but fear.

At the order of the Germans
their slaves are digging up the
corpses of the massacred and
burning them. The criminals
want lo cover up their traces.
For three years they slaughtered
with an easy mind. Then they
grew alarmed and began to de-
stroy the dead bodies. Thal’s
all their “conscience” amounts
to. They are preparing for the
day when at the word of com-
mand they'll cry, “It wasn’t we
who murdered; it was Hitler.”

Why did a certain colonel
throw a bomb at the Fuehrer?
Because he realized that Hiller
is evidence, .

Oberleutnant  Filins, a war
prisoner, told me that German
officers now closely secrutinize
the reports of the Extraordin-
ary State Committee. They look
to see-whether their names are

| mentioned. They know juslic

is coming.

I was in Bolshoi Tros{yanets
shortly after the Germans ran
away from (here. Scorched corp-
ses piled in stacks like firewod
were still snioldering. The child-
ren had been neatly laid at the
end of cach row....That was
the last contingent and the Ger-
mans fled before they could
burn them. All around I saw
signs of excavations and Aields
of skulls, Since lhe spring the
Germans had been burning the
bodies of their victims buried
earlier, but were unable to com-
plete the job.

Bolshoi  Trolsyanets, near
Minsk, was one of the “death
factories.” There.the Germans
killed Soviet war prisoners,
Byelorussians, and Jews brought
from Minsk, Vienna and Pra-
gue, using G-Wagens—gas wa-
gons—for the purpose. A cer-
tain German engincer perfeet-
ed these machines: they now
have a tip-up body which auto-
matically discharges the corpses
of the slain. Over 100,000 inno-
cent  people died in Bolshoi
Trostyanets.

There were death factories
in Ponyari, near Vilnius, in Bel-
zhelse, near Rava Russkaya, in
Novy Dvor and in Sabibur.
Trainloads of Jews arrived from
France, Holland and Belgium.
They were told they would be
put lo work. They were taken

naked for disinfection and baths.
The heads of the women were
shaved and the hair gathered in
sacks. Then the doomed people
were asphyxiated. Through a
trapdoor in the “bath house”
the dead bodies were conveyed
into a furnace. The Germans
declared that each of these death
factories had a capacity of 2,000
persons per day.

In the death factories Jews
and Soviel war prisoners, Rus-
sians, Byelorussians and Poles
were killed. In Vilnius the inhab-
itants of entire streets were sent
to Ponyari. The bulchers had
a timelable—one day they
slaughtered Jews, another day
Poles. There were also “Rus-
sian days.”

It is hard to conceive: mil-
lions of people—neat, quiet old
women; mothers with infants
al the breast; beautiful young
women and little girls w'th pig-
lails—massacred in these death
factories. Each of them lived his
or her life; they were warm and
alive....And then some Ger-
man in an office recorded in a
book: so many unils extermin-
ated.

I will not altempt to paint
these pictures of horror; man-
kind will return to them for cen-
turies to come, trying to realize
the immensily of suffering.

Valya Komarova, a humorous,
tender girl of 14 lived in Yalta.
The Germans murdered her and
outraged her body; they cut off
her left breast. Marusya Pono-
maryova was a Russian child
of seven years. The Germans
burned her alive and in her tor-

ment she shricked, “Mama!”
But her mother did not hear

her; she had been killed the day
before.

Bul there is a Molher Russia.
She heard Marusya's cries and
will never, never forget.

“Dr. L. Druskin, Children’s
Diseases”—the Germans killed
the old man and buried hund-
reds of living children with
him. And side by side with in-

fants in this fraternal grave lie
the mutilated bodies of sailors.

Here is the site of what was
once the Russian village of Art-
yukhovo, on the Dukhnovo-Id-
ritsa highroad. The Germans
burned the village and all its
inhabitants with it. Sergei Step-
anov was 67 years old. The
Germans beat him with rifle-
butts and ordered him to dance.
They snalched Malryona Leon-
ova's infant from her arms and
threw it into the flames before
the mother’s eyes. The list of
burned is a terrible one. In it fi-
gure Vera Semyonova, an ol
woman; Maria ‘Kuzmina, ‘1
monts old, and Nikolai Ivanov,
six months old. ...

‘Whoever has even once in his
life stroked the head of an in-
fanl, whoever has seen the tears
of a mother, will not forget the
\ashes of Artyukhovo: they are
human ashes.

The township of Ekaterinopol |

was inhabited by Jews. They
were all slaughtered...all but
a young girl, Sonya. She- tells
of the woes of the people. In
Ekaterinopol lived an old bar-
ber, Azril Pritzman. He was 76,
and had five sons at the front,
The barber cried to the Ger-
mans, “Shoot. My sons will
avenge me!” Golikov was a coop-
er, 80 years old. Rising wounded

| out of the pil he cried, “Shoot,

you vipers. You can’t kill me
with one bullel.” I don’t know
whether the barber’s sons are
alive. But every murdered old
man has sons—the Soviet sol-
diers. They are already in Bes-
kidi, near Warsaw and at the
frontiers of Prussia. The butch-
ers will be made to answer.

