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LITHUANIANS AND POLES AGREE
ON MUTUAL EVACUATION

WASHINGTON—The agree-
ment between the government
of the Lithuanian Soviet Social-
ist Republic and the Polish
Committee of Nalional Libera-
tion for the mutual evacuation
of the Lithuanian population to
Lithuania from the territory of
Poland and the Polish citizens
to Poland from the Lithuanian
SSR, was broadcast over the
Khabarovsk radio and monitor-
ed for the Office of War In-
formation by the Federal Com-
munications Commission. The
negotiations “were conducted
in an atmosphere of friendly
and mutual understanding,”
the broadcast said, and signed
at Lublin on September 22,

The agreement provides that
the evacuation be carried out
on a completely voluntary
basis. The population is to be
informed about the time and
conditions of the evacuation by
specially authorized represen-
talives of the Council of Peo-
ple’s Commissars of the Lithu-
anian SSR and the Polish Com-
miltee of National Liberation,
who are assigned to implement
the evacuation both on the ter-
ritory of Poland and the Lithu-
anian SSR.

Care of the settling and wel-
fare of the evacuees is to be
assumed by the government of
the Lithuanian SSR on the ter-
ritory of the Lithuanian Soviet
Socialist Reépublic and by the

Polish Committee of National
Liberation on the territory of
Poland.

Persons evacuated from Po-
land to the territory of the
Lithuanian SSR, if they so de-
sire, are either given land on
which to establish homesteads
or an opportunily to get work
commensurate with their edu-
cation or training.

Persons evacuated from Lith-
uania to Poland are also to get
land as provided by the land-
reform laws of Poland. The
landless peasant-evacuees both
in Lithuania and Poland,
should they so desire, will also
receive land in accordance with
the general laws. All other
evacuees will have an oppor-
lunity to get work commensu-
rate with their education and
training.

The agreement provides for
various privileges for the evac-
uces. They will be forgiven
their arrears on their laxes in
kind, monetary taxes and in-
surance. All the resettled home-
steads, both in Lithuania and
Poland, are exempted from all
government monetary laxes
and insurance payments for
two years. The evacuees in
their new settlements are to get
financial aid to the amount of
5,000 rubles, in zlolys, per
homestead for economic and
other purposes, which is to be
repaid in five years.

AFL DEMANDS PASSAGE OF HEALTH BILL

WASHINGTON, D. C. — Ap-
palling deficiencies in the na-
tion's health needs exposed by

the Seleclive Service system’s |

rejection of more than 1,000,000
draftees as physically unfit, can
hest be remedied by adoption
of the Wagner-Murray-Dingell
bill, the American Federation
of Labor told Congress.

Appearing before the Senate
Sub-commitlee on Wartime
Health and Education, AFL
Legislative Representative Lew-
is G. Hines submitted a stale-
ment which emphasized the
critical need for national health
insurance as provided for in
the proposed legislation.

The AFL declared passage of
the Wagner-Murray-Dingell
bill is an urgent national re-
quirement. The statement sum-
marized the health provisions
of this bill as follows:

“In addition o its provisions
for much needed improvement
of the entire system of employ-
ment securily and old age hene-
fits, it provides health and dis-
ability benefits to practically
all workers nol otherwise cov-
ered and to members of their
families in indusltrial, commer-
cial, agricultural, domestic and
non-profit institutional employ-
menl.

“This bill provides the ser-
vices of a physician chosen by
the worker. Care is to be avail-
able for as long as needed, at
the home, office or hospital, in-
cluding preventive, diagnostic
and therepeutic treatment and
care, as well as periodic physi-
cal examinations.

“It provides for laboratory
services, special appliances and
eye-glasses.

“It provides hospitalization
for 30 days, or longer if funds
permit.

“It provides suitable benefits

to an insured worker who by
reason of illness or injury is

totally unable to work at his
last or usual occupation for 26
weeks in the benefit year, plus
12 weeks additional maternity
henefits.

“It provides for free choice of
physician and hospital and for
the freedom of the doctor to de-
termine the patients he will
serve.

“It provides grants-in-aid for
medical
and lraining.

“It is designed to suppl L
and not conflict with presently
operating workmen’s compens-
ation plans.”

RUSSIANS, POLES
IN LITHUANIA TO
BE RESETTLED

Moscow — A second agree-
ment providing for exchange
of populations has been signed
at Lublin between the Soviets
and the Polish Commitlee of
National Liberation, this one
affecting Soviet Lithuania.

