WASHINGTON (FP)—Rob-
ert Stripling, chief investigator
of the House unAmerican’ Ac-
tivities Committee, assured me
last weekend that the commit-
tee’s subcommittee on fascism
will be glad lo receive my tes-
timony and documentary evi-
dence as to the Klan’s unAmeri-
can aclivities as soon as sub-
committee chairman John Me-
Dowell (R, Pa.) returns to
‘Washington this week.

This assurance came belatedly.

On July 12 I had written unAmeri-
can committee chairman J, Parnell
Thomas (R, N. J.) offering testimony
and three file drawers of evidence T
gathered while serving as a kleagle
in the Klan for over a year having
joined for the purpose of exposing it,

After waiting two months without
even receiving an’ acknowledgment
of my offer I decided that the public
should be made aware of the unAm-
‘erican committee's apparent lack of
interest in the Klan.

To that end I donned my Klan robe
and called on the unAmerican com-
mittee in person determined to get
at least an oral yes or no answer as
to whether it would accept eyidence
against the KKK on a silver platter,

Louis J. Russell, an unAmerican
committee aid, assured me that if I
would be seated I could see chief in-
vestigator Stripling shortly. But after
waiting about 15 minutes two capitol
police guards marched in and said
Striping has asked that I be ejected
{from the building.

I've been approach-
ed on several occassions by singers who complained they can’t
find enough material from which lo pick their songs.

@ “Do you helong to the ‘Lictuviy Meno Sgjunga?” I ask them.
Invariably the answer is “no.” >

“Then I can see-why you're in such a predicament.”

® The LMS has on file perhaps the grealest collection of Lith-
uanian songs in this country. From them you can get traditional
folk-songs, modern ballads and opereltas. Simply drop a card
to the LMS Center, 3116 So. Halsted St., Chicago, Il1,, and ask for
a catalogue. And whether you are an LMS member or not, you
can order music there at nominal cost. ;

@ Become a member and you will profit by getting all -the
songs, plays and other malerial published throughout the coming
year free of charge. Your membership in the LMS will mean a
widening insight and interesl into Lithuanian-American culture.
You will become acquainted with our writers and composers. You
will be up-to-date in your repertoir.

@ “So I receive a catalogue. How can I tell by just a title wheth-
er the song would be appropriate for my voice, for my group, for
the occasion?”

® “Thal, of course, is the trouble with ordering unfamiliar
musice through catalogues. Here is where the LMS member has
another advantage. He can look over the music. He doesn’t
have to guess at the mood, the tempo, or the voice gauge by just

reading a title.”
© Recently I looked over an LMS song catalogue and recalled

most pleasantly some of the songs I heard years ago and won-
dered if our artists have forgotten the old adage of familiar music.
Some 10-15 years ago our choruses were putting on such operetlas
as “Inkvizicija,” “Alkis,” “Kova uz Idéjas.” These opereltas are -
now passed as far as the play is concerned, but many of the
songs are beautiful and melodic and can be sung on the concert
stage. “Auksas” from “Inkvizicija” is a stirring duel. and “Sku-
bek Namo” from the same operetta is a very romanlic tenor solo.

® Bul perhaps “Kova uz Idéjas” offers more tuneful songs for
many occasions. There'’s the Iyrical soprano solo “Oi viena, a$
Viena,” and the popular serenade for lenor “A3 po Skvernu Be-
sine§damas Gitarg.” another romantic duet “Oi tu Mergyte.” For
the men’s chorus the lively “Kareivéliai” and “Ciumakas” and for
the mixed chorus “Laukai Nearti” and “Malonu Mums Matyli.”
The latter is appropriale for weddings and anniversaries.

@ J. Zilevidius, a N. J. organist, has composed numerous 4-part
ballads. Some years ago the LMS published “Anoj Puséj Ezerélio”
and “Pasakyk Mergele,” among others. Chorus teachers should
look these descriptive ballads over.

@ Of our modern composers perhaps Walter Zukas has sub-
mitted the most material. In a previous column, I included a list
of all his published works, but I do want to suggest to artists in
the west to look up “Ant Visados.” It's a duet that has everyone
here around New York humming its catchy tune.

@ The LMS has also published collections of songs in book
form. Twenty-two of M. Petrauskas’ songs, with interesting
piano accompaniment, have been grouped together in an anni-
versary folder. Another fine collection of 11 songs for choruses
is the booklet “Lictuvos Dainos.”

® The LMS is always on the alert for new material. Com-
posers and writers are urged to send their work into the Center
in Chicago where they will be published and popularized through-
out the country.

@ “More than three decades ago™ writes Mrs. Anne Petrutis of
Chicago to PEOPLE IN THE NEWS, “thousands of Lithuanian
immigrants came to America to begin a new life. They left be-
hind them not only loved ones but a heritage of beautiful songs
and customs. These “Future Citizens of the United States” settled
down, married and raised families. Their children were brought
~ up to be good Americans, but also was instilled in them the love of
_ their Lithuanian decendency.

“Soon it became obvious that these young Americans would not
be able to speak the Mother Tongue of their parents if neglected.
. Since in singing there is so much pleasure to the young, it was

- decided to form a school for Amer.-Lith. children. This school *

was called the “Aleities Ziedu Vaiku Draugijele”, (The Future
Blossoms).

“Many, many of us remember this school and were its members.
These schools were not only established in Chicago but in many
of the Lithuanian settled cities of America. Many of the Amer.
Lith. artists, singers, dramatisls, etc., that are well-known today
wereA, Z. V. D. students. On the list can be mentioned Joe Ken-
ston, Agnes Kenston, Dorothy Yuden, Algird Brazis, Fritz Jacobs,
Tony Guyer, and many, many others.

“With the passing of the years these children graduated into
choruses like L. K. M., Roseland Aido, Detroit Aido, ete. and the
A. Z. V. D. classes became smaller. Another factor was very few
immigrants were permilted into America after World War I. It
was decided to disband all A, Z. V. D. groups and by 1929 they
were gone.

“Today, il seems history will be repeating itself, because the
past members of A, Z. V. D. are parents and there is a crying need

that there be such a school again. Not only are the grandparents

interested in keeping up the beautiful language of Lithuania, its
customs and songs, ete., but so are these parents of Today's
Children.
