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HighBlood Pressure
And Causes

High blood pressure is one of
the major causes of death and
disability.  Nevertheless, the
causes of primary hypertension
or simple high blood pressure
are still unknown. Considering
the size of the problem, research
in this field has been given re-
latively little support. However,
certain leads have been dis-
covered.

First, high blood pressure has
been found to run in _some
families. This does not neces-
sarily mean that the disease or
the predisposition toward high
blood pressure is inherited,
since similarity in living condi-
tions such as diet could account
for these figures to some ex-
tent, However,, these figures do
suggest that further study of
the role of heredity in high
blood pressure is needed.

A faulty diet patlern, parti-
cularly one which produces
overweight, is frequently found
in people who have developed
or laler develop hypertension.
Certain body chemicals called
hormones, especially those pro-
duced by damaged kidneys,
seem lo play a part in produc-
ing high blood pressure. And,
in recent years, much stress has
been placed on the fact that
strong  emolional reactions,
especially fear and rage, can
send one’s blood pressure up.
Some doctors believe that
chronic stales of fear or rage
may lead to hypertension.

Until a clear and accurate
picture of the causes of hyper-
tension is féund, prevention and
cuee will be hampered. There
iz a critical need for extensive
and well-organized research
with generous support from
governmental  and private
agencies. Public interest and
pressure can assure adequate -
financing and the availability of
research workers.

GLASSWARE ON
THE BEACH

Disregard of the laws bar-
ring glassware from Chicago’s
beaches will likely result in
10,000 persons, mostly children,
suffering cut hands or feet
during the next three months,
Sam Pecoraro, director of
beaches and golf in the Chi-
cago Park District announced
recenltly.

Of these 10,000 injured,
about 100 will be so seriously
cut by broken glass to to re-
quire surgical treatment and
stitches to close the wounds,
Pecoraro said. He continued:

“We are determined that the
few people who disregard the
law are not going to cause all
this damage and pain this year.
If someone who sneaked a glass
container onto the beach could
see some injured little boy or
girl screaining in pain from a
nasty cut made by a broken
bottle, he or she would prob-
ably think before bringing
glass onto the beaches again.”

Pecoraro said the young-

sters, making their castles in
the sand, often sustained sev-

.ere cuts in their hands from

broken bottles just beneath the
surface of the sand.

Pecoraro said last year 9,554
minor cuts were treated at the
beaches compared with 10,737
in 1949 and 10,537 in 1948.

However, the'major injuries
jumped from 78 in. 1949 to 89
last year.

Anyone who says the Negro
is free in America today is
either uttering an eutright false-
hood or is laboring under a
delusion that is induced by the
darkness of prejudice, misin-
fornration and the false belief
that only in America is it pos-
sible to be free.

To those people who enter-
tain such false beliefs, and labor
nder such delusions, only one
criticism is due. They should
endeavor to make clear sighted
observations of the actual stale
of affairs in America pertain-
ing to the Negro people and to
all minorities: also .to observe
the general state of conditions
in America based on reality in-
stead of on prejudice.

IS THE CIVIL WAR OVER?

There is not much difference
between the condition of the
Negro people today and their
conditions under slavery in pre-
Civil War days.

In pre-Civil War days, the
Negro was called a “slave”; was
treated as a slave, had a re-
cognized status as a slave, in the
sense that everybody-knew that
he was held in slavery—includ-
ing the Negro himself. No one
tried to claim that the Negro
was a freec man.

Today, the Negro people are
supposedly freed from slavery,
but the question might be rais-
ed, “Where does slavery end,
and where does freedomi be-
£gin?”’

Today, the Negro is called a
free man, while at the same

time, being denied full citizen-

ship rights on an equal basis

with his former masters. He is

treated as a second class citi-
- zen, ipstead of being treated as
- a free human being.

Impartial Hearings For Non-Citizens?

CHICAGO—Hearings in the
Fred Lichota deporialion case
were concluded here last week
over the objections of Lichota's
counsel, Irving Steinberg.

Objections were based on the
arbitrary action of the Immi-
gration and  Naturalization
Service hearing officer who al-
lowed the hearings to be closed
without requiring infroduction
of evidence to substatiate a new
charge.

Steinberg  demanded  that
since there was no evidence to
subslantiatle government allega-
tions, the charge be dropped
and proceedings quashed. His
objeclions were overruled by
the hearing officer.

