Dr. Emil H. Grubbe, 76, of 832 Leland. was given a scroll of
honor July 11th for.his meritorius service in pioneering in radia-
tion thereapy. The award was made by the alumni association
of Hahnemann Medical College which is no longer in existence.
Dr. Grubbe was credited with being the first scientist to use

X-rays for healing.

His X-ray experiments have exacted a high toll. His left hand
is missing half way to the elbow. Part of his upper lip and jaw

are gone and he cannot chew. His right hand has been damaged’

from Ne-ray burns so that he can’t even shake hands.

LEighty-eight operations have been performed to keep remov-
ing tissue as it becomes malignant as a result of the burns. More
operalions may still be necessary. For the last 55 years, Dr. Grub-
be has suffered pain from the burns.

Although he retired from active practice two years ago, he
still sees a few patienls in his home.

Mob Violence Assailed by Peace Assembly

In an open letter addressed to
Mayor Kennelly, Prof. Robert
Morss Lovelt and Rev. M.
Evans, Honorary Co-Chairmen
of the Illinois Peace Assembly,
deplored the Mayor’s silence in
the face of increasing instances
of mob violence in the city of
Chicagu.

The letter read in part:

“As the host to 5,000 Ameyi-
cans from all walks of life and
from all parts of this country,
we of the Illinois Assembly of
the American Peace Crusade
were keenly sensible of our
great responsibility to act in a
manner which would give full
meaning to the American demo-
cratic tradion of freedom,
equality, and full participation
of all without restriction be-
cause of race, color, creed, or
political belief.

“We would have been false
to our high purpose if we had
failed to establish the bond of
unity based upon democracy
and equality of Negro and
white delegates.

“All over the city, Negro and
white Chicagoans opened their
homes to provide housing and
hospitalily  for  out-of-town
delegates without discrimina-
tion. But while we practiced
these genuine American ideals,
un-American attacks “were be-
gun against our Negro deleg-
ates anpd their hosts.

“A violent, racist mob gather-
ed for several nights succes-
sively al the home of Alice and
Leon Yonik, breaking windows
and threatening worse, because
they housed Negro delegates in
a ‘white neighborhood.’

“It must be pecorded thal ef-
fective action by the police and
city authorities has not been
taken fo this very day against
the inciters and organizers of
this racist violence.

“On the Fourth of July,
which was also the fourth day
of violence, mobsters observed
the birth of our democracy by
boldly walking up to the porch
of the Yonik home, tearing
down the American flag, and
throwing it off the porch—
while the police stood by and
did nothing.

“It must also be regretfully
recorded, Mr. Mayor, that at no
time since the beginning of this
disgraceful demonstration did
vou speak out against it.

“We must also record that
we sce a pattern of criminal
conspiracy in the many attacks
against Negro people in this city
and in the Chicago Metropolitan
area, extending from the events
at the Airport Homes to the
present horror in Cicero.

“It is not necessary to recall
Y

‘that Hitler used a similar pat-

tern of racist violence to or-
ganize the blindest and most
vicious force for deadly and
disastrous war adventures,

“We hold you responsible for
seeing that this organized
violence against the funda-
mental decencies of American
life is ferreted out and scotch-
ed; that those instigating and
participating in undemocratic
acts arc unearthed and pun-
ished.”

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15 COMMUNISTS RELEASED ON BAIL
AFTER SEE-SAW COURT FIGHT

NEW YORK-—(FP)—After a see-saw court fight, 15 impri-
soned Communist officials were released on bail July 13 and U.
S. Atty. Irving Saypel promptly renewed efforts to get them back
behind bars.

The 15 Communists, including three women, were held in jail
overnight although judge Learmed Hand of the U. S, court of
appeals had ordered their release July 12. The appeals court
justice’s ruling drew a hitter protest from Saypel, who then
managed to block immediate release of the prisoners.

Hand reinstated the $176,000 bail of the 15, which had been
rescinded earlier by federal judge Sylvester Ryan. The lower court
judge honared Hand’s ruling July 13 and agreed to the release of
the 15 men and women, but continued a hearing on aceeptability
of bail put up for the group.

Hand’s ruling involved him in a sharp exchange with Saypol,
who called his action “outrageous.” The 79-year-old jurist snap-
ped tack: “F have made my order. Idon’t care to hear any more.”

Core of the fight which has seen the 15 Cemmunists in and
out of jail several timres was Saypol’s effor? toinvalidate bail
furnished by the Civil Rights Congress bail fund.

Bespite an earlier ruling by Hand and two other appeals court
judges that the government had to aceept the CRE bonds, Ryan
held that ne bail provided by the CRC im the ease of the 15 or any
other ease would be acceptable. H also ruled that bail furnished

* by Frederick V. Field, wealthy trastee of the CRE bail fund, would

ulse be rejected.

