The Lithuanian Committee
met last week with the realiza-
tion that it is facing a most
critical period. The right to
bail, guaranteed every citizen
and non-citizen by the highest
authority ip the land — the
Conslitutign — is in danger of
being eradicaied. Judge Ryan
has arbitrarily ruled that
the right to bail is to be -used
at the whim or diseretion of
ANY and EVERY federal
judge fancying bimself super-
iop ta that sgered instrument.

Accarding to Judge Ryan,
CRC bhail will ne longer be ac-
cepted in the case of non-cit-
izens held for deportation. Be-
cause of this brazen violation
of the Bill of Rights, Peter Ha-
risiades, who had been free on
$5,000 bail since 1949, has been
remapded ta Ellis Island. The
same fate awaits other deport-
ees UNLESS THE PROTESTS
OF THE PEOPLE are heard.

It is the duty of every indiv-
idual to write to U. §. Attorney
General J. Howard Mé6Grath,
Washington, D. C., stating that
the right to bail is in the best
traditions of our democracy
and must not to be undermin-
ed.

August first has been set as

Most of our parentgare
foréign born and it is, there-
fore, our responsibility to aid
them in this fight against the
deportation hysteria. Youthg
of all national groups will be
invited to attend this gather-
ing.

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MIGRATORY FARM WORKERS

Federated Press ¥

Increasing  modernization
an¢ mechanization of agricult-
ure has produced health® and
welfare - proplems for farm
workers jndeptical with those
of indysfrial workers,

Over 3,000,000 workers are
now employed on a seasonal
basis, mainly on large farms
producing cotton, fruits, veg-
etables and sugar beets. Some
of these “factories in the
fields” employ thousands of
workers and cover so many
thousands of acres that super-
visors use small airplanes to
keep tabs on production.

- These workers are forced to
migrate from farm to farm as
one crop is harvested and an-
other is ready for sowing. Al-
though these Grapes of Wrath
people are mostly native Am-
ericans who produced the
foodstuffs necessary to wictory
on the home and battle fronts
during World War-II, they gre
usually depied the basicrights
of citizens. )

Because they lack residency
requirements they cannot vote.
They are not covered by social
security legislation and re-
ceive no old age assistance or
pensions. They receive little
help from welfare depart-
ments and in most states are
denied protection ynder un-
employment,  compensation,
workmen’s and disabijlity in-
surance laws.

Health conditions among
migranls are appalling. Hous-
ing consists meslly of tents or
rundown shadks. The only
source of drinking water is
too often an open irrigation
ditch serving as a sewage and
garbage disposal system. Mig-
rant children must work to
bolster the family income and
suffer from malnutrition, ane-
mia, rickels, and many lose
thelr teeth prematurely. -

The migrant farm worker
cannot pay for medical treat-
ment. Aceording to the regent
report of the President’s Com-
mission on Migratoyy Lahor,
farm workers earped an aver-
age of 55 cepts an hour in
19503 received slightly  more
than $500 in 1949. :

Migrant citizens of Mexican
or so-called alien anogstry suf-
fer the most-— medieally and
otherwise. “Respectahle” res-
idents of farm areas look upon
migrants as “fruit framps”

whe are a hlot aon their fair
communitjes.
The chamher of commerce

tries to attract as many work-
ers as possible before the

growing season io force wages
donward;” and then tries to
get rid of them as fast as they
become -employed.

Because these workers rarely
work on onesfarm for any
great length’ of time and also
because strikes are broken by
ruthless vigilantes and gun
thugs, it has been almost im-
possible to organize the mig-
rnat citizens.

During World War II, the
government provided better
housing, nursery shool, recrea-
tion facilities, comphrehensive
medical care and pther basic
necessities to migrants living
in Agriculture Dept. owned
camps. For the first time,
these workers were given a
chance to live as respected
members of a community, but
little by little the reactionary
farm lobby hacked away at
this type of “government in-
terference” until the program
went the way of most New
Deal social welfare programs.

CICERO VANDALISM BLOW TO
AMERICAN PRESTIGE

In her Sun-Times column of
July 20th, Eleanor Roosevell
takes to task those fascist el-
ements responsible for the de-
grading exhibition of mob
violence in Cicero.

in equality of epportunity for
all men, equal justice under
law administered to rich and
poor, while and colored, Jew
and Gentile, on an gbsolutely
equal hasis?

And such ac-
tion moves some pations to
ask if this is a manifestation
of democracy.”
