ARE POETS FOOLS?

In the October 15th edition of the “Vytis” there ap-
peared an interesting article by John (Gin) Maurius. I
agree with him on many of his expressions of advice, but
when it comes to the statement that: “only damm fools
write poems”—I rise in absolute rebellion and revolution.

Now, please understand me, dear Knights, the reason
why I write the present article is because 1 feel, I know,
that truth has been flogged by Mr. Maurius’ statement.
It may be only a personal conviction or opinion of Mr.
Maurius, but it may influence some of his readers to the
acceptance of that opinion as a truth.

“Only darn fools write poems!” What a statement!
What an evidence either of insufficient premeditation, ig-
norance or personal bias, or hatred. My dear Mr. Mau-
rius! What I write in this essay is not to assail you
personally. Rather, I write for the sake of truth. Truth
should be the main thing in our every undertaking. We
should love truth, defend it, ever espouse its cause. Now
you calmly—but to me it seems, not seriously, indignantly
—and very lightly and yet with a remarkable degree of
conviction make the statement that poets are fools. My
dear Mr. Maurius! Did you ever stop to realize what
poets (real, unselfish- poets) have done for the world?
Have you stopped to consider, for instance, the Holy Bible
is practically a book of poetry? The Psalms are a perfect
example of poetry! Hence you would say the Bible is
written by fools (at least parts of the Bible) and they
are fools (the millions!) who read it! Doesn’t this jar
your sense of truth?! Would you say that Shakespeare
was a fool?! Dante? Milton? - David? Goethe? Schil-

ler? Would you have the nerve publicly to assert that
our own Maironis rendered nothing but a fool’s aid to
Lithuania’s cause?! Would you consider Mickiewicz a
fool?! When you sing “Home, Sweet Home” are you a
fool? And do you feel foolish every time you sing it?
Do you intimate that “Lietuva, Tévyné Miisy” and “The
Star Spangled Banner” are mere products of the minds of
fools?! Mr. Maurius, if you are in earnest about your
statement, I sympathze with you. I could go on, almost
forever, demonstrating conclusively the great, indeserib-
able aids which poetry (real poetry) has rendered, does
render and ever will render to the various causes of hu-
manity. When you hear or read the words: “Ei pasauli,
mes be Vilniaus nenurimsim!” do you feel that you are
listening to the words of an immortal fool! According
to your opinion—I doubt if you are really convinced to
that extent—the editor of “Vytis” subscribes to the cause
of fools when he accepts for publication a poem. I think
this much will suffice to help show how and why your
statement, Mr. Maurius, is unjust. -

You will forgive me, Mr. Maurius, if I have misun-
derstood you in any way. When I write I do so always
with the purpose of being constructive and not destructive.
Truth is above personal feeling—for truth we should
never cease battling. That is why: “We shall not rest

without Vilna!” Tiesos Gynéjas.
