Simet vasario 16 d., viena diena, miisy tauta
mini dvejas sukaktuves: 10-ties mety Lietuvos
nepriklausomybés paskelbimo ir vieny mety misy
tautos patriarko Dr. Jono Basanavi¢iaus mirties.
Labai reikSminga yra supuolimas mirties dienos
misy tautos Siy laiky didvyrio Dr. Basanaviciaus
su diena miisy tévynés nepriklausomybés paskel-
bimo, tik tarp vieno ir kito jvykio praslinko devy-
niy mety tarpas.

Lietuvos nepriklausomybés paskelbimo aktas
vasario 16 d. 1918 m. buvo kaip ir apvainikavi-
mas Dr. Basanavic¢iaus ilgo amziaus pasisventusio
darbo savo tautai. Zymia dalj to savo darbo dir-
bo ne savo tévynéj, bet svetimose Salyse, k.t. Ru-
sijoj, Bulgarijoj ir kitur. Vienoj Bulgarijoj pra-
leido dvideSimt penkis metus savo amziaus. Cia
gyvendamas parasé mokslinés vertés rasty, kurie
brangiis yra bulgary tautai, medicinai, anthropo-
logijai ir kitoms mokslo Sakoms. Daug ¢ia jis
miisy tautos naudai tyrg, studijavo ir rase jvai-
riems Europos laikraséiams ir lietuviy kalboj at-
skiromis knygelémis iSleido. Sitoj svetimoj Salyj
begyvendamas, liuosnoringame iStremime (kad
livosiau ir daugiau galéty savo tautai pasidar-
buoti), 1883 jsteigé laikrast] “AusSra,” Mazojoj
Lietuvoj. Siam laikrasS¢iui duotas atitinkamas
vardas: kaip ausra zemei, taip Sis laikrastis miisu

tautai; naikino lenky ir rusy uztraukta tamsumag

ant misy tautos, zadino miisy tautiecius i§ tauti-
nio apsnidimo, ir vienas kuriu galop ta “Ausra”
prizadino buvo Dr. Vincas Kudirka.

Rastais ir asmenine itekme Basanaviius ra-
gino netik savo tautiecius prie darbo musuy tautos
naudai, bet prie miusy tautos zadinimo patraukée
ir kity tauty zymesnius mokslininkus, k.t. Bezzen-
bergeri, Volkeri, Sleicherj, Geitlerj, Veckensleita,,
Leskiena, Brugmana ir k.

Dr. Basanavic¢iy prie tautos darbo trauke ne
kokie materiali atlyginimai, bet karsta, tyra tevy-
nés meilé. Jo ta tévynés meilé stiprybés séme is
garbingos praeities, kilnumo miusy tautos. Ir jis
knisési i tautos praeitj, ieSkodamas to kas jrodytu
miisy tautos dar didesne garbe. Dabar prie to
mums jkvépimo prisideda Dr. BasanaviCiaus gy-
venimas ir darbai.

Paskutinius metus savo amziaus Dr. Basana-
vicius praleido grobuoniy lenky pavergtoj miisu
tévyneés sostinéj Vilniuje. Du trecdaliu tautos ir
tévynés buvo laisvu, vienas treédalis su sostine
buvo ir tebéra svetimuy pavergtas. Misy tautos
patriarkas Basanavic¢ius pasirinko savo dienas
baigti pavergtoj sostin€j.

Tadgi, vajaus
laiko neperdaugiausia bepaliko; reikia parodyti
daugiau iniciatyvos.

Per
susiorganizavima mums pavyks geriau apginti
save, Kristaus garbe ir kataliky Baznyc¢ia kaipo
iStikimiausiag miisy motina nuo jvairiy uzpuldiné-
jimy i§ priesy pusés. Organizuotai veikiant tap-

sime galinga jéga kitiems gera daryti jujy pri-
spaudimuose ; turésime galimybés pratiesti takus,
pazinti teises ir palaikyti teisinguma; apsisaugo-
sime nuo apsileidimo, tinginystés ir, pavyks i§ sa-
vo tarpo praSalinti negeistina tamsuma, nusiblai-
vins tamsos rikai ir musy gyvenimg pasieks tik-
rosios Sviesos spinduliai; teiks jaunimui skaistes-
nj isaukléjima, apsaugos nuo visokiy pavojuy ir
tinkamai prirengs gyvenimo kovai. Tadgi yra
gyvas ir butinas reikalas igyvendinti musuy lietu-
viuose, ypac¢ jaunuomenéje, draugijinio susiprati-
mo pobiidi bei jkiunyti organizatyvés jégos sa-
mone.

