Concerning the “Vytis”.

I have observed, to my utter satisfaction, that the
“Kokia Tamstos Nuomoné” section of the “Vytis” is more
and more receiving due patronage. I congratulate those
who have taken the pains to send in their own construc-
tive criticism of our beloved magazine. In the spirit of
~ constructive criticism, then, do I also send in a few of
the thoughts that have been possessing my mind since I
became a happy reader of the “Vytis.”

TF'undamentally, should the English language be used
at all in our paper? If so, to what extent? With what
conditions? My personal answer would be: 1. Yes; we
should make use of the English language. 2. The use of
it—due to limitations of space—should be somewhat con-
fined. 8. English should be used by those who feel an
inadequacy (in a very notable degree) in Lithuanian ex-
pressions. Its use should be permitted when either (1) the
article written is worthy of making the exception (name-

ly, for a purely Lithuanian magazine) or (2) when the
editor is confident that the contributor is not capable of
rendering the same in clear and effective Lithuanian.

I must say that the “Vytis” in its present form does
not come up to very many past numbers of the same.
1 do not blame any individual. I think we make a big
mistake by talking about our “Vytis,” whether English
should be used in it or not and so on, and not paying
our dues. “Ah! there’s the rub!” Mr. Zdankus, who has
ever had the “Vytis” close and warm at heart, has prom-
ised to edit a larger and better-all-around magazine if
the members payed their dues. This is the thing we must
consider first. When there is enough money in the
treasury then say: English should or should not be used.

On the hypothesis that every member is going to do
his or her share and pay up, I am going to repeat once
more in summary that Lithuanian should have the first
and important place in our magazine but not to the utter
exclusion of English. English must, very often, be used.
In matters of artistic expressions, Ppromising talent,
worthy literature, I would advise to encourage such as
much as possible even in English. English, more and
more, in our American lives, is acquiring first-rate and
colossal importance. We should not bar it; neither should
we be cold or indifferent to our beautiful and ancient
Lithuanian tongue. A broad-minded consideration of our
present conditions and so on dictate to me to write the
above—and all for the good of the “Vytis” and its mem-
bers.
