haviour and sad ingratitude towards their dearest human
friends—their parents.

Out of deep love, reverence and respect for my living
parents (O, God bless them a thousand times here on
earth, and forever, eternally hereafter in heaven!) and
out of deep regard for every parent in this ecolorful,
many-peopled universe I have undertaken to translate into
English the wonderful “Qual fa, tal riceve” of Cesare
Cantu. Oh, I hope my little effort in the matter will
help some souls to feel a deeper love and regard for their
good, ever-loving, forever solicitous fathers and mothers.
May God bless abundantly such writers as Cesare Cantu
for preserving in print such sad yet wonderful lessons of
how we should love and appreciate our dear parents!
Dear Knights! This account, in a certain sense, is fit
to be included among the most precious books of the Holy
Bible! Please read it and draw some healthy, wholesome
resolution therefrom.

A young man, hardly having attained to a
proper age, married a girl notably rich in ma-
terial goods but deplorably poor and needy in the
only riches—the pure and cheerful goodness of
the soul.

I do not choose to tell you either what their
names are or wherein they have taken up their
abode because such action, such telling on my
part might redound to the sin of calumny or de-
traction against these poor people.

Isn’t there something intriguing, mysterious
about that simple sentence? Don’t you become excited
and try to find out all about John, whether he is a police-
man, a hod-carrier or just a plain bum? I would wager
anything that the writer of that sentence received an in-
spiration before attempting to compose that sentence. Not
everyone can compose interesting things. But why go on
with this? I could quote a hundred different lines from
the present writers who contribute real honest-to-goodness
inspiring reading material, but I shall leave it to you, my
friends, to decide for yourselves. I thank you.”
