Thursday, June 23, 1927—

Hurrah! ’Tis a memorable day, for we've got a
glimpse or rather an eyeful of land. Oh, what a grand
and glorious feeling! Though we’ve had a ripping good
time on the ship, nevertheless, deep in our hearts, we’ve
pined for “terra firma” more than ever. It was the Seilly
Islands, a group of 140 comparatively small islands off
the Cornwall coast of England. They are so small that
all of them barely reach the area of 52 square miles,
with a population of two thousand inhabitants. The water
here is very rough and these islands must be of solid
rock to withstand the terrific beating of the tumultuous
Atlantic. There were many cargo ships sailing here,
many of them engaged in trade between these islands and
the English coast. We could read the name of the near-
est ship through the spyglasses, which was “Vojvoda
Putnik.” I don’t know to what nation it belonged.

In the night, we saw many lighthouses, with powerful
light-shafts to warn us of the treacherous coastline in
this vicinity.

Distance traveled—331 miles.

Friday, June 24, 1927—

Since yesterday, our route lies through the English
Channel. It is the most important marine thoroughfare
in the world. Its width is from 20 to 100 miles, and it
‘separates England from France. Do you remember Ger-
trude Ederle?

We are passing the coast of England. Here the At-

lantic is more quiet and the shoreland is more varied,
though it looks desolate and there isn’t much green to
be seen.

At three o’clock, that is, tea-time, we gave Father
Navickas a surprise party. It happened to be his name-
day. Thanks, Father Simonaitis, for the suggestion! Obh,
what a time we, or rather Father Navickas had; he was
surely surprised. Two of our big boys, Baronas and
“Krakmolas,” almost lifted I'ather through the -ceiling,
while we did our best in applauding. For the occasion,
the ship’s chef made a cake with all the fixings. There
was the date and the greeting. After wishing Father the
best of wishes and partaking of the cake and the tea, we
danced to the music of Mr. Kuperis’ “koncertinka.” Nice
time? T’ll say! Father called me Irish, ’cause we were
not far away from Ireland and I had on a green dress.
Some green horn I was! :

About five o’clock we had a novel experience while
passing one ship. You see, it happened to be quite near,
and a rolling wave gave us the dip. Those spectators on
the inside almost pitched into the sea, while in the kitchen,
dishes clattered to the floor. No joke. Have you read
about the ferryboat in San I'ranciseso Bay, not long ago,
in February?

Tonight, was the last day of boat merriment. It was
the Captain’s party. Some swell affair, I’ll say! It was
a regular banquet, where wine was plentiful. I suppose

we’ve done justice to the Captain and enjoyed our time
to the limit. ‘
