Geras vardas visur norima jgyti, kelti ir jo
visokeriopai siekiama. Bet nevisumet tasai geras
vardas zmogui vyksta jsigyti, nes jvairiis Zzmonés
skirtingais kelials mégina eiti.

Zmoneés be tikybos labai menkai supranta ge-
ro vardo mintj. Kaipo tokie savyje sudaro opini-
ja, kuri jiems perstato, jog visi dalykai bei veiki-
mai rodosi geri ir teiséti bile tiktai jie veda prie
pasisekimo ir turto. Pakol Zmogus nesugautas
teisiy lauzyme tol jis yra pasaulio akyse teisus,
gerbiamas bei gero vardo zmogumi vadinamas.
Ypac¢ tas matoma Siais 20-jo amziaus laikais, kur
einama neteisétais keliais prie pakilimo politikoj.
Bile kokie naudojami budai yra kai-kuriy laikomi
leidziamu dalyku.

Mes daznai matome pramonininky tarpe ir
vertelgystéje neteisybés bei sugedimo; tarpe gy-
dytoju ir advokaty, kurie dirba vien tiktai delei
didelio sau pasipelnymo, nepaisydami nelaimin-
giesiems daromuy nuostoliy. Nekarta net pacius
kriminalistus priglaudzia, pasiremdami vien pini-
gine kiekybe ir leidzia nekaltiems asmenims sun-
kiai nukentéti bei didelius nuostolius panesti. To-
kie zmonés nekarta save iSkelia bei persistato
kaipo pavyzdziais taip vadinamy visuomeniniy do-
rybiy. Vienok juy veikimas yra tiek apgaulingas,
kad jeigu buity sugauti, turéty atkentéti dideles

bausmes. Siekimas gero vardo tokiu biidu nega-
lima kitaip pavadinti kaip tik veidmainyste.

Mes skaitome 1§ Kristaus laiky, kad Zmones
tuo budu siekiancius gero vardo patsai Kristus
pavadino veidmainiais ir pabaltintais grabais:
graziai atrodanciais is virsaus, bet viduje—pil-
nais sugedimo. Nors pariziejai savo dienose buvo
pasauliui zinomi kaipo gero vardo zmoneés bei is-
virsiniai paveikslai “Sventumo,” vienok ISganyto-
jas, permates jujuy paslapciausius Sirdziy viduji-
nius siekius, gerai suprato ir pareiské jy veidmai-
niSkuma. Jie taipogi suprato Kristy, kurs juy Sir-
dis bei sazines skaité it kokia knyga ir delei to
Jo labai neapkenté. Jie pries Kristy planavo ir
visaip kerstavo Kristui iki Jo nukryziavimo.

Pamatiné taisyklé siekimui gero vardo arba
doroveés zmogaus gyvenime, kuria Kristus yra nu-
rrodes, néra toji, kuri pasaulio akimis bei nuomone
iskeliama ant auksSc¢iausios boksto virsunés. Jus,
katalikiskasai jaunime, turétumet buti Zzmonémis
gero vardo, tikroje to zodzio prasmeéje. Pasaulis
gali apSaukti auksScéiausio laipsnio garbe arba vi-
sal nuzeminti—tas labai mazai ka reiSkia. Bet
svarbu yra, kad patsai Dievas buty patenkintas
jusy gero vardo idéja, kad tasai geras vardas bii-
tu jgytas pagal Dievo valios bei Kristaus palikty
principy. Tuomet ir tokiu bidu geras vardas
igytas bus reik§mingas, svarbus, galingas ir i-
tvermingas.
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Tasai geras vardas kiekvienam zmogui yra
naudingas ir kartu reikalingas, kaip asmeninia-
me, taip ir visuomeniniame gyvenime. Taigi, kad
ta gera varda pelnyti, reikia visumet islaikyti
duota bei tarta garbés zodj, nepaisant ar sunkiai
ar lengvai tai atsieity. Kad jgijus kity pasitike-
Jjima, reikia biiti to pasitikéjimo vertu. Gero var-
do zmogus neima taip didzios paskolos, kurios
negaléty atmokeéti skirtajam laikotarpiui pasibai-
gus, ir nedaro tokiy pazady, kuriuos negaléty is-
teséti. Pazadéjimai visumet reikia daryti su ap-
mastomu nusprendimu, nes daug geriau yra ma-
ziau zadéti, bet daugiau padaryti bei atlikti gerai.
Kuomet zmonés zinos, kad tavo istartas zodis yra
taip brangus kaip auksas, visumet turési kity pa-
sitikéjima. Nors zmogus buty ir paprasciausias
darbininkas, lai jisai visumet atlieka ta savo dar-
ba taip gerai, istikimai bei saziningai, kad jo
darbdavis biity patenkintas tuo atliktu darbu ir
né nemanyty, kad kitas kuris galéty buti geresnis
uz §j darbininka. Nes reikia taipogi neuzmirsti,
kad zmogus, kuris turéty noro geros uzmokesties
uz savo darba turi riapintis atlikti taji darba taip,
kad buty tasai darbas to uzmokescio vertas. Su-
prantama, gerai neatlikimas paimtojo darbo tap-
ty apgavimu bei vagyste. Tas pat jvykty ir su
darbdaviu, jeigu Sis 1§ darbininko perdaug reika-
lauty ir neatlyginty kas jam teisétai priklauso.
Taigi, geriausias kelias pasiekimui gero vardo bei
jgijimui geresnés pozicijos visuose darbuose yra
atlikime ty darbuy taip saziningai ir teisingai kaip
geriausiai galima. Zmogus gerai, saziningai bei
atsakomingai darba atliekantis jgis darbdavio pa-
sitikéjimo ir, laikui bégant, taps paskirtas darbi-
ninky uzveizétoju. Gi atliekantis pareigas uzvei-
zétojo taps paskirtas pramonés skyriaus arba vi-
sos dirbtuvés priziurétoju bei tvarkytoju. Toliau
prieis iki tokio laipsnio, kad ar patsai taps pra-
monininku arba susidés su kitu pasitikin¢iu as-
meniu ir bus geri sadraugai bei pramonininkai ir
tokiems gyvenimas bus sekmingas.

