The picture of the courtiers of the 13th

century would be incomplete without noticing
that, in those days courtiers were not only at-
tached to the nobility, but also to the higher
clergy, especially to the courts of the Supreme
Pontiffs and of the Bishops and also to the
magistrates of the cities and of the towns. As
something curious it may be noted that Swiss
peasants were considered the best courtiers.

‘Moreover, there existed special orders of the

courtiers a remainder of the crusaders, where
the members of all ranks were exclusively de-
voted to the work and fought for Christian so-
ciety. HEspecially great deeds were accomplished
by them on the shores of the Baltic seas among
the Prussians, Lithuanians and Letts. The peo-
ple living in those countries were still pagan in
the first half of the 13th century, but they were
also warlike, brave, proud and of high natural
civilization and intelligence, they would never
have accepted Christianity, if it would have pre-
sented itself to them only-as a moral science,
without secular strength and terrestrial glory.
As a curious document of the activity of the
Teutonic order of the knights and their courtier-
brothers the sequent letter written by Mindowe,
first Catholic king of old independent Lithuania
in the year 1260, may serve as an example.

“Myndowe, Dei gracia Rex Lettowie ete...
ante nostram conversionem et post, tam nos
quam regnum nostrum Lettowie, per aliquos
cristianae fidei inimicos et aliquorum apostasiam,
sic turbati fuerimus et concussi, quod nisi dic-
torum magistri et fratrum magnum consilium et
auxilium nobis affuisset, totum regnum nostrum
fuisset, cum subversione fidei, annulatum. Unde
nos considerantes labores et expensas ac volun-
tatem, magistri et fratrum prenominatorum, quae
in promotione nostrae personae, Regni nostri,
immo pocius fidei cristiane habuerunt de con-
silio voluntate et consensu heredum nostrorum,
nostrorum quae nobilium totum regnum nostrum
Lettowie... exeptis terris et iure episcopali do-

“mino Episcopo Lettowie... superdictis magistro et

timis heredibus decedere contingeret... Huius

autem donacionis testes sunt.

From this document it became very obvious
how powerful, and strong and needful were the
knights and their company in the 13th century.
There were also very many abuses on the part
of the knights and so great, that in the Lithua-
nian, Slavish, Polish and German languages even
the word “knecht” (knight) became insulting,
outrageous, only ‘“ritter” or “ritsesh”-“ritsar”
being more honorable, but it may be noted that
the degenerates of all classes are repulsive, abom-
inable. Moreover, as it is said “Corruptio op-
timi-pessima’, degenerate courtiers as degenerate
clergy are most dangerous to the health of society.
But here we talk about the principles, not about
the abuses, which in the 13th century almost in
all classes there were rather few. As a note of
good health of European Christian society in the
13th century can serve the fact, that in Lithuania
(then Lettowia, as cited document shows) at
first its step into the family of Christian nations,
at once there were introduced, into her internal
relations, not only European order, but also ter-
minology and nomenclature.

Parts of the Society of the 20th Century.

In our days, i.e. in the twentieth century,
there is too much talk concerning the various
tendencies to promote war among the classes, or,
tendency to prevent this war, but it is not clear
enough how many and what classes there are
now, between which the peace for some politi-
cians is so repulsive and for others so desirable.
Do the five classes, i.e. clergy, nobility, crafts-
men, peasants and courtiers still exist as were
in the 13th century? If not, what has become

To the Critics of “Vytis”.

Many and varied are the opinions and criticisms in-
dulged in, at the sport of our best means of inter-com-
munication—“Vytis.” To eriticize “Vytis” is as unjust as
it is unwise. Unjust, because by ecriticism we belittle the
the hard work and earnest efforts of its contributors, and
unwise, because we hold up a mirror to our own ignorance.
There never was, is, or ever will be a paper that will in
every respect satisfy every subseriber. We do not check
the erosion of a vegetable plant by removing the con-
taminated parts, but by attacking the source of the evil,
in the root itself. So with the “Vytis.” The fault lies
not with the eriticized, but with the critics. A book can-
not charm one in the same degree as it will another. A
girl may appear exceptionally pretty to one, and common
featured to another. KEvery mother considers her newly
born child the most beautiful babe that ever lived. All
these facts show differing standards of taste. Let us, for
example, vick up the Literary Digest, one of the most
widely circulated weeklies in the world. We see a well
chosen variety of topics. Topies of the Day; Foreign
Comment; Letters and Art; Personal Glimpses; Sports
and Athletics; Science and Invention; and many others.
Why is it so successful? Because of its conciseness and
variety.

Of all the eritics, who have so injudiciously criticized
“Vytis,” there is not one who can honestly say, that the
paper is absolutely devoid of good points. They must
admit that there is at least one page that attracts and
interests them.

It is an established fact that in the same proportion
in which there are no two characters alike, there are no
two perfectly similar standards of taste. From this it
follows, that were the “Vytis” to perfectly satisfy one
critie, it would open up an avenue for its further abuse
from other critics. The poor paper is helpless. If it
satisfies one, it incurs the enmity of another. What then
is the remedy ?

Were the paper done away with entirely, there would
be a mighty howl. Here is my frank, unbiased opinion.

The “Vytis” is published not to serve the interests
of one or perhaps two individual persons, but to link
more closely a mighty organization, an organization of
several thousand members, founded upon the unwavering
rock of patriotism, and striving to acheive a holy and
noble end. If the yelping mollycoddles, who make use of

the “Vytis” as the safest means of carping, backbiting
and criticizing, would devote their wasted ambition to sup-
ply that which, in their opinion, is lacking, instead of
ridiculing others into doing it, if they exercised the small-
est amount of Christian charity in promoting peace and
overlooking a thoughtless error now and then, or if they
sacrificed a page or two of disagreeable literature, so
long as it interested several thousand others, the criticism
column would disappear. If we are determined to seek
errors and causes for grievances, there is no daily, weekly
or monthly, sparkle as it may with literary gems, that
can prevent us. That is the spirit that sows jealousy, bit-
terness and hatred and leads to dissension, and eventually
total disintegration. The sooner the roots of this spirit,
namely criticism, are plucked out, so much sooner will the
life of the organization thrive more lustily.

It is for the editors to decide what should or should
not be put into print. They are the pick of the organiza-
tion, prudent, and well versed in the subtleties of their
occupation.

Personally, I find considerable in the “Vytis” to in-
terest me, but then, on the other hand, according to my
standard of taste, I also find material that appears out
of place, nonsensical and at times positively foolish; while,
perhaps, some friend in the neighboring lodge, whose
standard of taste is directly contrary to mine, enjoys what
I detest and spurns what I like. Now, if both of us are
the least bit broadminded, we will read and appreciate
what attracts us, and omit that which is disagreeable,
without saying a word, bearing in mind that one’s object
of omission was a matter of special perusal and delight
for the other. Thus controversy and clashing of opinions
are averted, both are satisfied, and peace reigns. If two
can do this, why not the whole organization?
