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 Why a New Constitution

(Continued from the previous issue of “Vytls”.)

This Committee on Constitution should draft the K
of L Constitution in both languages; secure expert lin-
guistic supervision; publish it in corpore in the “Vytis”
for discussion. The Constitution is to be voted upon by
popular referendum,—the balloting subject to control by
the National Secretary, by the National Executive Body:
only paid-up members and those legally relieved from
paying dues registered members be permitted to wvote.
The new Constitution to go into effect January 1st, 1929.

The initiators will not be able to attend the Conven-
tion at Chicago, and we trust to Providence and the good
sense of those who will attend it to approve our proposi-
tions and to appoint the above named Knights of Lithua-
nia to this special Committee.

The reorganization should follow along the follow-
ing lines:

I. — The areas of the United States inhabited by
the Lithuanians are divided into several geographical and
administrative Regions, the number and boundaries of
which shall be defined from time to time by special cir-
cular orders of the National Executive Board. All K of L
Lodges located within respective Regions are under di-
rect jurisdiction and control of the Regional Executive
Board Officers elected either by popular referendum or
Regional conventions.

These Regional units are indispensable .for concerted
efforts in securing the proper financial support for the
K of L movement, and for uniform action on questions
of policy affecting the entire area incladed in the Region;
provided, however, that no such Region shall be permit-
ted to extend over an area in which the authorized
delegates from the chartered Lodges are not within a
convenient commuting radius of the headquarters of such
Regional organization. Furthermore, no State organ-
ization shall be permitted as such, and no State charters
are permitted to be sought by the local Lodges, — as

it is practiced in some places at present.

II. — Each established Region of the Knights of
Lithuania shall be granted a charter over its area, and
shall have the right to elect annually one of its members
as a member of the National or Grand Council of the
K of L, and one additional for every 200 Knights and
Ladies enrolled according to the records of the National
Executive Board. They shall serve for three years. Every
year one third of its representation in the National
Council is elected, so as to prevent going out of office
of more than a third of National Councilmen, and check
ensuing turnover and disorder when unexperienced and
unaccustomed persons take hold of reins of office.

The Regional Boards shall certify as to the election
of members of the National Council on blanks which
shall be provided for that purpose. The National Council
shall issue certificates of membership to all persons duly
elected and who qualify as members of the National
Council, and only those persons to whom such certifi-
cates have been issued shall be entitled to participate in
or vote at the -meetings of the National Council.

These representatives of all Regions assemble an-
nually in a Grand National Council and pass upon the
necessary measures and direct the work of the K of L,
instruct the Executive Board. The Council meets on a
specified date and at a place previously agreed upon by
its members. Special meetings of the Council may be
called by the Executive Board at any time, and shall
be called upon the request of 10 members of the Council,
to be held at the office of the National Headquarters,
provided, however, that a notice of such meeting, indicat-
ing the object thereof, shall be mailed to each member
of the National Council at least thirty days in advance

of the meeting. 10 members of the N at1ona1 Counc11 ex~
cluding from this number those who hold executive
positions, shall constitute a quorum for all purposes.

At the March meeting of the National Executive
Board, the chairman shall, subject to the approval of the
Executive Board, appoint three or more members of the
National Council as a Committee on Program and Re-
solutions for the ensuing annual meeting of the
Council.

III. — There are two propositions as to the method :

of election of the members of the Executive Board:

a. — The members of the National Executive Board

are elected by popular referendum;

b. They are appointed, exceptmg Secretary, by
the National Council.

In general, the National Executive Board shall con-
sist of not less than 7 or more than 9 members, elected

or appointed in accordance with the provisions of the -

By-Laws, and shall exercise all the powers of the
National Council during the interval between its meet-
ings. In both cases, the members of the Board shall con-
stitute the Presidium of the National Council.

According to a method, candidates for executive
positions are nominated or recommended by: a) Regional
Conventions or Officers, who may nominate several can-
didates for the same office; b) collective request of at
least 100 members on a special application; ¢) announce-
ment of the members of the Executive Board of their
wish to run again. The list of nominees is consolidated
by the Secretary General, and submitted to the vote of
all members of the K of L on a specified date. Only
those duly enrolled as members on the records of the
National Headquarters may vote, the election 'returns
subject to control by the National Executive Board.

Nominations are open to all, except for provision
that all candidates must be citizens of the United States,
21 years of age, — but only the names of those
nominated according to above provisions are placed ‘on
the ballot. This is to eliminate publicity stunts, and un-
qualified candidates and strangers.

According to b method; the assembled annual Grand
Council of the K of L. would appoint all, except Secretary,
members of the Executive Board out of its own members
for the period of three years in rotation, so as to pre-
vent expiration of the tenure of office of more than one
third of the members of the Executive Board. Secretary
is appointed, or hired, by the members of the Board.
Under this scheme, members of the National Council are
elected by the Regional elections, and the National
Executive Board is a permanent Committee of the
Council. The work would be continued with no complete
“turnover”.

There shall be the following Officers of the Nation-
al Executive Board: Chaplain General; President, or the!
Knight Supreme; three Vice-Presidents, as far as
practicable representing the different geographical see-

tions of the country, — in the order of their rank, they -

shall perform the duties of the President in case of his
absence or inability to serve; Secretary General,
Treasurer, — both residents of Chicago, — and their
Assistants. The Secretary shall have general direction
of the administrative work.

- IV. — General National Conventions or Rallies are
held every 2, 3 or 5 years in order to promote national
interest and to stimulate activities in different parts of
the country. Rallies are accompanied by exhibitions,
athletic games or K of L Olympics, song feasts,' etec.

These rallies may suggest Amendments to the Con-
stitution and various plans for the Nationzl Council, —

amendments to be ratified by referendum.

0
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V. — Court of Honor is a necessary establishment.
We deem it advisable to have its local subdivisions, al-
though independent of the National Court of Honor in

. their functions, in Regions and Councils. The system

of Court of Honor would prevent such dishonorable
practices and personal revenge scenes as that against

Mr, J. F. TamoSaitis, B. S.,, M. A., in 1927. Most

honored, just, and respected persons are appointed to
the Court of Honor for a term of three years, in rotation.
Its members shall be known as Counsellors, and their
number shall correspond to the number of Regions.

VI. — There should be the following standing com-
mittees of the National Council:

1. — Sub-Committee of the Executive Board, con-
sisting of three members, including Secretary General
and Treasurer, which should exercise the powers of the
Executive Board in such matters as may require action
between the meetings of the Board.

2. — Committee on Organization and Propaganda,
¢onsisting of five or more members, which should act
as adviser to the Executive Board in questions involving
the organization policy of the K of L and the problems
affecting the growth of organization.

3. — Committee on Finance, of three or more
members, including Treasurer, which ‘should devise ways

and means for obtaining funds necessary to meet the
authorized budget for carrying on the work of the
K of L.
