Consequently instruct your delegates to
support a fit leader, a candidate able to conduct the af-
fairs of the organization efficiently. Impress your repre-
sentatives to use their common sense and not be carried
off by sentimentality, exterior popularity or any other
mushy “ity.”

Elect a candidate of good character, that is, one who
regulates his (or her) life according to reason, right and
duty, and is not tossed about either by impulses from
within (as by anger, jealousy, pride, conceit, ete.), or by
influences from without (as necessary attention to family
ties, to profession, ete.); vote for a candidate of fair
amount of mental training and an average education (good
will and right motives are not sufficient equipment for
the common good of the organization); moreover support
a candidate either of local or provincial experience with
the duties and obligations of the office; and lastly, but
not the least, choose a candidate with American ideas. In
reference to the latter point it is well to mention that
one of the purposes of our association is to help our
people to become better citizens, to make them conver-
sant with American ideals and culture and to show others
that we have always been an enlightened and progressive
nation. Therefore, it is important that our future presi-
dent be an officer capable of presenting to its full advan-
tage this two-sided picture: the president must be such
as to win the esteem of the Knights and at the same
time gain the admiration of those outside of our league.
Under such leadership the organization will gain in ranks
and will forge to the front.

May -the Convention accomplish successfully its im-
portant work and bear ripe fruit. May everyone see the
importance of doing one’s best to make this a successful
meeting; may everyone strive to do his or her duty and
we may rest assured that the results of this Convention
will be a bigger and a better association and the herald
of a prosperous year.
