ReiSkia kaip vyras, taip moteris turi
tokias pat teises tokiuose pat dalykuose organiza-
cijoj—visi turi veikti sulyg konstitucijos désniy
ir kaip vyriskiams taip moteriSkoms turi rapéti
tos organizacijos labas. Kitaip sakant, tarp visy
turi bati vienyhé tuose reikaluose, kurie lie¢ia pa-

Taipogi sprendimuose
nebuty galimybés prieiti prie teigiamojo susitari-
mo jeigu nebus prielankumo kity nariy geres-
niems bel naudingesniems nuosprendziams.
Organizacijos nariu su valdybos personalu turi
taipogi buti sutarimas. Valdyba turi veikti sykiu
su visais organizacijos nariais sutartinai ir kartu
turi buati islaikoma autoritetas. Be autoriteto
valdyboje néra ko gero tikétis organizacijos susi-
rinkimuose, nei uzbrieztoje darbuotés vagoje no-
réti gery pasekmiy. Patys nariai valdyba turi
gerbti ir tos valdybos klausyti bei jsakymus uz-
laikyti, ypa¢ laikomuose susirinkimuose. Nes vi-
si, arba didziuma balsy, nariai iSsirenka pagei-
daujamaja organizacijai valdyba ir tuomi iSrin-
kimu suteikia tai valdybai autoriteta organizaci-
jos valdyme.

Prie to yra reikalinga
nenusiminti ivairiuose nepasisekimuose bei su su-
sitinkanc¢iomis kckiomis klittimis ir sunkybiy ne-
nusigasti bet visumet su viltimi zituréti i grazesne
organizacijos ateiti. Taip elgianties atsiranda
daugiau iniciatyvos, pasiaukojimo ir pavyksta ta-
las klititis prasalinti ir sunkenybes, kurios atsi-
randa, nugaléti, gi tarpe saves didesn¢ vienybe
igyvendinti.

Organizacijoje vienybé yra tai vienodumas.

Pir-
miausiai, svetimieji nedris bei bijosis jsimaisyti
bei trukdyti, nes zinos, kad vieno trukdymas yra
tai visy bei visos organizacijos trukdymas ir su-
pras suvienytu jégu tvirtuma. Tokiu budu vie-
nybé apgins esanc¢ia ramybe nuo svetimy iSnau-
dotoju. Bet reikia neuzmirsti dar Sito dalyko:
Turéti ramybe ir tvarka organizacijoje—reikia
kad toji ramybé bei tvarka rastusi paciuose vi-
suose pavieniuose nariuose. Nes pirmiausiai rei-
kia ramybe ir tvarka zmogui turéti savyje, pas-
kui ieskoti jos pas kitus.

Antrasai dalykas: vienybé tarp senesniyjy na-
riy ir organizacijos valdybu bus patraukimu jau-
nesnio amsziaus zmoniy tapti nariais ir naujes-
niuosius narius paskatins prie veiklumo bei di-
desnio jdomavimos visoje organizuotoje darbuo-
téje. Tuomi, taipogi, susidarys bei jsigyvendins
tikroji ir reikalingoji pagarba valdybiniam auto-
ritetui. Ar tai kas nors klausima statytu patiems
nariams arba valdybai organizacijos reikaluose,
visumet susilauktu tokj pat ir vienoda atsakyma.
Nes visuose rastusi tolygi meilé, prisiriSimas ir
apvertinimas savosios organizacijos.

Taigi, auklékime dvasia vienybés, nes jinai
yra didelés svarbos ir naudos organizacijos gero-
vei, kaip jos augime, tvirtéjime, taip pasauliniuo-
se ir dvasiniuose dalykuose. .

Paimsime, kad ir visuo-
menés susiorganizavimo reikala, jau ir ¢ia susi-
duriame ne su viena jaunimo organizacija, bet su
visa juy eile. Po deSimties laisvo gyvenimo mety
jau turime, kalbédami apie jaunima, zvelgti i Jji
iS jo susigrupavimo tiksluy.

Be to tenka kalbéti skyrium apie nepriklauso-
mos Lietuvos jaunima atskirai, apie okupuotos
Lietuvos dalies vél atskirai, galop ir apie Klaipe-
dos krasto jaunima. Dar gi savo ruoztu tenka
kalbéti skyrium apie moksleiviy organizacijas ir
skyrium apie nemoksleiviu.

Didesné dalis jaunimo susigrupavimy paremta
tam tikra pasaulézvalga.

I. Nepriklausomos Lietuvos jaunimo organizacijos

a) “Pavasario” sqjunga. Didziausia Lietuvoj
jaunimo organizacija yra Lietuviy Kataliky Jau-
nimo “Pavasario” sajunga. Ji jsikiiré dar pries
Didjjj Kara, veikdama rusu priespaudos laikais
slaptai. 1927 m. §ioji sajunga Sventé savo 15-kos
mety gyvavimo jubiléjy, pazymédama Sia didzia
savo Svente didziuliu Kongresu. ‘“Pavasario” sa-
junga yra didziausia kaimo jaunuomenés sajunga
ir yra Kataliky ir Lietuviy jaunimo sajunga.. Jos
obalsis — jos pagrindinis tikslas, tarnauti Die-
vui ir Tévynei, iSaukléti jaunuomene, pasiremiant
katalikybés, tautybés ir demokratybés désniais,—
apsiSvietusiais, dorais ir visuomenei naudingais
zmonémis, susipratusiais lietuviais, istikimais
Baznyc¢ios vaikais, nuosakingais demokratais, ir
saziningais valstybés pilieciais.