Christmas Gift Mail
Starts Qverseas
September 15

Christmas gift packages mail-
‘ed- between Sept. 15 and Oct.
15 to Army and Navy person-
nell overseas should bear the
endorsement “Christmas Par-
cel” and may not contain per-
ishables, intoxicants, poisons,
and inflammable materials (in-
cluding matches of any kind and
lighter fluids), the Army and
Navy Postal Services said.

The mailing of fragile articles
is discouraged, the services said
in listing regulations.

Other regulations include the
following:

Christmas gift packages will
be accepted for mailing only
within the present limitations
of weight and size—five pounds
in weight, 15 inches in length,
and 36 inches in length and
girth combined,

All articles must be packed
in boxes of metal, wood, solid
fiberboard, or strong double-
faced corrugated fiberboard, and
tied with strong twine. It is
highly desirable that all fiber-
board boxes be securely wrap-
ped in heavy paper, if available.

Contents should be packed
tightly. Hard candies, nuts, car-
amels, fruil cake, and chocolate
bars individually wrapped in
waxed paper should be inclosed
in inner boxes of wood, metal
or cardboard. = Soft candies
should not he mailed. Sharp-
pointed or sharp-edged instru-
men(';r: such as razors or knives,

must have their points or edges
protected so they cannot cut

. through their coverings and
| damage other mail. 7

Addresses must be legible, in
typewriting or ink. A slip con-
taining the complete address of
the addressee and sender should
be enclosed in the parcel to per-
mit identification in the event
the outer wrapper becomes torn,
mutlilated or destroyed in lrans-
it. Parcels addressed to over-
seas Army and Navy personnel
should show the grade rank,
full name, Army or Navy serial
number, service organization
and unit, and the APO number
or Navy number, in care of the
postmaster at the port of em-
barkation through which the
mail is routed. Postage must he
fully prepaid. OowWI

Veteran’s Aid

Want your old job back, asks
the Mediterranean Stars and
Stripes of GI Joes. The law is
on your side, is its answer,

“In case you've wondered—
and who hasn’t—whether you'll
be able to relurn to your old job
after the war,” writes S and §,
“here’s the latest instructions
given local draft boards as an
outline of Selective Service
Headquarters’ policy on the

S and S lists a series of ques-
tions and answers on the sub-
jeet, which are helpful.

How rigidly is the law re-
quiring the reemployment of
velerans to be enforced?

Very rigidly. The law says
that employers need not rehire
veterans if postwar conditions
make it “unreasonable or im-
possible” for them to do so.
However, an employer can’t re-
fuse to reemploy a veteran
merely because it is inconven-
ient to do so. ' Seleclive Service
advises: “The convenience of
an employer must be distin-
guished from ‘impossible’ or
‘unreasonable.’”

What can a veleran do if his
old employer refuses o -give
him back his job?

He can sue'in court, One Fed-
eral ¢furt already has held that
a veteran is entitled.toback pay
from the time he was refused
his old job to:thi€ time he got it.
Veterans can even enlist the
services of federal district at-
torneys_ to ecnforce  their job
rights. State and local draft
authorities, however, are not

Publication of a new guide
on rules for GI voling entitled
“How Your GI Joe Can Vote"
was announced today by the Na-
tional Federation for Constitu-
tional Liberties. The guide in-
dicates what members of the
armed forces, merchant marine
and auxiliary from every state
should do in order to apply for
their absenlee ballots and to re-
gister so that they may vole in
the November elections. It also
tells what states accept federal
ballots, and where supplemen-
tary information on voling re-
gulations is available.

“How Your GI Joe Can Vote”
is a leaflet designed for wide-
spread distribution, in response
to requests from all ovr the

tion. It is addressed particularly.
to relatives and friends of ser-
vicemen urging them to encour-
age their GIs to vote and to lel
their GIs know what they must*
do in order to vote. It points
out that it is essential for every-
one on the fighting fronl and at
home to vote in the November
elections because the outcome
will determine our country’s fu-
ture for many years to come.

This publication is a part of
the campaign by the National
Federation for Constitutional
Liberties to enable servicemen
and women to exercise their
right to vote.

How soon must a veteran ask
for his old job?

‘Within 40 days after his dis-
charge. Employers also can re-
quire that the veteran produce
evidence that he salisfactorily
pexformed his military service.
Cerlificates of discharge not
dishonorable are preof of satis-
faclory performance. If a vet-
eran ‘delays beyond 40 days, the
employer is under no obliga-
tions to rehire him.

“Tow soon must the veteran
be rehired?

The law says that veterans
are entitled to immediate rein-
statement. To Selective Service
this does not mean “instant” re-
employment, but does mean
“without unneccessary delay.”
An employer will not be allow-
edto keep.a veteran wailing for
three or four months until a
job opens"ulg‘_nor can he delay.,
rehiring the;,f?\;glg_ran because it
would be more convenient for
him to wait.

How long must the. veteran
be retained in his job?

_ Usually for at least a year.

| The regulations state that vet-

erans cannot be fired except for
cause within that year.

What salary do employers
have to pay veterans?

In general, the employer must
restore the veteran to his old
job, or a comparable job, at the
old salary. However, if his old
job now carries a higher salary,
the veteran is entitled to the
salary that now goes with the
job. If, in the employer’s opin-
ion, the veteran isn’t qualified
for the upgraded job, he must
give him another job at his for-
mer pay.

What «about the seniority
rights of a veteran?

Veterans accumulate senior-