Similar to the pact signed by
the committee and the Ukrain-
ian and White Russian Soviet
republics earlier this month, it
says the transfers will be a mat-
ter of “complete free will.”

Evacuees to either country
will receive land in accordance
with recent Agrarian reforms,
and workers will obtain em-
ployment suitable to their
training and skill.

The Polish Committe of Na-
tional Liberation addressed the
Soviet Red Cross with a re-
quest for medicines and medical
equipment.

Milk Paste Effective
For Wounds

Soviel microbiologists have
developed acidophilus  milk
paste which is extremely effec-
tive in healing wounds. In a
Novosibirsk hospital there was
a group of men whose wounds
healed very slowly; neither no-
vocaine ‘blocking, ultra violet
ray treatment, antiseptics or
permanganate baths helped
them. The doctors tried the
acidophilus milk paste and
within a short time the wound-
ed were quite well,

The new paste is made of
pressed acidolphilus milk. Dur-
ing the Leningrad blockade
microbiologists Khlebnik ova
and Gibshman made a paste of
the same milk, which was used
in all Leningrad hospitals. ' In
almost all cases it brought
about a rapid healing of the
most difficult wounds.  The
paste is now widely used in all
Soviet hospitals.

$1,000,000 SPENT IN WAR
ON INFANTILE PARALYSIS

New York -—= The National
Foundation for Infantile Par-
alysis and its chapters have ex-
pended more than $1,000,000 in
fighting the 1944 epidemic out-
break of the disease, which is
at its highest level since 1916.

Money, professional person-
nel, supplies and equipment
have been sent to 19 states and
the District of Columbia. Every
one of the 26 respirators held
in reserve by the foundation at
centrally situated depots have
been called into use.

_ he opposed American defense appropriations
stating that we did not need an army of more
than 800,000 men dnd that it was rediculous
to appropriate $10,000,000 for the army, which
however, Congress did over his protests.

Lend-Lease Bill. Under this bill the United
States was able to send arms to Britain and
keep that country in the war while we pre-
pared ourselves for the inevitable blow that
. came on December 7, 1941. Without the Lend-
Lease England might have been destroyed,
and the United States alone would have had to
face Germany and Japan.

The Final Stretch

As the registration period draws to a close
in most states (October 10th in Illinois), a
Fortune Poll tells us that one out of four citi-
zens have never registered from the place
where they now live. Since most of these are
workers, the poll shows 16 percent are for

Roosevelt.

Every labor organization, every civic or
political body and -every individual devoted
to the reelection of the President, should
throw everything it has into the drive to
register every voter. The stakes are too great
for any effort to be spared.

* Political Bankruptcy

In 1940; Carey McWilliams
wrote that “reactionary polili-
cians, incapable of coping with
the nation’s problems or an-
swering its needs, try to find a
way out by making a scapegoat
of the foreign born and thus
spreading confusion and dis-
trust.”

During the past month or
more, president Roosevell's op-
ponents have displayed politi-
cal bankruptey in their efforts
to stimulate alien-bating and
hysteria against the foreign
born. They have centered their
attack on Sidney Hillman,
Chairman of the National Citi-
zens Political Action Com-
mittee, and United Stales Sena-
tor Robert F. Wagner.

In accepting the anti-foreign-
born campaigns, the Dewey
forces indicate that they will
re-establish the Hoover policies
toward the foreign born if they
are elecled to national office.
That was a policy of intimida-
tion of the foreign born and
flagrant disregard of thein
rights and welfare. Today that
policy is one with Senator Rey-
nolds “nationalism.”

The foreign born, as a group,
have benefitted immeasurably
in the twelve years that Presi-
dent Roosevelt has held office.
The immigration and Naturali-
zation Service has been created
into an agency for helping the
foreign born rather than hound-
ing the foreign born. The Pres-
ident’s Committee on Fair Em-
ployment Practice has served
to eliminate many forms of dis-
crimination against foreign-
born Americans. The federal
program, “Americans All—Im-
migrants AlL” served to create
widespread understanding of
the contributions made by the
immigrant in the development
of America.

These advances made by the
foreign born have been the re-
sult of the implementation of
the President’s policies. It is
these advances and these poli-
cies that are at stake in this
election.