This complete disregard for
legal procedure points up the
unlikelihood of fair and im-
partial hearings in deportation

CLEAR AND
PRESENT DANGER

Seth ‘Richardson, who calls
himself a “life-long contenti-
ous Republican,” has resigned
from the chairmanship 6f the
Subversive Activities Control
Board. — without waiting to
see how Senator McCarran’s
committee -rafés him as a
security risk.

. This event is of less moment
than the 6-2 Supreme_Court

decision upholdmg the . Smith .

Act and scrapping the First
Amendment as a poor security
risk.

But the Supreme Court ac-
tion in the case of the 11 Com-
munist leaders and the Rich-
ardson resignation are not un-
related. In a sense, they are to
each other what the McCarran
Act is to the Smith Act.

For the first time in history
an American political party is
deprived of its constitutional
rights. Not only Communists,
not only “Fair Deal” Demo-
crats — but even “contentious
Republicans must pay the pen-
alty — as the “dissenting op-
injions of Justices Black and
Douglas point out.

Of course, the Supreme
Court decision upholding the
Smith Aect has no legal bear-
ing onj the status of the Mec-
Carrar®Act. But the door is
now open-for wholesale pro-
secution of political dissenters,
and the McCarran Act is the
legal gimmick for widening the
dragnet even further.

THIS IS THE
McCARRAN ACT
It began with the law with
the built-in verdici. Then came
the Board, appointed last No-
vember, but not yet “loyalty-
tested” and confirmed by Sen-
ator McCarran's Judiciary
committee. -
We had panel chairman La-
Follette’s discovery that De-

partment of Justice witnesses’

were spying on him for Sen.
McCarran. And then LaFollet-
te’s resignation, with . the
charge that panel member
Brown’s bias made a fair hear-
ing impossible,

After that, Mr. LaFollette re-
sumed the panel chairmanship;
Mr, Richardson resigned; Sen.

McCarran promised quick ac-.

tion on confirmation: And, at
a “get-acquainted” meeting

- with a.Judiciary sub-commit-

tee the chairmanless members
of the Board all assured the
Poohbahs of the  witch-hunt
that they would keep in line.
Meanwhile, in the hearing it-
self the parade of professional

stool-pigeons has held the floor
for 7 weeks. Their threadbare
tales of what allegedly happen-
ed in the 1920’s have lost some-
thing in repeated telling over
a 10-year period.

But something has also been
added, as subsequent events
brighten faded memories.

in a recent depertation trial in
Detroit. The history of this paid
fingerman of the Justice De-
partment demonctrates the link-
up between union busting and
red-baiting.

After the exposures by the
LaFollette Investigating Com-
mittee of the most open and
vicious union busting techni-
ques of the big corporations,
Crane Co., like others, found it
necessary fo use more subtle
under-cover methods for keep-
ing their workers from organ-
izing. In line with these new
conditions, Crane hired John

Suma, alias Jechn Tuma, alias

Nick Kalus.

John Suma was already a full
fledged labor spy when he came

I to Crane. In the 1920°s, he work-

ed for the notorious National
Metal Trades Association, ex-
posed by the LaFollette Com-
millee as a professional strike-

{ breaking agency.

As part of his work, this
Judas, in 1926, joined the Com-
munist Party to acl as a finger-
workers
who were pioncering in organ-
izing industrial unionism. In
1929, he came to Chicago and
workegl as a prison guard for
the (Ji‘_\' of Chicago, doing part
time undercover work for a

company on the Southwest
Side. He was “then hircd full-
time by Crane Co. for so-called
“plant protection.”

- He spent time and money in
taverns near the shop where
workers dropped in for beer and
shop talk. The informalion he
collected was turned in to fthe
Company in a daily written re-
port. t'¥

This made it poscible for
Crane Co. to organize a witch-
hunt and isolate or lay off any
worker who was considered (00
union conscious,

During the ten years that
John Suma worked for Crane,
at least three attempis to bring
unionism o Crane workers
were broken up. John Suma
was a greal believer in red-bait-
ing as the best means of break-
ing up cffective union organ-
izaticn,

John Suma has outlived his
vcefulness at Crane but his red-
baiting goes marching on.
Others have taken over his job
of dividing and confusing the
workers by use c¢f the *“red-
smear.” Suma was limited in
what he could do, because
“plant protection” men are not
in the union. Today the chief
red-baiters, unfortunately, oper-
ate within the union.