His mimng came after Field and two other fund (irustees,
mystery writer Dashiell Hammebl and Alphaeus Hunton, refused
to make public the names of individuals who loaned money to
the bail fund.

LOS ANGELES—(PP)—Alfred D. Guasti, 56, former captain
of the sheriff’s anti~subversive squad, was found guilty of per-
jury by a superior court jury after 12 hours deliberation. Guasti
now faces. ene to 14 years in jail,

Afiter e retized frony the sheriff’s department, Guasti became
the self-styled anti-subversive director in this city’s regional
office of the United: Auter Workers (CIO). '

The former law cnforeement officer was accused of giving
perjured testimony to the 1950 county grand jury during its in-
vestigation of asserted protection given by the sheriff’s office to
bookmakers. Specifically, Guasti denied writing-a letter in 1946
to: Joseph. Reed, onetime deputy police chief, compiaining of raids
by city police on bookies in county territory, which is under the
sheriff’s jurisdiction.

Recdy, now retired, and o&her officers testified: they had: mot
only seen such. a letter;, but that Guasti had. delivewed it in personx
to Reed's office. The jury decided to believe Reed rather than
Guasti. An earlier trinl of Guasti on the same charges ended mx
a hung jury last May 26.

A CLEAR ANSWER

Paris.—The other day we watched the first meeting of the
newly-elected French National Assembly.

The Right felt itself greatly strengthened and acted in a more
provocative manner than ever before. Time and again shouts
rose from the benches on the right, shouts directed against Com-
munist speakers: ‘“You are Russians, not Frenchmen!...”

The same day we saw an open-air market in the indusirial
suburh of Houilles. French markets are fascinating affairs.

Farmers and merchants line with their stands and carts™ (load-
ed with everything from lecks and live rabbits to baby toys and
suspenders) narrow passages, where housewives push and hunt
for bargains, for the prices in the regular stores are way too steep
for the workingmen’s pocketbooks.

The vendors don't simply wait to be approached. They
continue a running commenlary describing in loud voices the
virtues of their cheeses and linen or their brightly colored plastic
knicknacks. - 4

And why mention the markel-place after the Assembly meet-
ing? There is a good reason for it, for the market place gave the
lie to the shouts of the reactionaries. A “fele populaire” was to
take place next Sunday in the community, a “fete” organized by
the Local Communist Parly. And there, right in the middle of
the market-place a big sign was set up, and under it some men
and women sold tickets to the affair, with the same commentary
as their neighbour vendors... A few places further another table
was set up where one could buy a lottery ticket of the local Chil-
dren’s Vacation Camp,—also run by communisls.

These were the only “political vendors™ around, and naturally
s0: no gaullists would have lasted there more than a few minutes.
It seemed so natural that the Communisls would be there in the
midst of the people, and the answer to the Fascists at the Assembly
was crystal clear. i

From Frankfurt To Milan

It was suitable that the “Second (Socialist) International” was
reconstitnted in Frankfurt, capitol of the American zone in Ger-
many.

The Socialist International died during the first world war,
because the Right Wing Socialists deserted international solidar-
ity and in each country supporled the imperialist war: Thus Ger-
man Right Wing Social Democrals hailed the Kaiser, French So-
cialists called for the defense of the “Patrie,” and so on, The

Liebknechts and Jaureses who called for continued anti-war action-

were declared traitors.

When the war was over the International was revived, for why
not? The pretense of international solidarity could be played
again!

Then came the second world war and the “Second” died again.
Now it is revived again, and this time it might live even if a war
comes. For it was reborn not as an instrument of Inlernational
Socialist policy Lut as an appendix to the “Wesl,” olherwise, as
a fool of the cold war. -

There is the reported story about an American journalist who
witnessed the proceedings at Frankfurt, It was pointed out to him
that the Auditorium was full of red flags and he was asked
whether it did not irritate him. As the reporl goes, his answer
was very simple: “They are our boys.” And he was quite right.

Another Social Democratic affair took place in Milan, a con-
gress of the so called “International Confederation of Free Trade

Unions.” From America came AFL and CIO Right Wing bureau-

erats, such as Antonini and Dubinsky, who said that in the Ameri-
can Labor Movement “Communists are not listened to even when
they are right.”

The WCFTU was not listened to by European Labor. The
congress was to be climaxed by a giant rally to which truckloads
of people were lhustled from every corner of Italy, transportation
free ... The rally was a flop and it was announcecd officially that
“about half of the expected numbher atlended.”

The Cultural Front

There is hardly a known arlist, writer, composer, cinema-
director, sculptor or poet here who has not signed a petition for
a pact of “the Big Five.” At this moment the campaign for such
a pact is the main effort for peace here.