Izabelés Duk-
terys, jvairiy jvairiausiy sodalicijy ir kliaby. Vi-
sose didesnése organizacijose skaito desetkais tik-
stanc¢iy nariy. Taipgi turi savus ménesinius, du-
kart ménesinius bei savaitinius zurnalus. Jie tu-
ri nuosavus namus, sales ir gimnastiky bei jvai-
riy zaidimy ir pasilinksminimy ramus. Pas juos
matyt yra didesné vienybg, jie daugiau interesuo-
jasi organizatyviu gyvenimu ir supranta organi-
zuota jéga.

S.S. LITUANIA

Monday, June 20, 1927—

To keep you interested, I must tell you gradually,
gomething new every day. Here is something about the
Band. Now, if you were just dead lazy and to rouse you,
one had to dump you straight out of your steamer chair;
well, meanwhile, anyway, with your eyes shut, you could
listen to the trumpety sounds of the band. And then
again, if you were sprightly enough, you could march to
the tune, but by golly, beware and don’t step over the
railing, when you have your chin too high in the air.
This was one of our experiences, too.

I hope you did not forget that yesterday we were
the entertainers. As a result, even the breakfast Bum-
Bum couldn’t get us out of our beds. At noon, when the
bass-drum major passed in review, we were just ready
to partake of our first meal that day. By the way, I
don’t remember whether they served extra rations or not.

Say, do you know what “Stasia” told us in the after-
noon? Not much, but that she was going to rent an auto
in Lithuania, and see everything that was to be seen.
(Wonder how many chickens she ran over?) Well, you
surely could have taken your pick of all the plans we
proposed to put over in the old country.

Page your imagination! Father Simonaitis lost his
eyeglasses. And what an original way to lose them, too!
Literally saying, the wind just picked them off his nose
and deposited them gently in the deep. I just ean ima-
gine that a great big fish is sporting them on the tip of
its nose, this very minute. Please, I do not mean to
offend Father Simonaitis,.but you should have seen him
with a monocle.

Oh, I thought I noticed someone snicker. Nothing
doing, it’s only our “boys” sporting “knickers.” They cer-
tainly had some class.

Well, who’s who, among our gang? There glides a
Toreador in flashy clothes, or was it Don Quixote, in the
person of Mr. Viesula? A Farmerette, as fresh as a
dew-kissed rose, was Miss Rubliauskaité. And who’s the
Little Girl, with shining bright eyes? Why, it’s no other
than our own Miss Grybaité. Shy, as shrinking violet, a
dainty Maiden, sat in the front row. Say, is that Al-
phonse Jagminas? A heathen Chinee, with a very long
pigtail or queue, was portrayed by the dimpled Miss Na-
vickaité. A comic strip isn’t half as funny as was Paul
Bal¢iiinas, dressed as a Lady. Oh, what a Vamp he
made! “Krakmolas,” in the person of Mr. Baltramaitis,
is missing tonight, but in his stead we have a very over-
grown Baby Girl, with curly hair and everything. I do
not doubt but that there were more than a dozen persons
willing to adopt him.

After the Grand March, what do you think, but two
of our boys copped the first (K. Baltramaitis) and the
second (P. Baléiinas) prizes. Our girls were out of luck.
The other prizes went outside our Lithuanian group.

On the completion of the main attraction, favors were
distributed to everybody present. Refreshments were also
served, and a most laugh-provoking hot-dog stand made
its appearance. The proprietors were a funnier combina-
tion than Mutt and Jeff!

Gosh, I don’t think I’ll tell you more, because you
should have been there.

Distance traveled today—~336 miles.

Tuesday, June 21, 1927.

We came so near to witnessing a most unique cere-
mony on the S.S. “Lituania,” that I cannot but state it
here.. We were so expectant, that we went as far as to
ask Father Simonaitis not to keep us in suspense any

longer. All this flurry and scurry was causéd by no less
than a very devoted couple in the person of C. V. and
E. K. Too bad, our rosy vision did not materialize; maybe
they didn’t have the rings, or an elopement was impos-
sible. Who knows?

And they call Sharkey a heavy! You should have
seen our “little” chief engineer, Mr. Rantzau Geissler, who
weighs a little over 300 pounds in pure avoirdupois. I
wish you caught a glimpse of him at the dinner table,
with a napkin under his chin. Oh boy!