Vienas zymus sociologas profesorius sako:
“Darbininkas, kuris mano bei turi baimeés, kad ji-
sal atlikdamas saziningai darba perdaug dirbas,
padarys darbdavj perturtinga, visumet pasiliks
apacioje auksStyn lipamu laipty.” Reiskia, tokis
Zzmogus nepazengs pirmyn, neturés pasisekimo.
Kaip ten nebiity, didis ar mazas darbas, profesija
bei pramoné, reikia veikti ir dirbti saziningai
kaip didziuose taip ir mazuose dalykuose. Tiktai
teisingumo désniais vaduodamasis zmogus jgis
gera varda tarp zmoniy ir Dievo akyse bus nu-
teisintu.

Politikoje taipogi zmogus turi biiti teisingas
ir saziningai atlikinéti uzduotis. Kuomet prisiei-
na valdomyjy asmenuy rinkimai, piliec¢iai turi su-

sidométi teisingumu ir visumet balsuoti tiktai uz
gero vardo zmogu bei atsakominga tam ar kitam
valdymo skyriui asmenj. Cia turi jgyti tikryjy
ziniy i§ tam tikry ir teisingy Saltiniy bel 1§ atsa-
komingos spaudos, laikrasc¢iy, nepaisant ir neda-
rant i8im¢iy ar vienas bei kitas politikierius nors
ir labai noréty prisigerinti jvairiais pagerinimy
pazadais. Pazadai palieka pazadais—neiSpildomi.
Siuose dalykuose ir daugelyje viety yra jvairiy
suktybiy; kai-kurie net drjsta uz pazadéta arba
duota piniga teikti savo balsa uz netinkama as-
menj. Tokiu budu ir tokie Zmonés tape valdinin-
kais daro nemaza zalos pilie¢iams, miestams, val-
stijoms, ir tauty gerove ardo. Gi piliec¢iai, nepai-
santieji uz ka balsuoja ir ar tasai asmuo tinka-
mas arba netinkamas tokiai vietai, bile tiktai pa-
statyti savos partijos zmogy, nezitrint to zmo-
gaus teisingumo bei tinkamumo, daznai iSrenka
nekompetetinga zmogu ir padaro jj administra-
torium teisiy, kurias patsai lauzo ir visa tvarka
veda prie sujrimo, daro kaip morale taip ir finan-
sine skriauda. Vienok uz tokius ir tam panasSius
dalykus kas nors turés atsakyti teisingojo Dievo
akyvaizdoje. O ta atsakomybe turés isduoti tie,
kurie prie tokiy dalyky padéties priveda!

Kaip pavieniai pilie€iai turi rupintis jgyti sau
gera varda, taip lygiai jie privalo ziuréti, kad ir
valdzios priesakyje butyu ger o vardo asmenys.
Tasai zmogaus geras vardas turi ateiti jam per
darbstuma, pasiaukojima, pasiSventimg, saziniS-
kuma atlikingjime savo luomo pareigy ir teisin-
guma.

Lai kiekvienas zmogus visumet biina istikimas
ir teisingas savo draugams. Taipogi lai neuzmir-
sta, kad nedera parodyti veidmainingumo ir ne-
teisingai pridengti blogai darant] bei piktos va-
lios asmenj delei to, kad jis arba jinai praeityje
yra buve artimi draugai. Kada tokiuose asmeny-
se apsireiskia neteisingumas arba blogos valios
panaudojimas, reikia juos drasiai perspéti bei pa-
mokyti. Tie zmonés, kurie nepriderancial iSnau-
doja tavo pasitikéjima bei draugiskuma, néra ver-
ti ir neturi teisés vadintis draugais.

Mokslo rastuose randame pasakyta: “Nebus
iSganytas zmogus, kuris nenorés buti iSganytu,”
nes Dievo maloné zmogui duota neprivercia jo
biati geru. Jeigu duotas malones savo liuosa valia
naudoja gerojon pusén, tuomet pavyksta zmogui
geru tapti bei tokiu uzsilaikyti. Taipogi Zmogus
néra toks galingas, kad tokia turéty galybe, kuria
priversty kitus gerais bei teisingais btti.

Taigi, zmogau! jei nori turéti gerus draugus,
istikimus, malonius ir teisingus, patsai biik geras,
iStikimas, malonus ir teisingas kitiems. Buk gero
vardo zmogumi, o visumet nestokuos tau panasiy
teisingy, turinéiy gera varda draugy.