“Pavasario” sajunga naudoja visas padorias
priemones, kad iSaukléjus jaunuoli-e pavyzdingu
ateities Zmogumi, kad ir jis pats gyvenime bty
laimingas ir savo kraStui naudingas.

Sulig
jos jstaty, tos sajungos nariu gali bati ir zydas,
ir totorius ir lietuvis ir kokios tik nebity tauty-
bés, kad tik Lietuvos pilietis. Taigi $ioji organi-
zacija néra vien tik lietuviy organizacija, bet jvai-
riy tauty miSinys; joje nariai tikybos atzvilgiu
taipgi labai jvairiis: gali ten biiti ir liuteronuy ir
pravoslavu ir Mozés tikybos ir kataliky.

IS praktikos tenka patirti, kad savo
zadamomis laisvémis nesuvylioja prie saves nei
zydy, nei totoriy, nei kity tautybiy ir tikyby zmo-
niy, o ten papuole silpnai susiprate lietuviai ka-
talikai vien tik skursta.

Sitoji jaunimo sajunga yra socialistiniais pa-
grindais suorganizuota. Tiesa — jos obalsis yra
grazus: “Svieskis ir Sviesk,” tadiau yra ne vis
vien kaip Sviestis ir kaip kitus Sviesti. Ji stato
sau tiksla doros ir meno dvasioje aukléti jaunima
ir rengti ji kultiriniam gyvenimui.

Istatai nieko ne-
pasako.

Praktikoj gi daug karty yra parode ir savo
spaudoj aiSkiai pabréze, kad krikSéioniSka dora
jiems pagrindu netarnauja.

rimciausia organizacija—tai yra ateitininky or- .
ganizacija. Ji yra senesné 2 metais uz “Pavasa-

rio” sajunga, ir ateitininky kuréjai yra ir pava-
sarininky kiiréjai. Ir po Siai dienai tos 2 orga-
nizacijos gyvena labai geruose santikiuose—atei-

tininkai duoda pavasarininkams vady ir kultaris-
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kos paramos. Ateitininky moksleiviy pilna visose
gimnazijose ir vidurinése bei specialése mokyklo-
se. Isikiirus Lietuvos Universitetui, ten susikuria
viena i§ pirmiausiy studenty organizacijy. Da-
bartyje studenty ateitininky yra apie 700 nariy,
moksleiviy—apie 5,000. Visa ateitininky Federa-
cija stato sau nuosavus namus, turi susiSelpimo
fonda (insurance), leidzia sau laikrascéius: “Atei-
ti,” “Zidini” ir “Naujaja Vaidilute.”

THE THREE IMMORTALS OF BASEBALL.

As I wander in different ball parks, I have noticed
three immortals of baseball. They are a cement-headed
ball player, a downcast ball player, and the umpire. I
have yet to see a baseball game which does not carry
these three immortals.

A cement-headed player is one who pays attention to
the stands and not the game. You cannot uplift a
cement-headed player with kind words, high and harmoni-
ous thought, or even a good line of blank verse.

Tomorrow he may pull a bone,
And the stands will hoot him.
The time his hits clear the bases,
How soon they are forgotten;
He becomes a Limberger cheese

- is also true that umpires make mistakes.

Or something quite as rotten.
His useless club is packing,
The sympathy is lacking;
Today his middle name is Sap,
Tomorrow he may bring wild joy
By spanking out a hit with bases loaded.

Personally I have come into contact with rabid peo-
ple who claim you a hero for a minute, but a sap after-
ward. Many of these people think that, by riding a
young player, their anger encourages him. Or else they
think that they are right, and so the player will get used
to being ridden. That is not so. It ruins young players’
careers. Then too, there are people who know nothing of
the game, but do not admit it, who walk the streets and
criticize players and managers.

I have always found good results by talking to a
player after the game and not ecriticizing him during a
contest. But there are some who like to bawl you out
in front of a crowd to show that he is just it. That is
very poor policy. One of the meanest things to hurt
mankind, is to talk false of a person. Another is not set-
ting the truth before the players. I have no pity for a
person who will pull that trick against his own blood and
playmates.

In my closing lines I wish to state the third immortal
—the umpire.

You may smile at the idea of mixing umpiring and
poems, of the rough work with mask and chest protector,
but I tell you, friends, there should be more appreciation
of art of the game’s judges than anywhere else. Con-
sider yourselves having the umpire’s task for a moment.
It is true that there is a lot of poor umpiring. Then it

no one is perfect. My personal thought of umpiring is
to promote friendship and not rivalry between both teams.
Are we not all equal? So let it be on the ball field. One
team should receive as good treatment as the other.

So, my dear readers of the “Vytis” in the East and
West, North and South, let us all clasp our hands in
friendship, and roam this world over with everlasting
love and friendship in social affairs, sports, and all other
activities.