It is clear that the best way to
defeaf this latest menace to the
unity and welfare of the Am-
erican people will be at the
polls in November. We can-
not entrust the future of the
American people to those who
show such little respect for our
past traditions and present-day
needs as to seek to win votes by
baiting Americans because of
their foreign birth.

INSPIRATION
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It Happened in Warsaw

(Report by I. Pilgrim, who
returned [rom Poland after
spending a year with the Polish
underground.)

1 SAW HOSTAGES DRIVEN
TO DEATH

One day, in the streets of
Warsaw, I saw something that
left me deeply shaken. I left
for an appointment and was
walking along Rakowiecka St
in the direction of Pulawska St.,
when I suddenly noticed that
the crowds in the street were
surging in the opposite direc-
tion. I also saw SS palrols
creeping along the house walls,
most of them boys 15 or 16 years
old, obviously excited, with
flushed cheeks . . . A moment
Jater some shots resounded a
little farther on. I understood
that an execution was about to
take place.

German military police were
shooting at windows and bal-
conies to frighten away people
from places close to the execu-
tion spot. I turned hastily into
the Aleja Niepodleglosei. Sud-
denly I heard the sound of
trumpets; the grim procession
was rapidly approaching—this
was the signal lo clear the way.
It was led by moforeyeles carry-
ing policemen with machine
guns in ‘the side-seats; behind
them was a big car with police
officers, then ten or fifteen so-
called “huls,” lorries crowded
with armed military police, a
big lorry covered with black
cloth, and more police cars and
motorcycles.

In the covered lorry were
about 100 people, ‘sentenced’ to
be shot, as I was afterwards
told. I do not know how the
Germans managed to erowd so
many people into such a small
space—perhaps they were piled
upon each other in a heap. At
that time the Germans trans-
ported ‘sentenced’ prisoners
with bound hands, covered
eves, and lips glued together
with plaster. Often consider-
able blood was taken from
them before the execution.

It is hard to describe my feel-
ings when I tried to discover the
human forms under the black
cioth. I was overwhelmed with
a feeling of horror and impo-
tence. The people in the car
knew that their lives were about
to end; they, were fully aware
of their fate. Since the names
of ‘sentenced’ hostages were
usually announced to the pub-
lic beforehand, there must have
been many friends, relatives,
and companions of the doomed
men among the onlookers in the
slreets.

And the victims? Bound, {or-
tured, crushed in the darkness,
did they pray up to the last mo-
ment for a miracle to free
them? Did they hope to the
end that help would arrive
from somewhere? :

The procession passed by and
I lost sight of it as it turned the
corner. I walked in the oppo-
site direction, tumult and con-
fusion in my mind and heart.
Somewhere, near Pole Moko-
towskie, I heard the sound of
the first volley of shots, then
the second and Lhe third (the
Germans killed their victims in
three groups). Each volley was
followed by several single
shots—the military police were

finishing up the wounded. All’

was Uren quiel. Passersby went
their way as before. Only the
men were bareheaded, and the
women walked like the blind,
their eyes full of tears.

POLISH UNDERGROUND
STRIKES BACK

The German dominalion of
Warsaw was only partial. The
Nazis have an unlimited arsenal
of all kinds of guns and ammu-
nition. They have the most
elaborate places of torture and
the most carefully guarded
jails. But they know that some-
where, beneath their terror and
force, “underground,” there is
a power and a force of a differ-
ent nature, and a disciplined

organization courageous and
strong enough to challenge
their rule.

From time to time, acling on
orders of their leadership, the
people of the wunderground
Ereak into the area of German
domination to fulfill their
chosen and designated lasks.
They appear for a moment like
ghosts and vanish again with-
cut a trace . .. The things I
saw in my country amply prove
the accusation thal Poles lack
organizational ability to be no-
thing but an idle and malicious
misrepresentation.

Once I was in an dapartment
on Dluga Street. There was a
sudden sharp sound of machine
guns. I hurried to the window.
A police lorry with prisoners
was returning to the Pawiak
jail from a hearing al Gestapo
headquarters on Szucha Streel.
From the ruins of a wrecked
house across the street a couple
of young men appeared as from
out of the earth and began to
shoot at the armed escort. The
driver was struck by a bullet.
With a grinding of gears, the
car stopped. The German mili-
tary police jumped to the pave-
ment and opened fire. One of
them, wounded in the stomach,
fell; the other, bleeding and
groaning, leaned against a wall.
A rapidly moving carriage
turned the corner, the driver
was lashing the horse. A young
man kneeling in the carriage
tired at the Germans from his
machine-gun.