In the afternoon, we made a visit to the Captain
Antoni Rasmussen, of the S.S. “Lituania.” A very enter-
taining gentleman is the Captain, and we’ve spent a most

. delightful hour with him, while he told us many nautical

facts of great interest. Not only the Captain, but all
his staff, headed by Chief Officer Chr. Broholm, were
very kind to us, indeed!

A Masquerade placard greeted us on the Bulletin-
board today; therefore, soon after dinner we all were busy
improvising costumes of ingenuity for our disguise. Then
somewhere around ten o’clock, we began to make our
appearance at the hall. Oh, what a beautiful sight greet-
ed us! We could hardly recognize our dining saloon.
With what deft hands the waiters have decked it in
beauty! On the main table in front of the hall was a
most beautiful replica of a ship carved in ice. And here
and there in conspicuous places were flags of the Baltic
States and the “Old Glory.” Golly, what a night of
revelry it was!

I suppose Adelé is a regular book hound, for she
brought an armful of them up on the deck for our amuse-
ment. Don’t say we weren’t interested in them. Soon
“Krakmolas” was lost in a book of a philosophical nature,
while “Tenoras” took the advantage to quote sayings
from P. Muleviciaus “Patarlés” of profound and humorous
interest. The “corner” looked like a study period in a
schoolroom.

You might as well leave it to “Krakmolas” to think
up anything exciting. Can you beat it, he had the nerve
to see or hear an airplane. Of course, he couldn’t keep
quiet and had to voice his fancy notion. And then you
ought to see the commotion there was.

Be prepared! This paragraph might be scandalous
to you, or you might think it’s malicious on my part, but
whatever you think, I am expressing the general opinion
of a group of the excursionists, by number the majority,
and it is true, believe it or not. There were two excur-
sions on the “boat.” The “Vyciu Excursion” and the
“K. Viesulos Excursion.” Our esteemable President had
the grace to find a goodly gang of us on the sixth day
of our voyage. That’s the only displeasantness that oc-
curred on our memorable trip. The break could have been
avoided by Mr. Viesula himself if he wouldn’t have been
so egoistical! Distance traveled today—331 miles.

try to retain the nobler virtues of our own nationality—
the distinctive and admirable traits that distinguish Lith-
uania from the other European powers.

After all, would we be the losers if we strove to
learn more about that “fair land” across the sea, if we
knew more of that beautiful language, if we endeavored
to acquire more of those cherished customs? It would
mean the fostering of a better spirit among ourselves, it
would help us to take a greater interest in promoting the
welfare of our own in this country, it would make it
easier to have our Lithuanians recognized in this country
as loyal and peace-loving citizens, ever ready to further
the interests of the nation and prepared to die, if need
be, for their flag.

Grasp then the opportunity to feel the sod of your
forefathers beneath your feet, to breathe the pure air of
those verdant valleys and to gaze with delight on those
rolling acres of wheat fields that hold so cherished a spot

Vartai
ir galvoji, zmogau: ar ¢&a sulietuvéjusiu anglu (amerikie-
éiu) laikrastis, ar suamerikonéjusiu lietuviu? Tik, adiid
laikra8¢io vardui, iSbrendi i§ klaidos, kad “Vytis” gali bfi-
ti, kaip atrodé, nelietuviy. Tai—tiesa; nevienas mano
kolegu (Lietuvoje), rades pas mane “Vyti” ir ji perzid-

réjes, taip atsiliepdavo. Mano manymu, “Vytis” anglis-
kaisiais straipsniais neturéty biiti marginamas. Situo po-
sakiu as neneigiu angly kalbos vartojima informaciniams
straipsniams apie Lietuva ir lietuvius, prieSingai—as8 su-
prantu angliSky raSiniy reikalinguma, bet tik pasisakau
prie§ “Vyties” nelietuviSskuma. Nejaugi amerikiediai ne-
lietuviai “Vyti” skaito? Kiek tokiu skaitanciuyju? Nors
nezniau, bet tikras esu, kad jeigu tokios riiSies skaitytoju
yra, tai ju labai ir labai nedaug.