It was difficult to realize
what was happening, every-
thing was done so quickly.

them several women, ran from
the lorry and disappeared in
the ruins, their defenders fol-
lowing them closely.

The Germans were left be-
hind. Soon the slreets swarm-
ed with mililary police, run-
ning from all directions. Their
job was to clear away the (races
of battle and remove the dead
and wounded.

On the following day I learn-
ed that I had been an accidental
witness to the liberation of 22
prisoners by a detachment. of
the Polish Underground Army.
Such assaulls are very frequent
and are always perfectly or-
ganized. I could cite many in-
stances, such as the attack de-
scribed above, or the assault
upon the armored car of the
Itank of Poland on the corner
of Miodowa Street and Krakow-
skie Przedmiescie Streel. On
that occasion, the money was
rapidly transferred from the

! armored car lo the wailing mo-

tor car. In five minutes there
was no sign of the assailants,
The Germans set a high price
upon the capture of the cul-
prits, but there were rumors in
Warsaw thal the only wilness
of the attack was King Zyvgmunt
1T upon his pedestal.

Similar incidents take place
everywhere in occupied Poland.
Today no one in Poland leads
a normal life, every Pole lives
in daily danger. An observer
may wonder how the popula-
tion finds strength to survive
under the conditions of unre-
milting lerror—the answer is
the great internal strength of
the Polish people, who nol only
survive but strike back.

SovietWomen Air Aces

To a Russian there is nothing
unusual in the fact that women
fly bombers and fighter planes
and bring down Goering’s sky
bandits. The Soviet Union has
many women war fliers, most
of whom formerly worked in
civil aviation. Today they are
flying communication planes,
ambulance planes and battle
planes.

One of the most famous of
women fliers is Colonel Valen-
tina Grizodubova, Hero of the
Soviet Union, who is also a
Member of the Supreme Soviet
of the USSR from the Central
Asian Republic of Kirghizia,
and Chairman of the Women’s
Anti-fascist Committee in Mos-
cow.

Grizodubova is 30 years old,
is married and has a son. She
learned to fly at the age of 19.
Her father, a mechanic, was an
aviation enthusiast; in 1907 with
his own savings he constructed
a plane similar to that of the
Wright Brothers.

In the 1930’s Grizodubova
broke three speed records estab-
lished by American women fli-
ers. Soon afterward she attain-
ed an altitude of 3,267 meters
in a light hydroplane, breaking
the altitude " record held by
America. In 1937 with two
friends, Polina Osipenko and
Marina Raskova, she flew from
Moscow -to the Soviet Far East,

establishing a women’s world |
record for non-stop flying. Colo- |

When Major Raskova died
she was mourned by the whole
country. Her obituary was
signed by Marshall Stalin and
other Soviet slalesmen. Her
| body lay in state at the Moscow
House of Culture, and represen-
tatives of the Soviet High Com-
l mand, Deputies to the Supreme
Soviet and Moscow aircraft
workers were among those who
came to pay a last tribute to
her.
A young Soviet girl, Lilya
Litvak, who flew a fighter plane
also died on active service. Be-
" fore the war she was a pilot in

a flying club. Shortly after
| joining her unit at the front she
brought down three Germans—
a Messerschmitt, a Heinkel and

a Junkers. Her men comrades
still speak of her daring. 3

Lieutenant Valeria Khomya-
kova, another fighter pilot,
distinguished herself earlier in
the war by destroying a Junkers-
88 bomber. Yevdokia Nosal,
also a Hero of the Soviet Union,
flies- a night bomber. Before
the war she was a school-
mistress.

Many other girls have follow-
ed the example of these famous
airwomen. As long ago as No-
vember, 1942, for example, the
Soviet press reported that 14
girl students of the Lomonosov
University in Moscow had quali-
fied as navigatprs of bomber
planes and that three had al-
ready distinguished themselves
| at the front.

Valentina Grizodubova said
of one of her friends, a bomber
| pilot: “The Germans killed her
| mother, father and one child.
| Only her younger son survived.
And her hatred for our enemies
is as great as her tenderness for
her surving child. None of her
bombs misses its aim.”

The Department of Com-

patron. Write the addresses of Chicago friends and relatives on a

sheet and send them to the Postmaster, Room 409, Main Post"