Gal man atrems kas, kad “Vytyje” angliski straipsniai
(apie Lietuva, Amerikos lietuviy, ypatingai jaunimo, gy-
venima, ete.) duoda peno Amerikoj gimusiems tautieéiams,
Amerikoj augancéiam lietuviy jaunimui? PaaiSkinsiu ir
tai. Tuju raSiniu ir Sioje deétoje verté menka. Viena, kad
jie neturi jokios sistemos ir apie lithuanizmg raSo, Zmoniy
pasakymu, “kur koja, kur ranka” griebdami, nieko tikrai
vertinga nepasakydami. Suprantu, kad prie “Vyties” biity
leidziamas anglu kalba tam tikslui atskiras priedas! Ais-
ku, kad rezultatai blitu kur kas geresni. Antra vertus,
né viena, racionaliai ir atkakliai ginanti savo uzsienieéiuo-
se tautiskumag, tauta panasSiu tautybei palaikyti priemoniy
nepraktikuoja.

kalba susikalbét; i§ tikryju, panaSis kuriozai. labai pri-
mena Babelio boksta; tiesa, priimta literatiroj vartoti
internacionaliu ir svetimu zodziu bei posakiy, bet tokiam
mastabe—perdaug!). Juk tokius straipsnius nei lietuvis
nemokas angliSkai, nei anglas nemokas lietuviskai neskai-

tys, o jei ir “slebizavos”’—jokio pelno i§ to.
IS viso to, kas auk&¢iau pasakyta, plaukia mano sii-
lymas negadinti “Vyties” lietuviu ir anglu kalby miSiniu;
informacijos reikalui leisti atskira anglu kalba leidinéli

NASHUA, N. H.
Chapter 20.

Nashua is situated in the very southern part of New
Hampshire, 12 miles from Lowell, 18 miles from Law-
rence, 35 miles from Boston, 40 miles from Worcester,
and so it is better known as the “Gate City.” It’s loca-
tion is considered to be one of the best in New England,
compared to the other K of L cities just mentioned. The
population is approximately 80,000. We must gladfully
admit that it is the second largest city in New Hampshire
and the few hundred Lithuanians help to make up that
30,000.

As I said, Nashua is not a very large place, so much
should not be expected of it. But whatever is expected
and what is not expected, if every city in the country
that is inhabited by Lithuanians, did what Nashua is do-
ing it would not be long before we would be recognized
as one of the greatest races to stroll on the American
soil. Up here in Nashua, we have a high school football
team and the bigger half, including the captain, is made
up of Lithuanian boys. This team was the talk of the
country amongst sporting editors, because they went thru
the season with only one defeat and not even being
scored on by other teams, while the same team a year be-
fore went through the season losing every game and
didn’t score a single point on their opponents.

On the basketball, baseball, and track teams you will
find that the majority of the boys are Lithuanians. And
something to boast about and to be proud of, during the
year of 1927, all athletic teams in the Nashua High
School, whose student body is 1,000 strong, were cap-
tained by Lithuanian boys. Now, if that does not put us
in the lead as far as athletics are concerned, just tell us
what does.

But that is not all, friends. We have a K. of L.
baseball team here that won the New England K. of L.
championship the past two years.

We also have individual stars that could occupy every
page in this magazine if we were to tell you their doings
and mention their names. Mary Blekitis, a high diver,
won the high diving contest amongst the best high diving
girls in the country. The height was 107 ft. and this
took place in the month of February, with the ther-
mometer down to 15 degrees. And please remember, she
is only a young lady, still in .-her teens; /

Bolix De Gasses, a graduate of Georgetown Univer-
sity, member of the varsity football team for four years
and mentioned honorably as “All-American” full-back, is
now coaching one of the University prep school teams,
besides playing professional ball himself;

Joseph Mackalonis, organizer and president of the
New England K. of L. baseball club;

Michael Bagdonavicius, a student at the United States
Naval Academy, has made a reputation that no boy has
ever done before. While still a young man, Mike joined
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the United States navy. He was always a hustler and
would rather see things done than undone. He was ap-
pointed to take entrance examination for the Naval Aca-
demy. Mike’s greatest ambition was to go to school, and
to think that he was one of the few out of thousands and
thousands of men to be picked! It was a surprise and
a shock at the same time. Lacking a high school educa-
tion, he studied very hard preparing for the day to take
these exams. The time came and Mike passed with a
very high percentage. He didn’t make this his goal, but
worked all the harder. He became very popular, both as
a student and as an athlete. He was a member of the
football and rowing teams.

What is
more, he was awarded one of the highest honors that the
government could give a captain of the crew for 1928.
